Sometimes there are only finals and tones. Examples; “a” and “a’y'”* there
are no consonants in either of these words. Thus, these words are without ini-

tials.

Some words do not have tones. In these instances, the word is said to have a neu-

tral tone over the vowel (No mark is required).

Examples; *shenme”, “biJkeqi”, “xiexie”. The last syllable in each of these



words has no tonal marking.

It there are two syllables with third tones sitting side by side, then the tone of the

first word is changed to a second tone.
Examples; “nT hao” has two third tones, so “m hao” is changed to “ru hao”. The

same is true for “hen hao”. This w-ord is changed to “hen hao”.

Usually, a numeral and a
noun cannot be combined directly. A measure word must be used between them to

form a structure as follows.

These three words all indicate people, but they’re different in
usage: “ge”is the most common one,for example;“wu ge ren”; “yi ge gege”, “jitj
ge xuesheng”;“wei” is usually used for respectable people, for example-, “yf wei
laoshT”, we cannot say "yl wei rén”;“k6u” is used for family members when it is
used as a measure word.
