* A judgment is a thought that contains the affirmation or denial of
something through the connection of concepts. Judgments are
affirmative and negative, general and particular, conditional and
disjunctive.

* Inference is a process of thinking that connects a sequence of two or
more propositions, resulting in a new proposition.

* Inference is a conclusion that makes it possible to move from thinking
to practical actions. In immediate inferences one proceeds from one
judgment to another.

* The process of cognition goes from a scientific idea to a hypothesis,
subsequently turning into a law or theory.

Scientific idea and hypothesis

* A scientific idea is an intuitive explanation of a phenomenon without
intermediate argumentation and awareness of the entire set of
connections on the basis of which a conclusion is made. The idea helps to
reveal previously unnoticed regularities of any phenomenon. It builds on
what we already know about it.

* Hypothesis (from the Greek hypothesis - foundation, assumption) is an
assumption about the cause that causes this effect. A hypothesis is always
based on an assumption, the reliability of which at a certain level of science

and technology cannot be confirmed.

* A hypothesis always goes beyond known facts and is the guiding force for
theoretical or experimental research. Any hypothesis is subjected to careful
testing, as a result of which we are convinced that it does not contradict
any other already proven hypotheses and that the consequences arising
from it coincide with the observed phenomena.

Three Stages of Hypothesis

* In its development, the hypothesis goes through three main stages:

* 1) the accumulation of factual material and the statement on its basis
of some assumptions;

 2) expansion of assumptions into a hypothesis;
* 3) verification and refinement of the hypothesis.

which it concerns;

of the numerous opposin% hypotheses put forward to explain a series of facts,
the one that explains the largest number of them is preferable;

-to explain the connection of a series of facts, it is necessary to put forward as
few different hypotheses as possible;

when putting forward a hypothesis, it is necessary to be aware of the
probabilistic nature of its conclusions;

hypotheses that contradict each other cannot be true.
