-New Year
In Korea :
In the Land of Morning Freshness, New Year
is considered the beginning of spring, so
other names for Sollal are "head of the year,"
"first morning," "first month," and "first day.
For Koreans, the New Year marks the
beginning of a new cycle and a new page in
life. The celebration falls on the first month of
the lunar calendar, the first new moon after
the winter solstice, and refers to the
transitional holidays.

Sollal is tied to the date of the winter

solstice, so in different years it is celebrated
on different dates. To find out the exact day,
you must check the lunar calendar. The
Korean New Year always falls at the end of
January or beginning of February.
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In Kazakhstan :

In Kazakhstan the spring presses the
winter and fully enters into the rights on
March 21 - exactly on this special day the
bright holiday Nauryz is celebrated, which
marks not only the vernal equinox, but
also the renewal of nature. Nauryz in
Kazakhstan symbolizes fertility, friendship
and love. On this day people dress up
smartly, visit their relatives and close ones
and don't stop wishing them well. For the
Eastern peoples Nauryz is the same as the
New Year, because both holidays are
considered as the heralds of new life. The
holiday Nauryz in Persian means nothing
else than "a new day".
