5. Cartoon - /kɑːˈtuːn/ a film made using characters that are drawn and not real; a funny drawing, especially in a newspaper or magazine
6. catch - /kætʃ/ to stop someone or something that is moving through the air by getting hold of it
7. Cheer up! - /tʃɪə/ to stop feeling sad, or to make someone feel happier
8. Complete - /kəmˈpliːt/  finished
9. Constant - /ˈkɒnstənt/ staying at the same level
10. Contraction - /kənˈtrækʃən/ a short form of a word or group of words

12. Definitely - /ˈdefɪnətli/ without any doubt
13. Doubt - /daʊt/ the feeling of not being certain about something, or not trusting someone or something
14. Drop - /drɒp/ to let something you are carrying fall to the ground
15. Enjoy - /ɪnˈdʒɔɪ/ to get pleasure from something that you are doing
16. expect - /ɪkˈspekt/ to think that something will happen 
17. fail - /feɪl/ to not be successful
18. Feel like (sth/doing sth) - to want something, or want to do something
19. find - /faɪnd/ to discover something or someone that you have been searching for
20. finish - /ˈfɪnɪʃ/ to complete something, or come to the end of an activity
21. forget - /fəˈɡet/ to be unable to remember a fact, something that happened, or how to do something
22. get - /ɡet/ to receive something or be given something; to obtain or buy something
23. Get married - to begin a legal relationship with someone as their husband or wife
24. Go on - /ɡəʊ/ to continue doing something
25. Happen - /ˈhæpən/ to be the result of an action, situation, or event that someone or something experiences
26. Hate - /heɪt/ to dislike someone or something very much
27. Hit - /hɪt/ to touch someone or something quickly and with force, usually causing injury or damage
28. Hope - /həʊp/ to want something to happen or be true
29. learn - /lɜːn/ to get knowledge or skill in a new subject or activity
30. leave - /liːv/ to go away from a place or a situation, either permanently or for a temporary period
31. lend - /lend/  to give something to someone for a period of time, expecting that they will then give it back to you
32. lose - /luːz/ to stop having someone or something that you had before

34. mend - /mend/ to repair something that is broken, torn, or not working correctly
