In other words interactive methods
are focused for more wiade mteraction of students not only with teacher, but
with each other and also dominating of activity of students in the process of
tramming. The place of the teacher at the mteractive lessons goes to the
direction of activity of students to goal the purpose of the lesson Teacher
also makes the plan of the lesson( usually. 1t 15 an mteractive tasks and
exercises ‘while ninming which student leams matenal ).

Consequently, mam constituents of lessons are mteractive tasks and
exercises, which were made by students. An important difference of mteractive
tasks and exercises of typical ones 1s that by making them students not only
and not so many fixes leamed matenal yet. how leams new [1].
