The project “Brighten the corner where you are” is being implemented  at al-Farabi university during the past nine  years and  has won popularity among university teachers and students.

The founder of this movement was Young-Sil Kim the honorary president of Anyang University in Korea. His aim in launching this movement was to find a practical principle for building a society where all citizens can live a peaceful and happy life. He found the basic motto of “Brighten the corner where you are” movement in a Chinese book entitled Sega, the 46th volume of Sagi (history):” Those who do their best and get best fruits of their labour are the very people to be highly valued in every society.”  

The spirit of “Brighten the corner where you are”  consists of a philosophy of responsibility  for what we do every day of our life, a philosophy of harmony that the whole society reaches peace and happiness as each member of  a society does his/her work properly in his best capacity and thus brightening  the corner where he/she is.

To make the idea of “Brighten the corner where you are”  more understandable let’s decipher the meanings of  words:

The word ”Corner”  means  the space , the place and  the area where people live and work. “Corner” also stands for one’s own duty, responsibility that is to be fulfilled in one’s life. 
“The Brighten the  Corner around you” spirit stands for the idea that every one of us is called on to do his best on any task so that we may obtain the highest outcome, does his best in a given duty, and develops his maximum potential in order to realize the highest vision that he can accomplish.

Parents should do their best as parents

Students should do their best as students

Teachers should do their best as teachers

Employees should do their best in their positions

Employers should do their best within their capacity

Citizens should behave worthy of the real heirs of the nation

Government officials should do their best in serving the nation.

“Brighten One Corner” is the spirit of those individuals who see their mission in life as dedicating themselves to any given task and seek to light their own corner for generations.
The word  “Brighten” has a behavioral connotation. Our behavior should be noble, righteous and fair everyday of our life. Throughout his life man should do his best to realize his potential, his talent to reach the highest outcome.

One very precious point of “Brighten the corner around you ” is that it  proclaims the idea of uniqueness of man, of “I”. “I” is the only being that cannot be compared with anyone and cannot be replaced by anyone. To become a true human being one must know who he is, his identity. That person can then understand the importance of his family, and ancestors, and younger generations. “I” am a son, daughter, father, mother, husband, wife of somebody and “I” cannot exist without my ancestors and my children cannot exist without me. When each of us understands this we understand the values of our parents, ancestors, children and the life we are living.

 The most valueable point of philosophy of this movement that we find  here is the answer to the eternal questions we worry about  ” Why do I live” “What is happiness?” .

 Each one of us has his own goals of life and takes efforts to accomplish those goals. We live and work in order to achieve happiness. A desire  to be happy is a basic law  of  life.  

Happiness is the peaceful state that results from pursuing and maintaining a harmonious relationship with ourselves as well as other people. For the purpose of attaining happiness in a society, everyone should live together in harmony. In order to achieve harmony, we need to do our own duties, missions, and tasks in any given position. In other -+words, harmony is accomplished  when we clearly recognize our own corners, and do our best in lighting our own corners and seeking the highest and brightest outcome.

So the spirit “Brighten the corner where you are” stands for the idea of doing the best for the benefit of obtaining the brightest and cleanest outcome. When each person of the nation does light his own corner, he and his family enjoy happiness, and ultimately the entire world can enjoy freedom, peace, and happiness. By practicing the ”Brighten the Corner where you are “ spirit, we can build a beautiful world of harmony.   The movement  “Brighten  the Corner where you are” is a way through which all of us can reach happiness and self-innovation.
