Man and His Health

Abstract. The article discusses the problem of health, little studied in philosophical discourse,
but which is of key importance in the modern agenda. Insisting on the interdisciplinary nature of the
topic and the special role of medicine, the authors emphasize the decisive role of the metaphysical,
humanitarian approach. Health is, first of all, a philosophical category and should be studied in the
context of metaphysical universals God - man - soul - body - life - death. Spiritual health is the first
and unconditional prerequisite for physical health. Harmony with the surrounding world, with society,
with humanity and the harmony of soul and body are created by communion with the spiritual Primary
Source. The article provides a historical and philosophical reconstruction of the concepts of health in
the teachings of Eastern and Western thinkers, and, at the same time, healers of society, nature and
man. This is Hippocrates, “the father of medicine”, the founder of scientific medicine and the author of
the famous aphorism “the best doctor is also a philosopher”; his Roman follower, surgeon, doctor of
emperors and gladiators, who brought the thesis of Hippocrates to life, Claudius Galen. And of course,
in the ancient area, the authors refer to the judgments about the health problem of the “divine” Plato
with his teacher Socrates, as well as to the encyclopedist, Plato’s student Aristotle. A special page is
the Islamic civilization with faith in a single Creator who created the world and man according to his
magnificent plan. Here appear the titans of thought and action - the famous philosopher, scientist,
mathematician, logician, astronomer and healer Abu Nasr al-Farabi and his student, whose works
determined the paths of philosophy and medicine for many centuries — Abu Ali Ibn-Sina.

In the Western world, the concepts of health were substantiated in the German classics:
Immanuel Kant approved the need for a philosophical attitude to health, and Hegel, insisting on
the spiritual content of the category, emphasized the spirituality of the human body. The article also
analyzes discussions on the problem of health in modern philosophy. A position is distinguished,
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YesioBeK U ero 30pOBbe

according to which the philosophical, value discourse becomes the leader, and health fits into a
number of unusual categories. Instead of a list of “malaise, illness, medicine, doctor, pills, surgery”,
etc. a list of "culture, values, creativity, life world, activity, communication” appears. In a pandemic
situation, philosophical research on health issues is of particular importance.

It is noted that sometimes
the very possibility of comparative analysis is misinterpreted due to a misunderstanding of the
true relationship between thinking and language. It is also noted that the hermeneutic method
requires careful application, because there are often costs and even errors. The article shows that
comparative studies, since they are carried out with ready-made systems, their aspects, ideas
or categories, they cannot replace critical analysis and thus claim to establish the truth. In their

essence, they are a research tool, but, of course, a necessary tool.

To the Problems of Modernization of State Construction
in Modern Kazakhstan

Abstract. The relevance of this study lies in the fact that in the conditions of actualization and
the need to modernize the problems of almost all spheres of socio-cultural development phenom-
ena, the countries of the catch-up type, to which the Republic of Kazakhstan belongs, in which all
types of initiatives come from the power elites, need to define the type of their statehood. As today
in Kazakhstan we have the formation of factors of another phase of socio-cultural development.
In accordance with this conclusion it is necessary to define the type of statehood at this stage
of socio-cultural development, for which we should provide a legal basis for the modernization
processes - the Basic Law of the country. For this purpose, at the suggestion of the President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan K.-J.K. Tokayev a working commission on making amendments to the
current Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan was created.

Based on the presence of factors of another phase of sociocultural development, it is necessary
to transfer from the super-presidential republic to the presidential-parliamentary republic with
some predominance in favor of the supreme executive power to avoid centrifugal tendencies,
tendencies of de-sovereignization of state formations, which take place in the modern geopolitical
space. Constitutional changes should primarily concern three main blocks: the principle of
separation of powers; the system of checks and balances; elections.

The purpose and novelty of this study is to substantiate the need to change the type of
statehood (form of government and governance) in the conditions of ineffective operation of such
democratic principles as: the principle of feedback, the principle of separation of the three main
branches of power, the principle of selectivity and accountability.

In addition, it is necessary to form legal consciousness as an intension (internal desire) to follow
the constitutional provisions. The formation of this type of legal consciousness is possible only in
the conditions of an appropriate educational system and ideology as the most important tool for
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the preservation of the institution of the state. And the institution of the state remains the main
guarantor of the preservation of all types of identity, including human identity.

Introduction

Every nation on earth has its own way
of life and character, which has developed
from century to century, has developed
socio-economic, natural and anthropolog-
ical aspects. In accordance with this, cul-
ture, traditions, customs, philosophical and
worldview realities are formed.

Volunteering is a social phenomenon.
Volunteering is the ethical basis of being.
Therefore, the place of volunteering in so-
ciety has long been a question of interest
to society and state institutions, the ideas
of thinkers and representatives of different
cultures and people. To date, this topic has
become a relevant topic of a number of
sciences, in particular sociology, political
science, psychology, and now philosophy.

Volunteering in the Kazakh steppe has
been formed and developed for many
centuries, combining national identity with
socio-cultural features. It is necessary to
understand that volunteering in the Ka-
zakh steppe is an action, a force and a
phenomenon. In general, volunteering in
the Kazakh steppe is defined as a model
of socially significant activities provided to
families and individuals in historical peri-
ods in the continuity of traditional society
of the Kazakh people and social tribal as-
sistance. If we turn to the historical con-
text, we can see that the concept of volun-
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teering in the Kazakh steppe is developing,
changing and reviving on the basis of laws
of various social phenomena.

Volunteering in the Kazakh steppe has
its own path. After studying the stages of
its formation and development horizons,
we decided to divide the philosophical and
historical development of volunteering in
the Kazakh Steppe into three stages:

First, the development of Islamic cul-
ture in the Kazakh steppe as a voluntary
institution;

Second, tribal assistance in traditional
Kazakh society as an institution;

Third, volunteering in the ideas of Ka-
zakh educators.

Volunteering as a phenomenon is un-
doubtedly rooted in the historically formed
philosophical worldview experience of dif-
ferent people, which originates from the tra-
ditions and culture of this people. Assistance,
support, and solidarity of each nation in
terms of preserving itself as a species are the
basis for their development as a nation and
a source of boundless love for each other.

If we look at the philosophical essence
of volunteering, we will see that it consists
of national characteristics, ethical person-
al qualities and values, in particular, such
qualities as kindness, charity, Love, and
compassion. A person who has acquired
these qualities will undoubtedly help an-
other person and shed his kindness.
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Methodology

As a methodological basis for the
study, the stages of the emergence and
development of volunteering in the Ka-
zakh land are analyzed, and the theoreti-
cal conclusions of scientists on this issue
are analyzed. The study of volunteering
in the Kazakh steppe as a single system is
of great interest not only from a historical
point of view, but also from a philosophical
point of view with a large logical sequence.
In the course of study, general scientific di-
alectical methods of cognition were used,
as well as a number of separate scientific
methods, in particular, logical, systematic,
comparative and scientific analysis.

Development of the Kazakh Steppe as a
Volunteer Institute of Islamic Culture

We know that there were outstanding
personalities in the spiritual world of hu-
manity, who drew deep attention to the
various meanings of ideas and axiological
teachings, social life, and emphasized their
importance not only for their time, but also
for the future generations and civilization.

It is undeniable that philanthropy and
charity in the Kazakh steppe form the basis
of volunteerism, it is worth noting the au-
thor of «The Virtuous City», «Second teach-
er» al-Farabi, author of the work «Kutadgu
Bilig» Yusup Balasaguni, founder of the work
«Divani Hikmet» Khoja Ahmed Yassawi, who
formed the path of charity development in
the Kazakh steppe from ancient Turkic times.

Al-Farabi, studying Plato, Aristotle, and
Socrates in detail, found the sources of his
personal philosophical ideas and spiritual
heritage. His philosophical ideological leg-
acy is very large and diverse. The teacher
pays special attention to the problems of
morality and humanism, which are the ba-
sis for the achievement of human happi-
ness. The development of these ideas and
the development of The Thinker’s point of
view were strongly influenced by the leg-
acy of Aristotle and the Greek philosophy
and ideology of that period.

The main and most profound work of
Al — Farabi is the work that revealed the
essence, structure, development and pros-
perity of «good citizens» — «treatise on the
views of good citizens».

«There are two types of charity, says
the scientist: ethical and intellectual. Char-
ity, which belongs to the intellectual (soul)
side of the mind, is wisdom, intelligence
and sharpness of the mind and vision.
Ethical charity is a charity that belongs to
the soul's aspiration, that is restraint, cour-
age, generosity, justice». Therefore, it is
possible to agree with the general trend
of claims that the basic social concept of
Al-Farabi was based on the principle of hu-
manism. Thus, the problem of humanism is
mainly considered in connection with the
phenomena that form the root of human
existence-charity, kindness, justice, the de-
sire for happiness, and intelligence [1].

Reasonableness of the thinker is a con-
cept that expresses the perfection of person-
ality. A mature person not only cares about
the situation of the other person, but also
voluntarily acts for his own happiness. And,
of course, it is a voluntary phenomenon.

Atthe turn of the VIII-XII centuries, when
Turkic tribes flourished, cultural values in
the Kazakh steppe developed in connec-
tion with Islamic Civilization. Humanism
also developed as one of the teachings of
this civilization. As humanism developed, it
began to take a universal character.

L.I. Abygalieva, in her scientific work,
made an etymological linguistic analysis
of the words «goodness» and «human-
ism» as a concept. First, the two values
are organically linked. They are values that
complement each other, support each oth-
er, and open the way for each other, she
said, «adding that goodness is a broader
and deeper concept than humanism» [2, p.
16]. According to al-Farabi, if a person has
good qualities, he will certainly encourage
him to do good, and vice versa, if he finds
bad qualities, he will not lead him to good.

That is, a person’s qualities of kindness,
humanism, generosity are symbols of volun-
tariness, says thinker. Al-Farabi in his work
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«The Virtuous City» emphasizes the impor-
tance not of the individual, but of society.

Al-Farabi describes that «person can
achieve perfection in his native nature only
through the Union of all people who help
each other».

The Thinker's statement that «the
health of the human soul is always made
up of Charity, good deeds and beautiful
actions» defines the definition and princi-
ples of volunteering, not only shows vol-
unteering as a phenomenon separate from
charity, but also characterizes that volun-
teering is a valuable phenomenon consist-
ing of colorful actions. This is reflected in
Aristotle’s «what is the meaning of life? We
can see that serving and benefiting others
is a manifestation of volunteering com-
bined with charity».

Al-Farabi said that the process of educa-
tion produces reason and virtue, «a person
who does not have knowledge finds vices
as good, and a person who has knowledge
considers only good things to be positive»,
while his Greek teacher Socrates said that
«it is necessary to believe in person’s word
and wisdom, not in his oath» and gave
priority to the word and mind of a good
person. As for Michel de Montaigne, «a
person who cannot do good things, will
not benefit from the knowledge he has re-
ceived. We see that thinkers who lived at
each stage formulated that knowledge hu-
manizes the individual, paving the way for
virtue and wisdom.

After al-Farabi, thinkers and geniuses
began to appear in the Kazakh steppe.
Al-Farabi’s thoughts on the teaching of
virtue are continued by Yusuf Khass Ha-
jib Balasaguni, known for his spiritual and
moral ideas. The most important value he
studied was virtue.

In the epic «Kutadgu Bilig», we see that
the social strata of society are described
and called for good with their poems.

Thinker «Do good things, sow seeds of
goodness» is the noblest quality according
to the «seed of goodness» Yusuf Balasaguni.
If we spread goodness, it will grow, bring
happiness to others, and make you happy.
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Benign is true, temerity is wrong:

The Burden is privilege...

True is Eden, wrong is Hades, and be
aware of that! [3, p. 91] The basis of this
idea is that by performing good deeds,
positive actions, a person is subject to
making a choice for himself, whether the
future is paradise or hell, for himself.

«You need people in two worlds —

[ would like to be a good man, a straight
man» [3, p. 92].

In this verse, Balasaguni says that the
Muslim way, where the «two worlds» of
the world and Paradise are achieved by
good deeds, correct behavior.

The Thinker continues the lines of the
poem as follows, and formulates a game
to say:

Life is the treasure, but not for free,

The merit of which should be known
until you die.

Let down cold-heartiness and do kind,

There is the death that should be in
mind. [3, p. 93].

In his work, Yusuf Balasaguni reveals
the full content of the concepts of wisdom,
knowledge, good attention, good heart,
good life, good soul, and reveals the ideas
of universal goodness in the period of Tur-
kic civilization. «Wisdom of Royal Glory» — it
is a valuable work that demonstrates virtue.
It is an invaluable national heritage. From
century to century, the teaching of moral
thought is passed down to generations.

It is closely associated with the name of
Khoja Ahmed Yassawi, a thinker who con-
tributed to the spread of Sufi teaching in
the Kazakh steppe. Khoja Ahmed Yassawi
in his unique works «Divani Hikmet», «Ri-
sala», based on his religious teachings,
calls society to virtue, morality, charity,
Compassion, criticizes greed and dishon-
esty, kindness and ignorance. In his ideas
he calls people to imbue their hearts with
kindness and not to touch something that
doesn’t belong to them.

In the writing «Divani Hikmet» by saying:

«Do not quench the warmth of your
soul» author calls people to have iman
and be gentle to the others. On the other
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hand, by saying «Be the shadow for those
who are tired», «Care for destitute men»,
«Always do something noble», «Serve
your people, respect the good», «Serve to
ones with great souls», «I became a slave
to whoever | saw», «Favouring orphars,
poor and destitute men: that's our profit's
example», «Share your income with desti-
tute men, orphans and widows», «Be open
hearted as much as you can» he calls peo-
ple to help socially weak people.

In this era, when Islam flourished, along
with traditional values, Islamic values were
reflected. The main forms of Muslim assis-
tance to the population will be Zakat and
Sadagah (alms). «Zakat» in Arabic means
«grace», «purification», «righteousness»,
«growth». This means the amount divided
from the property that must be given to
those in need under certain conditions»
[4]. N. O. Ismail stated in his article that
«zakat is intended not only for all those in
need, but only for eight categories of peo-
ple in need. The first category is the poor
(Miskin), whose property does not reach
a certain level. The second category is
the needy (Fakir). These are beggars, who
differ from the poor in even worse condi-
tions, they are people who have nothing,
as well as those who cannot earn money
due to age or illness», the author contin-
ues. At the same time, the waqgf held a spe-
cial place in the Islamic world. Waqf also
means «hubous» in Arabic. This is a form
of helping people who came from Islam.

«In Sharia, Wagf means the retention of
certain property without spending a long
period of time for repeated charitable use.
Therefore, it is considered an unbreakable
donation» [5]. In other words, Waqf has
undoubtedly been a great force in the ma-
terial and spiritual support of the people
for centuries.

In general, in the period of the first Is-
lamic civilization in the Kazakh steppe, there
is a reason to understand volunteering as a
social phenomenon. Because according to
philosophical thinkings, mensioned issues
urge to goodness, virtue, weal and tender-
ness. Although volunteering is not consid-

ered as a concept, altruism and humanism,
goodness and compassion, charity and
brotherhood are considered at the heart of
the thoughts expressed. The works of these
scholars are the basis of neogumanist state-
ments. In the period of manifestation of Is-
lam, whatever they gave it for Allah’s sake,
for every benevolence they expected hope
from Allah.

Development of Tribal Assistance in
Traditional Kazakh Society

In the period of development of tradi-
tional Kazakh society volunteering, social
and tribal society and customs were of
great importance.

In the medieval period of Kazakh soci-
ety, tribal assistance and support were pro-
vided by the power of the «Steppe law»,
and The Guardian, reformer and executor
of its foundation were the Bis.

Bi is not only the owner of democratic
power in the political and social system of
traditional Kazakh society, but also an au-
thoritative institution that deals with social
problems within the tribe, organizes aid,
invites the rich and the judges of the vil-
lage to charity. He was not named bi, but
was recognized and trusted by people as
bi for his art of dispute resolution.

«Honor» has always been dear to Ka-
zakhs, the word «Malym zhanymyn sada-
gasy, zhanym arymyn sadagasy» (I sacri-
fice wealth for my life, | sacrifice my life for
honor) is revered, and therefore the norms
of Kazakh customs are imbued with moral
qualities. In short, the legal culture of no-
madic Kazakhs is worthy of the identity and
lifestyle of the People, national customs,
that is, the norms of customs have become
a derivative of national identity» [6].

Kaz Dauysty Kazybek Bi, who lived in the
XVII-XVIII centuries of the Kazakh people,
laments the sadness of poor, adding to his
poems the need to solve social problems. His:

«For one without shelter

Rush to be a protector» - the need to
provide assistance to socially vulnerable
segments of the population. The differenc-
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es and distinctions between the rich and
the poor were evident in this period, and
the periods divided into classes were not
only to condemn society, but also to help
the poor and the weak.

At the same time, in the context of tra-
ditional society, financial assistance paid
by the rich in the Kazakh land to support
culture began to manifest itself. That is, the
historical development of the concept of
patron in Kazakh society is an urgent topic
of our day. It is necessary to preserve the
memory of citizens who helped financially
for the sake of the people and the future of
the country, supported the persecuted in-
telligentsia and voluntarily mobilized their
forces. Patrons supported not only cultur-
al, creative personalities, poets, writers,
scientists, but also engaged in the creation
of schools and the admission of children
from needy families to madrasas.

According to E. Nenasheva's article,
Zhangir Khan was also a patron of the
Bukey Horde, «in 1841, Zhangir Khan made
efforts to build a school and financially
supported it, and on December 6, 1841, he
opened a school in the Horde [7, p. 188].

Zhangir was the first of the Kazakh
Khans who helped to education, enlight-
enment and culture, and realized that it
is necessary not to neglect the interests
of the people. The Khan issued an order
obliging the rulers of the tribes and the De-
partments of the senior large tribes to raise
funds for the construction of mosques with
primary schools. This gave an appropriate
explanation to the Kazakh people.

«As a domestic patron of modern times,
Zhangir made an invaluable contribution to
the education of his people, his life was a re-
flection of his civic position, a manifestation
of the high spiritual level of culture, moral
courage, in particular, the people respectful-
ly called such people patrons» [7, p. 189].

The origins and character of volunteer-
ing in Kazakh society can be traced back
to the Kazakh national traditions. After all,
the traditions and customs of the Kazakh
steppe, based on charity, were developed
as the first form of assistance and guard-
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ianship provided to tribal society and un-
protected citizens.

There were a lot of charitable tradi-
tions in the Kazakh steppe. However, let's
note and analyze the traditions that have
become the beginning of volunteering in
Kazakh society in providing voluntary as-
sistance.

As the Kazakh proverb says, «Say To The
Village - Asar, say to the neighbor - Kosar»,
we are talking about a tradition that has
long been inexhaustible in our traditions -
Asar.

The Asar tradition is specially organized
to serve single elderly people who have ex-
hausted their strength. The Kazakh people,
who are always caring for the needy, con-
sider it their duty to help another person,
even if they fall into a state of distress. The
most important is conscience. All mea-
sures are built on the same basis. «Ken bol-
san kem bolmassyn» is the folk wisdom of
the Great Steppe. In it the wide soul of the
Kazakh people and inherent in «Uly dala»
gave value to mutual help, participation
and not indifferent attitude to the neigh-
bor [8]. The Kazakhs call «Asar» a method
of rapid completion of the work of lonely
elderly people. This has a vital, social and
social significance. People with low labor
and incomplete work will be able to listen
to this event. People with low labor and
incomplete work will be able to listen to
this event. People help each other in dif-
ficulties by turns. A person who does not
participate in this is deprived of the help of
others when it comes to business. Recent-
ly, the content of Asar has changed slightly
and acquired a different character. Asar is
also called “Serne” in some places.

Asar is a compromise tradition among
Kazakhs that helps each other. It is neces-
sary to take into account the fact that in
order to please his brother, it is necessary
to stand together with the Combined Forc-
es of many, a real measure [9].

Zhylu (heat). People living in rural ar-
eas provide livestock, property, and finan-
cial assistance to families affected by fires
and other disasters when their property is
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submerged, and the people call it “Zhylu”.
Zhylu transfer is a moral expression.

Shulen tartu — this is one unique exam-
ple of one charity. Shulen tartu — charity
can be shown as an old form of initiative.
This is a manifestation of nobility. To give
another person his own thing, property —
to be able to give joy to another person.

Shulen tartu - one sign of nobility and
generosity. In the past, cattle Lords, biys
distributed livestock, money, products,
and food to people from far and near plac-
es. But this is neither alms, nor alms, nor
god, it is called “shulen tartu”. The mean-
ing of this is a kind of help and care for
the poor. This was especially distributed by
rich people in the autumn days, when the
number of livestock increased, increased,
and settled in the winter.

The cultists did not do it for profit, but
for the sake of receiving the gratitude of
many and for the fulfillment of their moral
duty to give them a hand. As much as we
used to humiliate the rich and the rich, we
now recognize that they benefit the mass-
es [9, p. 260].

Basire — a saddle that is worn by parents
or relatives when a boy is used to riding a
horse. This tradition has a great education-
al value. In other words, with age, the child's
interest in animals increases, and his attitude
becomes more direct. In addition, the Ka-
zakh tradition promotes the development of
physical strength and health of the child. Sit-
ting on a horse from a small one, he fixes the
joint and corrects the face of the body [10].

Keusen — a tradition used in agriculture.
Usually, farmers who harvest crops in the
fall give and take care of their relatives
and fellow villagers. This is also one of the
Kazakh traditions of charity [11]. «Ask for
treatment - there is a way to ask for treat-
ment of a substance in need (for example,
kazy, tea, medicine, etc.). According to the
law of the people, when asked for treat-
ment, they are obliged to give it uncondi-
tionally. In the people, the phrase «If you
look for a cure, you can't find it» comes
from this» [11, p. 34].

Sauyn alu (ritual). “Don't ask for the sta-

tus of a man, after «milking» (Sauyn alu) the
people. People who do not have livestock
ask wealthy people to use their milk for a
certain period of time, called “milking”, to
ask for a mare or cow. The milkman guar-
antees the safe delivery of the received live-
stock with young animals [9, p. 260].

We can conclude that volunteering exist-
ed in Kazakh society as an institution of assis-
tance to brothers, relatives, and fellow villag-
ers. We can see that the above-mentioned
traditions are based on kindness and charity
and contain the ideas of volunteerism. This,
in turn, educates the younger generation
with kindness, compassion, and brother-
hood through traditions and customs.

Features of Volunteering in the Ideas of
Kazakh Educators

In general, in the history of philosoph-
ical thought, one of the Kazakh enlighten-
ers, thinker Abay raised the Kazakh nation-
al consciousness to a new level, directing
ethical and humanistic thoughts to virtue,
spirituality, and morality. In his words Abay
«Kareket kyl, paidasy kupke tisin», what
you do should be directed to the «good»,
it is necessary to spend it for the benefit
of the people. According to Abay, a per-
son who wants to achieve the meaning of
life must be «a good person - a perfect
person». To be a perfect person, you need
the most important mind. It is necessary
to subordinate the mind to the heart. Only
then will a person become perfect.

Abay's words of edification and works
formed the condition of «Being Human»,
which was also a topic of interest to for-
eign scientists.

«Do good.

Doing good is the duty of every per-
son» - The Thinker considers «doing good»
to be an essential philosophical concept of
the principle of «being human».

«The complete human image in Abay's
works (heart, mind, strength), through the
knowledge of the divine (Mind, Justice, Grace),
has a systematic and traditional continuation»
[12]. These are the key to truth, which is nec-
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essary for the most important life for Abay.
After the research of M. Myrzakhmetuly,
many researchers translate “zhauanmartlik”,
which became known to the Kazakh scientific
community, as charity. “Zhauanmartlik” in the
literal sense can be called a par with the Ka-
zakh concept of” generosity”.

"Generosity is an ethical category that
represents one of the best human qualities
and defines a positive moral quality. Help-
ing the poor, the elderly, the disabled and
the needy is a noble deed” [13, p. 192].

Abay’s poems and words of edification
contain a lot of Arabic and Persian words.
It is impossible to translate them from the
dictionary, because these concepts are a
whole stream in Islamic philosophy. And in
order to understand the concepts of Abai,
it is necessary to know these trends.

The idea of Abai can be traced back to
the idea of the Great Russian writer, phi-
losopher F. Dostaevsky: “it is not the main
mind in a person, but the one that con-
trols it: character, heart, good feelings, ad-
vanced ideas” [14, p. 97].

And in his works, Shakarim shows the
image of a true person: He describes true
man’s appearance by saying: "Kindness,
conscience, goodwill, honest work — who-
ever has these four qualities is a true man”.
In this sense, Shakarim’s teachings on mor-
al issues and man have a religious basis.
His «AR ilimi» is the most artistic work of
the Kazakh steppe, an educational source
of Kazakh spirituality.

Abay and Shakarim emphasize the mor-
al philosophy of morality. Abay says: «Love
All Mankind, and love is just» and he saw
genuine love to people in awakening its
honour and dignity, and Shakarim Kudai-
berdiev considers justice and satisfaction as
the highest category of human conscience.

In the context of traditional society, fi-
nancial assistance paid by the rich in the
Kazakh land to support culture began to
manifest itself. That is, the historical devel-
opment of the concept of patron in Kazakh
society is an urgent topic of our day. It is
necessary to preserve the memory of citi-
zens who helped financially for the sake of
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the people and the future of the country,
supported the persecuted intelligentsia
and voluntarily mobilized their forces. Pa-
trons supported not only cultural, creative
personalities, poets, writers, scientists, but
also engaged in the creation of schools
and the admission of children from needy
families to madrasas.

In the great Kazakh steppe there were
many business and wealthy citizens.
Among them: A. Zhusupuly, I. Adiluly, M.
Moldabayuly, A. Bokeikhan, Zh.Orazalyuly,
S. Omaruly, S. Zhanturin and others. Their
work for the country should stand in line
with the personalities of the Alash national
liberation movement.

PhD, director of the Alash Research In-
stitute of L. N. Gumilyov ENU Sultan Khan
Akkuly in his work provides valuable infor-
mation about Alash patrons. “He believes
that the new elite of Alash began its his-
torical mission with the creation of modern
Kazakh culture and, starting from a small
period, revived the most popular elements
of nomadic culture» [15].

Together with Alikhan Bokeikhan and
other Alash intellectuals, he was engaged
not only in political, educational, but also
in voluntary activities. He worked tirelessly
to educate children from low-income fam-
ilies in schools, provide them with clothing,
teaching aids and food.

The creation of charitable organizations
in Kazakhstan began on the initiative of
Alash residents.

It is known that kindness, compassion,
and selfless help are a harmonious com-
ponent of the Kazakhs ' own culture, which
is called "heat”. For example, Alikhan Bo-
keikhan in his 1889 essay “valuable trea-
sures of ancient times” described a number
of good traditions of Kazakhs belonging
to the period of communal and tribal re-
lations, such as "hospitality” and “warmth
(zhylu)". It is reported that these customs
lost their original meaning at the end of
the XIX century and are being forgotten.

The personality, civic appearance, moral
nationality, abilities and activity of each per-
son play a crucial role in the development
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of the economy, culture, social and spiritu-
al life of society. In educating the younger
generation in such a way, we have a lot of
role models. Alash leader Alikhan Bokeikhan
occupies a special place among the young-
er generation, who correctly represents the
spiritual world, humanity, and World Culture.

Alikhan Bokeikhan, literary critic, trans-
lator, publicist, organizer of the first po-
litical party of our people «Alash» and
chairman of the autonomous government
of the National Alashorda, who wanted to
create and preserve the country's indepen-
dence from the very beginning, made ef-
forts to revive the ancient Kazakh tradition
of «collecting heat».

According to A. Bokeikhan, «Zhylu» also
faced a tragic fate. «Previously, the victims
were provided with sincere, compassionate
assistance, and this action was artistic. Today,
it has become some kind of hidden page».

Subsequently, the new Elite tried to turn
all the benefits of «Zhylu» into enlighten-
ment, the formation of a semi-nomadic
people and the development of modern
Kazakh culture.

Kazakh poet, publicist Magzhan Zhum-
abayev calls the motto» to believe in the
good of humanity as a whole is the highest
sign of humanity « — to believe in good and
to do good things. And Mukhtar Auezov
says that «The good, not spread around,
like a lonely poplar in the desert, will remain
an orphan» - he says that good is a blue
light that spreads around us and calls for
doing good by joining forces [14, p. 130].

The voluntary Society of the Red Cres-
cent and the Red Cross in Kazakhstan was
established in 1937. We know that these
organizations are international charities.
The main goal is to provide social and
medical assistance to those in need.

Charity organizations on the Kazakh
land, based on volunteering, began to be
implemented on the initiative of the Alash
Horde. It should be noted that the organi-
zations created by the Alash people were
reflected as a force of political voluntari-
ness in the Kazakh land.

«Citizen partnership» is a cultural orga-

nization that organizes charity events. It was
founded in December 1913 in Orenburg,
organized by A. Baitursynov and M. Dula-
tov. The main goal is to promote the con-
tinuous publication of the newspaper «Ka-
zakh» at the expense of membership fees
(100 som per person). He was also engaged
in the development of educational work in
the Kazakh society, the publication of books
and literature in need, financial assistance
to needy students in schools and madrasas,
and the organization of charity events.

It was attended by A. Bokeikhan,
H. Dosmukhamedov, M. Tynyshbayev, Sha-
karim, N. Kulzhanova and other Kazakh
intellectuals. Ahmet and Mirzhakyp in the
article «to the citizens of Alash»: «this is not
a companion - a companion of a merchant,
but a companion of a citizen. People who
are involved in this should not be part-
ners with money alone, but partners with
attention and desire», he wrote [16]. From
this last statement, We can conclude that
people voluntarily believe that it is a good
thing to help those who really need it.

Together with Turagyl and Kakitai
Kunanbayev, Magat and Khasen Akayev,
Karazhan Ukibayev actively supported the
partnership «<Azamat», created by the lead-
ers of Alash Alikhan, Akhmet, Mirzhakyp,
and spent money on the publication of the
newspaper «Kazakh» as a membership fee
[17].

In 1917, after the February Revolution,
there was a youth organization «Zhanar»,
founded in Semipalatinsk. Its active mem-
bers were M. Auezov and ZH. Aimautov,
who took part in the All-Kazakhstan youth
Constituent Assembly held in Omsk on May
5-13, 1918. Members of the organization
supported the Alash party and promoted
its ideas among the population. On March
5, 1918, under the leadership of «Zhanar»,
a special committee was formed, which was
engaged in providing assistance to the starv-
ing Kazakhs of the Semirechye and Syrdarya
regions. The committee was chaired by M.
Dulatov, deputy chairman Zh.Aimautov, sec-
retary M. Auezov, treasurer G. Esirkenov [18].

bad “Zhylu” of the people?” tells us about
the importance of this ritual “Zhylu". It
shows the uniqueness of Kazakh national
traditions, care for the needy and unwill-
ingness to act voluntarily. In general, when
we look at this period, we see that the Alash
intelligentsia took the first steps in this dif-
ficult period, reviving our national spiritual
traditions and developing volunteerism.

Volunteering may allow governments,
as part of a neoliberal agenda, to decrease
their responsibilities to the welfare of cit-
izens and to privatize public services as
volunteers and voluntary organizations
are filling the gap [19]. Volunteerism is the
most important institution in society, both
in present and past society.

Conclusion

The formation of civil society in Kazakh-
stan and the improvement of the public ad-
ministration system will increase the role of
volunteerism in Kazakh society as a national
phenomenon. Based on modern scientific
research and experience, volunteering is
very important today in uniting civil society
institutions and mobilizing initiatives.

As noted in the spiritual programs of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, the main task
is to create a fully developed personality
of young people on the basis of univer-
sal values. However, today it is necessary
to study the attitude of young people to
values. After all, in the context of modern
globalization, civil society should consider
young people as the main force that af-
fects their self-determination, integrative
development and the formation of their
civic position through volunteering.

In his speech to the youth of the year
of volunteers, our president K. K. Toka-
yev noted that «doing good deeds, doing
good to people is a long — standing tradi-
tion of our people. We must preserve this
tradition. After all, helping and supporting
someone is a quality that is embedded in
our blood. Our people have a tradition of
«Asar», which calls for such unity. This is
our ancestral custom, which has not lost
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its value over the centuries» [20, p. 1]- it
is necessary to make efforts to revive such
traditions as «Asar», «Zhylu», «Shulen tar-
tu» in the continuity of generations.
Spiritual values accumulated over the
long history of development of the Kazakh
national tradition should form the historical
and cultural basis of modern culture. The
spiritual world of Kazakhs has absorbed
many cultural influences over the centuries,
melting and assimilating them in its native
steppe traditions. One of these phenome-
na is volunteering. These traditions were so
strong that no matter what historical cir-
cumstances, they could not radically change
it. Our main task is to preserve and modern-
ize our traditions, which will continue to be
passed on to the younger generation.

Annotation. Significant changes in the dynamics of cultures and civilizations are taking place
in the modern world: S. Huntington’s conclusion about the collisions of supercilizations no longer
corresponds to the realities of the XXI century, the processes of localization and unification of
cultural worlds («Russian world», «European way», «Malay civilization», «Turkic world», etc.) are
becoming increasingly important.

In this regard, the issue of finding ways of spiritual
renewal and revaluation of priorities for the further cultural development of the Turkic peoples,
preservation of the fundamental spiritual values of the ethnoculture of the Turks, unique and
original, is of particular importance.

The anthropocentric philosophy of Central Asian thinkers reveals
the place of the Turkic man in the world and his attitude to culture, analyzes the question of who
a person can become by realizing his potential, what is the ratio of the sacred and profane in him,

who is the «perfect human».

Youth Policy of Kazakhstan in the Conditions of the State Political Transformation

Abstract. In the context of the political transformation of Kazakhstan, the issue of youth policy
is justified by the trends in the formation of the rule of law and civil society. The fact is that these
trends are not possible without regulating the political passivity and apolitical youth. It should be
noted that the political activity of Kazakh youth is haphazard, besides, most of them are indifferent
to changes in the political sphere. In addition, the phenomenon of quasi-liberalism, widespread in
modern social networks, is becoming a destabilizing factor in the political system. All this hinders
the establishment and development of feedback between the state and youth. In this regard, the
strategic importance of the state youth policy as the main regulatory mechanism of the relation-
ship between the state and youth is very high. The authors put forward the concept of the devel-
opment of ideological concepts, in addition to its socio-economic orientation. It is also noted how
important the place of social networks is in carrying out ideological work among young people.

Introduction

Modern realities in a changing world
and geopolitical challenges and transfor-
mations dictate the need to develop a bal-
anced course of state reforms and solve
the tasks of the new order based on the
existing areas of cooperation between Ka-
zakhstan and Central Asia countries (CA).
At the same time, it is legitimate to include
the study of the main vectors of interaction
and cooperation: a) trends and features
of the functioning of the world economic
system in conditions of geopolitical ten-
sion; b) opportunities for integration and
cooperation, taking into account the reali-
ties of the economic, geopolitical and civ-
ilizational formats of the development of
partner countries; c) prerequisites for the
economic development of the countries of
the Central Asian region; d) weakening of
the security factors of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan and Central Asian countries, tak-
ing into account global storms, etc.

In these conditions, a special place is
occupied by the issues of studying regres-
sive processes of economic development
and their consequences (destruction of
the biosafety system and biorisk assess-
ment, violation of established commod-
ity-reproducing chains, rising prices for
resources-goods-products-services,  de-
stabilization of resource-raw materials and
commodity markets, weakening of security
systems in general, etc.).

All this together determines the estab-
lishment of stable systemic ties in terms
of comprehensive cooperation, ensuring
effective political, economic and nation-
al security of countries, determining the
configurations of their multi-vector poli-
cies, identifying external and internal risks
and threats associated with the dynamics
of geopolitical uncertainty. In other words,
we are talking about the development of a
new program of political, economic and so-
cial reforms of our country, which should be
coupled with foreign policy initiatives and
courses of partner countries in the region.

Methodology

In order to implement the security and
development priorities of the countries of
the Central Asian region, it is necessary
to strengthen ties in the conditions of in-
creasing competition of the countries of
the region for attracting financial, invest-
ment, human and other resources; liber-
alization of foreign trade, development of
foreign markets, etc. [1, 2, 3]. Competition
between the countries of the region does
not allow for effective use of its potential, as
it stimulates their isolation and alienation,
increasing differentiation in terms of devel-
opment, as well as increased risks and se-
curity threats. In this regard, we are talking
about the need to coordinate the efforts of
the countries of the Central Asian region in
ensuring their integration and cooperation.
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In this case, in our opinion, it is nec-
essary for the countries of the region to
search for new economic models of de-
velopment and security in a dynamically
changing world order. At the same time,
one of the possible promising directions is
the development of a joint model of mod-
ernization and renewal of national econo-
mies within the framework of modern in-
tegration programs and cooperative ties.

Research results

The formation of a new formation on a
regional/international scale affects almost
all aspects of global economic develop-
ment, taking into account the following
main directions:

- stimulating the renewal and modern-
ization of national economies;

- changing the structure of export-im-
port policies in favor of import substitution;

- solving social problems and relieving
social tension;

- improving the competitiveness of na-
tional economies;

- improvement of countries’ foreign pol-
icies while ensuring national security and
preventing possible threats and challenges;

- development of transport and logis-
tics networks in the growth of regional and
global trade;

- development of preventive biosafety
programs and measures to counter bio-
logical threats, etc.

Taking into account the above, for the
Central Asian countries, in order to ensure
national security, strategic goals and objec-
tives should take into account the priority
of preserving state and national interests,
the sovereignty of states and ensuring the
standard of living of the population of the
country. The implementation of these di-
rections is the basis of the foreign policies
of the Central Asian states and will contrib-
ute to achieving the goals of mutually ben-
eficial cooperation and assistance in coop-
eration and integration. This is one of the
ways to regional life support in post-crisis
conditions, as well as regional alignment of
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forms and models of interaction and coop-
eration of the participating countries.

Discussion of the results

In the conditions of a changing world, the
need to assess global challenges and devel-
opment trends taking into account regional
and national peculiarities of their develop-
ment is urgent for Kazakhstan and Central
Asian countries. At the same time, in our
opinion, it is legitimate to create institutions
for solving joint tactical tasks and strategic
areas of cooperation for the future, as well as
regional-level bodies for finalizing programs
(in terms of solving unforeseen problems
and situations and taking emergency mea-
sures to eliminate them) and plans for coop-
eration and integration in interrelated indus-
tries and sectors of national economies.

It is important for the countries of the
Central Asian region to overcome the
overregulation on the part of the state in
the modernization and industrialization of
the branches of the real sector of the econ-
omy, as well as to develop opportunities
and prospects for integration and coop-
eration for the development of business
communities and their organic integration
into the structure of the national economy.
This, in turn, makes it necessary:

- formation of the sectoral and spa-
tial framework of new models of national
economies;

- creating a favorable business environ-
ment in the structure of the economies of
the countries;

- stimulating demand and promotion of
domestic goods and services in the domes-
tic market and entering foreign markets;

- improving access to finance;

- development of human capital;

- improving the effectiveness of gov-
ernment programs;

- improving the regulatory framework
and creating conditions for attracting for-
eign investment;

- overcoming the backlog of the corpo-
rate sector in the field of innovation, etc.

The implementation of these directions
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provides for the use of a systematic ap-
proach to the development of a compre-
hensive strategy for mutually beneficial
cooperation between the Central Asian
countries, covering all levels and areas of
development of the region-wide space.

The modern period of development of
the world community is characterized by
the aggravation of contradictions between
the leading players, economic crises of
a global nature. The growing tension of
interregional and internal regional con-
flicts, environmental challenges, military
conflicts and shocks [4,5]. All this is com-
pounded by the deterioration of the san-
itary and epidemiological situation in the
world, as a result of which, according to
WHO forecasts, the world expects a pro-
tracted crisis, despite all the efforts of the
world community [6,7].

Under these conditions, the Central
Asian countries should develop joint ef-
forts to ensure stabilization and security.
We are talking about the search for a new
model of interaction and cooperation be-
tween the Central Asian countries, which
are united by a common history, religion,
culture, intellectual potential, communi-
cation links, etc. [8]. Over the 30-year pe-
riod of independence, the Central Asian
countries have used various forms of co-
operation and integration. The activities of
international organizations in Central Asia
(UN, OSCE, CSTO, SCO, and EEU) do not
always meet real conditions, and interna-
tional programs are characterized by low
efficiency, parallelism, competition, in oth-
er words, inconsistency with the principles
of smart policy [9].

The geographical location forces the
Central Asian countries to seek access to
seaports, which causes an imbalance in the
foreign policy relations of the Central Asian
countries with strategic partners. The im-
plementation of a coordinated trade poli-
cy is complicated, according to experts, by
the theory of equal-speed integration and
the spaghetti bowl effect [10], therefore it is
necessary to coordinate issues regarding the
identification and realization of the potential

of mutual trade, taking into account the re-
gional and international division of labor.

Integration is ineffective without the
creation of a joint production infrastruc-
ture and communication network for the
sustainable development of the region. To
expand the interconnections of the Central
Asian countries, trade and industrial clusters
should be created to provide the market
with the necessary goods and services [11].
A mutually beneficial development strategy
takes into account the interests of countries
and focuses on sustainable development
through expanding trade opportunities and
building trade potential. In order to realize
the economic potential of cooperation be-
tween the Central Asian countries:

- identification of competitive advan-
tages of countries in order to effectively
allocate resources;

- the creation of a sustainable infra-
structure to provide industry with raw
materials will strengthen the resistance to
fluctuations in the global energy system;

- expansion of trust-based dialogue
between partner countries on cooperation
and integration.

Mechanisms of institutional, instru-
mental and infrastructural support are
necessary for the development of the in-
tegration potential of the countries of the
Central Asian region. We are talking about
the development of strategic programs for
the development and planning of integra-
tion processes, solving financial issues of
comprehensive interaction and coopera-
tion. There are favorable prerequisites and
conditions for the implementation of the
priorities of security and development of
the Central Asian space, in particular:

- preserved territorial-industrial rela-
tions between them within the framework
of the national division of labor;

- common infrastructure of the territory
(resource, transport, energy, etc.);

- common problems in the development
of countries, which is important for consoli-
dating their potential in solving them;

- traditional historical, cultural, spiritual,
social, etc. ties between peoples.
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The development of the Central Asian
region over the past decades has been
characterized by a number of disintegra-
tion processes in its space. We are talking
about the destruction of the economic and
economic ties of the subjects of this ter-
ritory that were formed during the USSR
and their reorientation to foreign markets.

The Central Asian countries have huge
economic and trade potential, but the share
of intraregional trade in the total turnover
of countries is insignificant. In addition, na-
tional economies vary greatly in terms of
production. Since 2018, intraregional trade
has grown by 12%. The trade turnover of
Kazakhstan with the Central Asian countries
has increased 1.5 times over the past 5 years
and amounted to $ 4.6 billion. According to
UNCTAD and the World Bank, today the in-
traregional trade turnover in Central Asia is
$6.5 billion, or only 0.04% of all world trade.
The share of mutual trade of the Central
Asian countries, according to experts, ac-
counts for only 9% of the total trade turn-
over of the countries, which does not corre-
spond to the potential of the economies of
the Central Asian countries and the market
capacity (75 million people). In addition,
Kazakhstan can increase exports to Central
Asian countries up to $ 1 billion. According
to the World Bank estimates, the develop-

ment of transport communications in Cen-
tral Asia will ensure GDP growth of all coun-
tries by 15%. Based on the common interests
of the Central Asian countries, at this stage
of development it is important to focus on:
enhancing mutual trade and improving its
structure, expanding the range of goods
supplied. All this requires systemic transfor-
mations in the economies of the countries.

The relatively small volume of mutu-
al trade between the Central Asian coun-
tries is due to the underutilization of the
existing potential in this area. The use of
the economic potential of the Central Asian
countries will contribute to:

— creation of infrastructure for the real
sector of the economies of the participating
countries;

— improving the terms of trade for the
Central Asian countries;

— creation of a transport and communi-
cation system for countries;

- improvement of the investment cli-
mate, etc.

All this is important for the optimal,
mutually acceptable use of the potential of
the economy by the Central Asian coun-
tries while respecting national interests.
Table 1 presents the general socio-eco-
nomic characteristics of the countries of
the Central Asian region:

As follows from Table 1, the region has
a large territory and a sufficient popula-
tion. Kazakhstan occupies the 9th place in
terms of territory, Uzbekistan is the leader
in terms of population — 34.2 million peo-
ple (42nd place in the world) with an annu-
al increase of about 700 thousand people.
More than 4% of the world’s proven gas
reserves, which is about 8 trillion, are lo-
cated on the territory of Turkmenistan, Uz-
bekistan and Kazakhstan. m3. The volume
of gas exports will increase in the future. An
analysis of the GDP growth rates of Cen-
tral Asian countries over 30 years shows a
positive long-term trend. According to the
World Bank, in the near future, economic
growth in Central Asia will average 2.7%.

As can be seen from Table 2, the resource
potential of the Central Asian countries is
very significant. Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan,
Turkmenistan mainly export hydrocarbons,
the Kyrgyz Republic and Tajikistan have
huge hydropower potential. In terms of
uranium and gas reserves, the region occu-
pies a leading position in the world.

However, the main risks of achieving
stability, security and sustainability of the
region’s development can be called: a re-
source-based model of economies, depen-
dent on the conjuncture in the world com-
modity markets; an irrational structure of
economies with a predominance of primary

processing of raw materials; a high level of
the shadow economy and unemployment,
social problems, etc. In these conditions, it
is relevant for the Central Asian countries
to develop a unified development strategy
for the main sectors of national economies
(industrial, financial, natural resource, trans-
port and logistics, infrastructure, etc.) with
access to new optimal models of socio-eco-
nomic development.

The overall security and development
strategy of the Central Asian region coun-
tries determines the involvement of three
main components (players) - Fig. 1:

In order to achieve stability and secu-
rity in the Central Asian region, a system-
atic dialogue and coordinated actions of
the participating countries are necessary.
At the same time, from the position of Ka-
zakhstan [12,1314], it is possible to solve
the following tasks:

- deepening multifaceted, mutually
beneficial cooperation and mutual trust in
the interests of all states and peoples of
the Central Asian region;

- growth of trade between countries,
improvement of its structure, expansion
of the range of goods-products-services.
Kazakhstan can increase export supplies
to Central Asian countries up to $1 billion,
and other countries in the region also have
reserves.;

- creation of infrastructure in the for-
mat of a single commodity distribution
network integrated into the transport cor-
ridors of Central Asia and including whole-
sale distribution and agro-logistics centers
to coordinate the supply of goods and
products to foreign markets (EAEU, CIS
and other countries), as well as to provide
domestic markets with domestic agricul-
tural products;

- attracting investments in strategically
important sectors of the regional econo-
my, primarily in “anchor” investment proj-
ects in hydropower, industry, mining, agri-
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culture, transport and communications;

- expansion of mutually beneficial co-
operation in the development of transport
communications in Central Asia. According
to the World Bank estimates, the develop-
ment of transport communications in Cen-
tral Asia can ensure the growth of coun-
tries” GDP by 15%, etc.

Conclusions

Thus, in order to ensure and eliminate
the factors hindering the integration and
cooperation of the countries of the Central
Asian region, it is necessary to implement
an updated interstate policy providing for
[15]:

- scientific substantiation of security
priorities and development of mutually

beneficial cooperation and integration
processes;
- building smart specialization

(modernization and development of new
innovative growth points);

- inclusion in the development
programs of the region on the basis of
mechanisms for the development and
implementation of interstate projects
for the modernization of national
ecosystems, taking into account integrated
infrastructure, telecommunications, digital,
etc. systems and platforms;
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- implementation of a unified
investment, scientific and technological,
structural, infrastructural development
policy of the region;

- development of interethnicinstitutions
of innovative development of the region
for the future, etc.

At the same time, the development
of cooperation and integration ties and
coordination institutions in all areas of
the regional ecosystem in Central Asia are
the basis for sustainable, stable and safe
development of the economic space of the
Central Asian region.

In addition, it is important that a well-
thought-out, balanced course of forming
the security priorities of the Central Asian
space in the implementation of strategic
development programs of the states of
the region determines the coordination of
the national interests of the main subjects
of the participating countries, taking into
account the assessment of factors and
consequences of geopolitical tension and
uncertainty in the present period and in the
future. By and large, this means the need
to: a) take into account the trends of global
transformations and shocks, as well as their
consequences; b) assessing the impact of
sanctions policies on the state of national
economies; ¢) searching for opportunities
to counter the growing general economic
crisis; d) developing measures against
lowering the degree of priority cooperation
of the participating countries, etc.

Allthisin generalisimportant for solving
the systemic problems of the Central Asian
countries in the new economic reality of
the modern world order and searching
for balanced, comprehensively thought-
out answers to eliminate and neutralize
negative factors and consequences of
global challenges and shocks.
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LANGUAGE POLICY AND IDEOLOGY IN KAZAKHSTAN:
ETHNIC RUSSIANS’ ATTITUDES TOWARD THE STATE

LANGUAGE USE

ABSTRACT

After the collapse of the USSR, Kazakhstan began to build its
own language policy. It was necessary to raise the status of the
Kazakh language and at the same time maintain ethnopolitical
and social stability. When determining the main priorities of
language policy, one of the most difficult factors influencing
this process was to take into account the ethnic and linguistic
needs of the population. It is the language that is one of the
most important factors of national identity. This study analyzes
the attitude of ethnic Russians to the use of the state language
and linguistic ideology in Kazakhstan. The study is aimed at
identifying the attitude of ethnic Russians to the use of the
state language in social communications and in the choice of
education. In the context of ideology, the article uses the term
«kazakhization», which was introduced in previous studies on
linguistic ideology in Kazakhstan. Key research questions: how
do Russians feel about the language ideology in Kazakhstan?
How do they relate to the choice of education (teaching
instruction) and what are the problems in social communication
in Kazakhstan? A questionnaire survey was used as the main tool
for collecting data for the research project. The research results
showed that ethnic Russian respondents have a neutral attitude
to the ideology of the Kazakh language.

Introduction

The intensive Kazakh language revital-
ization process is named as "kazakhiza-
tion” after the country’'s independence
by most Central Asian researchers [1-3].
In this study the term "kazakhization” re-
garded as ideology. The term language
ideology can be defined as “sets of beliefs
about language articulated by users as a
rationalization or justification of perceived
language structure and use” [4. p. 57]. Also,
Rumsey [5, p. 12-13] identifies language
ideology as “shared bodies of common-
sense notions” where one language can
be regarded as appropriate rather than the
others. As De Jong interpreted language
ideology as “what is and is not acceptable
language and language use..." [5, p. 13]. In
this study language ideology assists to de-
scribe the common feelings and attitudes
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of ethnically Russians towards the Kazakh
language ideology within the "kazakhiza-
tion” [1-3], [6-7] or “kazakhification” pro-
cess [8]. Thus, this study will analyze how
minority ethnic Russians think about the
state language ideology in social life. The
study investigated only ethnic Russians
beliefs because before independence they
were majority and dominant language
owners in Kazakhstan. Also, it is better to
control one ethnicity beliefs and attitudes
towards Kazakh language ideology with-
in this small-scale research. The following
paragraph analyses past research results
to construct current research problem.
Earlier several studies had been carried
out in order to regulate interethnic relation-
ships and language attitudes. For instance,
1995-96 three surveys were conducted by
a team of sociologists in the 5 main cities
of Kazakhstan [9, p. 153]. They showed that



most ethnic Russians actively discourage
the Kazakh language use. Vast majority of
Russian respondents of the survey recog-
nized themselves as the citizens of ex-So-
viet Union or present Russian Federation
whereas only few ethnic Russians identified
themselves as the citizens of Kazakhstan.
Equally on the basis of the investigation OI-
cott pointed out that the result of the poll
which was conducted by Kazakhstan's Par-
liament Information Analysis Center in 1998
displayed that approximately 46 % of the
country’s Russian population regarded that
their motherland was former Soviet Union
[8]. Later, Nurseitova, Smagulova and Su-
leimenova conducted large-scale survey [7,
p. 461]. The findings were collected from
November 2005 till February 2007 measur-
ing language attitudes, competence and
performance [1]. The results of their survey
stated that language use and attitudes to-
wards the Kazakh language use tend to be
more negative among minority ethnicities
of Kazakhstan and that is why this study in-
vestigates current attitudes of ethnic Rus-
sians living in Nur-Sultan.

This exceptional diversity in Kazakhstan
territory was very challenging issue in nation
building. That is why from the beginning of
the independence the state authorities un-
derstand that language is one of the major
factors in national identity. National identi-
ty is “the subjective state of a sense of be-
longing, as a group phenomenon, in which
the members of a group “identify” with
one another” [10, p. 17]. In order to identify
themselves people use different tools such
as language, religion and culture. In that
point, language plays an important role in
the process of ethnic identification. Oth-
er authors consider language as an index,
symbol or marker of ethnicity and culture
[11]. As result of nation building process
most researchers [1-3], [7] noted appear-
ance of two opposing language ideologies
in Kazakhstan society. About the existing
language ideologies Smagulova mentioned
in her paper "Multiplicities of language
ideologies” [1]. The first is multilingualism
and the second is monolingualism, “Russi-
fication” and “Kazakhaization”. Kazakhiza-

tion can be understood as the Kazakhstan's
government policy and ideology to struc-
ture the national identity of Kazakhs and to
raise the status of the titular language [1-3],
[7]. Also, this policy shows the ideological
language planning of Kazakh government.
Webb interpreted the ideological language
planning as the constituting belief, attitude
and patterns by the hegemonic group [12].
It reflects to Kazakhstan as the government
established the Kazakh language as the as-
cendant to set up new ethnic relations and
nation building process in a young inde-
pendent country [3].

The purpose of our research is to ana-
lyze ethnically Russians’ attitudes towards
the Kazakh language ideology. This study
can identify ethnic Russians’ attitudes to-
wards the national language use in social
communication and in educational choice.

We will focus ethnic Russians’ attitudes
about kazakhization ideology and the use
of Kazakh in social communication and in
educational choice. This study attempted to
answer to the following research question:

What are the attitudes of Russian ethnic-
ity towards the Kazakh language ideology?

What are their attitudes towards edu-
cational choice and social communication?

This study design is quantitative survey
which replicates past empirical longitudi-
nal survey design as it lasted nearly for two
years [1]. It helps us to understand cur-
rent opinions and general attitudes about
the state language ideology. Descriptive
statistics analyzed four sets of attitudinal
items such as attitudes on learning the
Kazakh language, attitudes on use Kazakh
language for social interaction, attitudes
on evaluation of Kazakh language ide-
ology and attitudes on Kazakh language
policy evaluation. Sets of attitudes were
designed on the basis of the study of Mc-
Cormick [13] on the evaluation attitudes
and perceptions of Ontario workers about
community economic development pro-
cess. His example of grouping attitudes
helped us to synthesize attitudes and re-
vealed clear findings.

For data collection of our research proj-
ect, we used questionnaires as our main
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tool. We consider that questionnaire can
help us to explore and study the attitudes
of Russian ethnicity toward the Kazakh lan-
guage ideology and use in Kazakhstan. As a
rule, in small-scale research non-probabili-
ty sampling can be appropriate [14, p. 155]
specifically saying, convenience sampling
method. It gives a researcher easy access to
the researching sites because a researcher
may know some people from the sites or
she or he worked before [15, p.36] and it
is not time. Similarly, we have chosen two
universities and two Russian companies
because some of us studied and worked in
those universities; and in Nur-Sultan’s two
Russian companies’ divisions there were
some specialists whom we know before the
study. In addition, convenience sampling
method could save our time and money be-
cause we did not travel long time in looking
for appropriate researching sites.

We prefer to develop our own question-
naire with specific items and based on the
principles of the survey methodology. Be-
fore conducting our questionnaires, we did
a piloting test to the content of question-
naire with several peer ethnically Russians
cohorts for the accuracy and relevancy of
the questionnaires. Hornberger's [16] and
Smagulova’s [1] empirical studies were the
foundations in creating the questionnaire
items for this study. For instance, Horn-
berger asks about motives and attitudes
that direct them “to focus much on the ac-
quisition of Spanish and minimizing their
attention to the Quechua language”. In
the questionnaire there were some items
too about Russians’ attitudes which are
used to identify the reasons for using and
learning the state language (see Tables A
in appendix). For data analysis the study
used descriptive statistics. In the study de-
scriptive statistics measured descriptively
four sets of attitudinal items at a basic level
[14]. As it was shown in the Figure C in the
appendix C, it gave us attitudinal trends
of frequencies and percentages of the Ka-
zakh language ideology and use among
the forty Russian respondents. Creation of
bar charts could graphically present varia-
tions of attitudes within the four sets. And
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the research could identify ethnic Russians
common beliefs about the national lan-
guage use in social communication and
educational choice in Nur-Sultan sites. The
main limitation for further analysis was
small sample size as we mentioned above.
That is why, the study could not do cross-
tabulations and central tendency analysis
within descriptive statistics.

Results

The findings of the study show the results
of responses among Russian employers
and students. The attitudes of Kazakhstani
ethnically Russians toward state language
use in our small-scale survey research are
presented in this section. According to the
features of questions, we grouped a set of
attitudes: attitudes to learn the Kazakh lan-
guage, attitudes toward use of Kazakh in
social interaction, attitudes toward evalua-
tion of Kazakh language ideology and pol-
icy. Generally, in accordance with the set
of attitudes we could know how ethnically
Russians in Nur-Sultan support and under-
stand the Kazakh language ideology.

These set of attitudes were investigated
by analyzing frequencies of responses from
the questionnaires. The first set of attitudes
include questions such as “do you currently
wish to learn the Kazakh language?”, “would
you like to speak Kazakh fluently?”, “did you
learn the Kazakh language earlier?”, “what
do you think about your current Kazakh lan-
guage proficiency level?”, “can you mention
the most significant reason for learning the
state language?” and "do you recommend
your children to learn the national language
of Kazakhstan?”. The second set of attitudes
contain the questions such as “do you usual-
ly use the Kazakh language in daily conver-
sation?”, and “if you get an official response
(orally/ written) in the Kazakh language, how
do you react in such situation?”. The third set
of attitudes entail two items: "how do you
evaluate the development of the Kazakh lan-
guage in Kazakhstan?”, and “the knowledge
of state language is very important to inte-
grate in the Kazakhstani society”. The fourth
set of attitudes involve questions such as



'how does the Kazakh language policy im-
pact on your life in Kazakhstan?” and "what
is your attitude towards teaching History of
Kazakhstan and Geography in Kazakh soon
in all Russian medium schools in Kazakh-
stan?”.

The findings, which are generated from
the analysis of frequency and percentage of
response scores in the descriptive statistics,
revealed the more neutral attitudes towards
the Kazakh language ideology of ethnically
Russian respondents in Nur-Sultan (Figure
1). For the first set of attitudes toward learn-
ing the Kazakh language, this study shows
that 57 percent of ethnically Russians learn
Kazakh because it is the national language
of Kazakhstan, and 35 percent of respon-
dents learn Kazakh for living in Kazakhstan.
However, only few people (2,5 %) feel the
necessity of learning Kazakh for career suc-
cess and the same number people feel that
they are forced to learn Kazakh. Moreover,
the most Russians (85 %) prefer to send
their children to Russian medium schools
and encourage them to learn Kazakh as a
school subject. Also, it is interesting to note
that nearly all of them (92 %) have learned
Kazakh as a subject at schools. But in an-
other item about the Kazakh language pro-
ficiency level, we identified that nearly one
third of respondents (30%) do not know Ka-
zakh language at all; nevertheless, slightly
more than 32 percent of them understand
the Kazakh language but they find it diffi-
cult to speak. Only 37 percent of ethnically
Russians have low Kazakh proficiency out of
40 respondents. In the following item it was
clearly seen that approximately half of the
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respondents (47 %) wish to speak fluently
and learn Kazakh at present. Other 40 %
feel less need to learn the Kazakh language
taking neutral positions.

The second set of attitudes of ethnically
Russians toward the use of Kazakh language
for social interaction shows that slightly
more than half of ethnically Russians (67 %)
who live in Nur-Sultan rarely speak Kazakh in
daily conversations. In most cases, Kazakh-
stani ethnically Russians do not receive offi-
cial responses in the Kazakh language whilst
40 percent of them received responses in
Kazakh. As a result, they need help for trans-
lating or interpreting the meanings in such
situations. For the third set of attitudes find-
ings shows that the vast majority of respon-
dents (47 % strongly agree and 35 % agree)
believe that the Kazakh language is import-
ant for them to integrate into Kazakhstani
society. Also, the large numbers of ethnically
Russians (67 %) pointed out that the Kazakh
language is developing and predicted that it
will have favorable future as well (Figures 2).

The frequencies and percentages of the
fourth set of attitudes reveal negative and
neutral attitudes of Russian ethnicities to-
ward teaching "History of Kazakhstan and
Geography” in Kazakh at Russian main-
stream schools. The halves of them (50 %)
absolutely disagreed of teaching “History
of Kazakhstan and Geography” in the Ka-
zakh language; slightly less half of people
(40 %) hold neutral positions about this
educational language policy. Moreover,
almost all Russian ethnicities (90 %) in the
survey did not feel any influences of lan-
guage policy on their lives (Figures 3).

Discussion

This study provides the analysis of the
present attitudes of the ethically Russians
toward Kazakh language use and Kazakh
language ideology. Findings of the study
indicate that ethnic Russian respondents
have neutral attitudes about the Kazakh
language ideology. Generally, they under-
stand the importance of learning Kazakh
language and they encourage their chil-
dren to learn Kazakh. However, they do
not want their children to study the His-
tory of Kazakhstan and Geography in the
Kazakh language because as we assume
they do not have enough academic Ka-
zakh language proficiency. Also, this study
reveals that Russian ethnicity does not feel
any language pressure in their social com-
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munication. It means that both Kazakh and
Russian equally exist in the official social
communication. The study highlights that
language ideology does not stress ethni-
cally Russians who live in Nur-Sultan to
use Kazakh actively in their social interac-
tions in various spheres of their lives. This
is akin to the point of Dave [17, p. 112],
he states that people who do not know
the state language can easily find jobs in
major economic sectors such as industry,
banking, transport and communication in
Kazakhstan. Hence, the domination of Rus-
sian speaker in social domains lessens the
need to learn or use Kazakh for ethnically
Russians.

The attitudes of Russian ethnicity to-
ward social communication and education
choice climes as neutral because, on the



one hand, they believe that it is important
to learn and use the state language, but on
the other hand they are not ready to learn
History of Kazakhstan and Geography in
the Kazakh language. They don't com-
pletely accept new language reforms yet.

However, descriptive statistics within
small-sized respondents (40) we could find
out positive changes in common feelings
and attitudes of ethnically Russians, who
live in Nur-Sultan city, toward the Kazakh
language ideology and the state language
use. As the obtained data are very small
the study cannot generalize them to all
ethnically Russians living in Nur-Sultan or
to other Russians who live in other parts
of Kazakhstan. Overall, the study presents
that ethnically Russians accept the state
language ideology. They admit the legal
position of the Kazakh language and at-
tempt to learn the Kazakh language.

It is interesting to compare these data
with the results of the survey conducted by
J.Smagulova [1, p.462] eight years ago. Ac-
cording to that data, 48.4% of Russian eth-
nicity don’t speak Kazakh and 36 % - with
difficulty. In our survey,30% of Russian eth-
nicity do not know Kazakh language at all;
nevertheless, slightly more than 32 percent
of them understand the Kazakh language
but they find it difficult to speak. The com-
parison shows a little change of attitudes
toward the Kazakh language. However, an-
other data demonstrates that the attitude
to use Kazakh is changed. Smagulova [1,
p.465] presents that only 0.6% of ethnical-
ly Russians use Kazakh and in comparison
with this results 67% of them rarely speak
Kazakh in everyday conversations. But in
our research, it is a small-scale research
which conducted only in Nur-Sultan, thus
the results can't be compared complete-
ly. Also, the findings show that all Russian
ethnicity learnt Kazakh at schools before,
but they can't speak. It also reveals the real
quality of teaching the Kazakh language in
Russian medium schools.

In general, more people reported a
preference for learning Kazakh because
of the promoting language policy. While
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respondents of Kazakhstani ethically Rus-
sians show the interest in Kazakh; howev-
er, they are not ready to exclude Russian,
because it gives educational, economical,
and informational opportunities.

Conclusion

The results of this study highlight the
neutral attitudes toward Kazakh language
ideology and state language use of ethni-
cally Russian respondents in Nur-Sultan.
They do understand the importance of
the Kazakh language, and they encourage
their children to learn Kazakh as a subject
at schools. However, as for the educational
choice of certain subjects which are clearly
mentioned in the educational policy, that
is, to teach History of Kazakhstan and Ge-
ography in the state language- Kazakh,
vast majority of them showed negative at-
titude that they don't want their children
to learn these subjects in Kazakh. Regard-
ing the social interaction, they do not en-
counter language problem of low Kazakh
competence, as we ascertain that Kazakh
and Russian coexist in the official com-
munication. Further research is needed to
study general attitudes of Russian ethnicity
toward Kazakh language use across all re-
gions in Kazakhstan.
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THE ROLE OF INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS
IN THE FOREIGN POLICY OF KAZAKHSTAN’

ABSTRACT

The importance of international organizations has been signifi-
cantly changed over the last century. The League of Nations,
which proposed by then US President Woodro Wilson has laid
foundation to the modern system of international organizations.
International organizations these dats one of the main legal and
organizational forms of international cooperation in the modern
world; voluntary organizations in various spheres of internation-
al relations (economic, political, cultural) International organiza-
tions play an important role in modern international relations.
States consider membership in these organizations as one of the
main directions of their foreign economic policies and activities.
Such organizations are under the special care of governments:
each country’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs has departments deal-
ing with international organizations, membership fees to in-
ternational and intergovernmental organizations account for a
significant part of the state budget's foreign policy and foreign
economic activity. The importance of this category of interna-
tional organizations lies in the formal participation of states and
governments in their work. In this article authors analyses the
role and impact of international organizations in the foreign
policy agenda of Kazakhstan since the independence. Authors
strongly believes that international organizations has become
one of the important vectors of the foreign policy of Kazakhstan.
In order to analyse the role of the International organiztions of
the foreign policy of Kazakstans, authors first will discuse con-
ceptual definitions about foreign policy and its links with inter-
national organizations. Second, authors divide into three group
organizations by theirs sphere of interactions with Kazakhstan.
At last but not least, will be given a theoretical framework and
analyses on the role of the regional, global, specialized interna-
tional organizations on the foreign policy of Kazakhstan.

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The Role of International Organizations in the Foreign Policy of Kazakhstan

Introduction

The system of international relations
has historically been formed by city-states,
empires, sovereign states on the basis of
the interstate relations of the state on a
bilateral (between two states) “state-state”
format. The need for the formation of mul-
tilateral diplomatic processes by the inter-
national community arose from the rapid
development of economic ties, trade and
economic ties between the states. As the
number of states in the world increases,
the measures to further grow the ties be-
tween each political actor and the imple-
mentation of political - economic ties have
become the basis for creating a common
institutional structure in order to strength-
en international law, transport, communi-
cations, postal, financial and other areas.
For the first time, in the early twentieth
century, after the First World War, the es-
tablishment of the League of Nations was
the first step in the formation of a “supra-
national” institution in international di-
plomacy. International relations in the XXI
century are distinguished by their diversity.
Countries of the world coexist in alliances
that cover the whole world (UN or NATO)
or unite countries in a particular region
(EU or SCO). Having pursued a multi-vec-
tor foreign policy since the first years of
independence, Kazakhstan was able to
reach an agreement with the world’s gi-
ants. Due to the fact that Kazakhstan is a
region with abundant economic potential
and a military-strategic region, the geo-
graphical political (geopolitical) situation
was very difficult. That is why our country
has made every effort to strengthen com-
prehensive relations with the world's lead-
ing countries. Kazakhstan's foreign policy
has been multi-vector since independence.
The essence of multi-vector policy is based
on close cooperation with international
organizations. In international practice, in
all countries that prioritize multi-vector
foreign policy, special attention is paid to
international and regional organizations.

Methodology

One of the popular, credible ways of
analyzing the issues of the political insti-
tute is the conceptual analysis. It assumes
the study of the concept taking into ac-
count the peculiarities of its development
and the current situation. With the help of
conceptual analysis, authors can identify
the first symptoms and manifestations of a
specific problem or thesis, as well as estab-
lish the course of its development, start-
ing from the original sources and ending
today. This method allows you to connect
and explain certain elements of linguistic
ideas, to look at its internal structure and
study it as a single system. The results of
conceptual analysis must be clearly reflect-
ed. In fact, they represent such a qualitative
processing of information sources and ar-
gumentative conclusions of the research-
er, who adhered to certain views, theories
and so on. Conceptual analyse works best
on defining, analyzing the link between in-
ternational institutions and foreign policy
analyses in three ways. First, according to
theory of neorealism international orga-
nizations play crucial role on defending
national interest. Second, the varius in-
terpretation of the concept of multivector
foreign policy within context of “middle
power state - international organizations”.
Third, analyzing in detail foreign policy im-
plications of Kazakhstan helps to under-
stand to what extend Kazakh government
sees regional, global organizations as in-
strument of foreign policy.

Main part

In the post-Cold War period, as a result
of globalization, the interdependence of
states has increased, and the role of inter-
national factors and institutions in solving
common problems of sovereign states has
increased. The integration of states, not
only economically, but also politically and
ideologically, has helped to create an ef-
fective platform for states to address inter-
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state issues. The current system of interna-
tional relations is the institutional basis for
bilateral, multilateral cooperation between
sovereign states, regions, territories, glob-
al and regional international intergovern-
mental and non-governmental organiza-
tions and associations. These organizations
cover not only the political direction, but
also all-important areas of human life and
activity, including the creation of a coordi-
nated configuration of political, econom-
ic, military, social, cultural, scientific and
technical and other formal and informal
ties. Therefore, today international organi-
zations and international non-governmen-
tal organizations have become an integral
part of the modern system of international
relations [1]. The growth rate of globaliza-
tion and the process of internationalization
of modern life is an important manifesta-
tion of the steady growth in the number
and importance of formal and informal
intergovernmental and non-governmen-
tal forums, institutions and organizations
that serve and form the basis of these pro-
cesses. In fact, we are talking about a deep
qualitative restructuring of the entire sys-
tem of international relations, under which
the multilateral “players”, which have be-
come an integral and integral part of it
no longer complement and serve bilateral
relations between states. becomes a key
element of the whole system. Theoretical
generalization of such phenomena allows
us to predict the main directions of fur-
ther development of the system of mod-
ern and future international relations. The
formalized collective obligations of states
to many multilateral intergovernmental
and individual non-governmental organi-
zations affect their bilateral relations with
other states. The foreign policy course of
any state will be closely linked to its na-
tional interests, as well as the geopolitical
situation and the existing system of inter-
national relations. Since declaring its inde-
pendence, Kazakhstan has expressed its
readiness to comply with the principles of
international law. The purpose of Kazakh-

stan’s foreign policy doctrine was to create
a favorable foreign policy environment for
successful adaptation to the world eco-
nomic system. This position is reflected in
the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan, the Concept of Foreign Policy of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, legislative docu-
ments, Presidential Addresses, strategic
and policy documents. From the first days
of the revival of statehood, Kazakhstan has
been paying close attention to the princi-
ples of strengthening international secu-
rity and confidence, developing political
and economic cooperation. Since gaining
independence, our country has been very
active in foreign policy in partnership with
international organizations and has gained
great trust and respect from the interna-
tional community. For example, over the
pastdecade, Kazakhstan has partnered with
international organizations, been elected a
non-permanent member of the UN Securi-
ty Council, hosted the international exhibi-
tion EXPO-2017, signed a partnership and
cooperation agreement with the Europe-
an Union, joined the Asia-Europe Meeting
and the World Trade Organization. Ka-
zakhstan has gained the trust and respect
of the international community in world
politics [2]. On November 15, at the 76th
session of the UN in New York, the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan was elected a member of
the UN Human Rights Council (HRC) for
2022-2024. In addition, Kazakhstan was
elected a non-permanent member of the
UN Security Council in 2017-2018, and the
UN Secretary-General drew the world’s at-
tention not only to Kazakhstan, but also to
regional issues. On the eve of the 30th an-
niversary of independence of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, the role and influence of
the country in international and regional
organizations in the field of foreign poli-
cy is growing and gaining high trust from
the world community. Kazakhstan's for-
eign policy is based on the principles of
openness, peace, balance and consistency.
Diplomatic relations have been established
with more than 100 countries. [3] Today,
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Kazakhstan is a member of more than 40
authoritative international organizations
and pursues a multi-vector foreign policy
based on a comprehensive multi-structure.
In this regard, we believe that the analysis

Kazakhstan's foreign policy is aimed
at protecting the national interests of the
state. The national interests of Kazakhstan
are based on the national heritage and na-
tional values of the people of Kazakhstan,
provided with economic opportunities,
political and military organization of the
state, the spiritual, moral and intellectual
potential of Kazakhstani society. The sys-
tem of national interests of Kazakhstan is
determined by a set of basic interests of
the individual, society and the state [4]. At
the present stage, the interests of the in-
dividual are in the real provision of con-
stitutional rights and freedoms, personal
security, improving the quality and stan-
dard of living, physical, spiritual and intel-
lectual development. The interests of the
society include strengthening democracy,
achieving and maintaining social harmony,
increasing the creative activity of the pop-
ulation and the spiritual renewal of Kazakh-
stan. Of course, the priority of Kazakhstan's
foreign policy is and will be to ensure the
inviolability of borders and territorial in-

tegrity of the state, to protect its constitu-
tional system from possible encroachment
by other states. Kazakhstan's choice of a
multi-vector foreign policy became known
after the 1991 presidential election. Pres-
ident Kassym-Jomart Tokayev in his book
“Light and Shadow” said: A multi-vector
state should be understood as the inde-
pendence of the foreign policy course of
a state from the actions of any partner
state, from the world market conditions.
In practice, multi-vector cooperation will
be the first cooperation with neighboring
countries, CIS member states and leading
countries of the West, Asia and the Mid-
dle East. Later, in the Concept of Foreign
Policy of Kazakhstan of March 15, 2001, a
multi-vector foreign policy was identified
as a key priority. The document prioritizes
the development of integration processes
with the EAEU, CICA, Central Asia and the
SCO. Attention was also paid to relations
with Russia, China, CIS countries, the Unit-
ed States, the European Union, Japan, In-
dia, Turkey and Iran [5].
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The priorities of Kazakhstan's domestic
and foreign policy until 2050 are clearly
stated in the President's Address to the
Nation of December 14, 2012. “During the
years of independence, Kazakhstan has be-
come an equal participant in international
processes, and we have managed to cre-
ate a favorable external environment. Our
priorities will not change - it is a matter of
developing partnerships with our neigh-
bors - Russia, China, Central Asia, as well
as the United States, the European Union
and Asian countries”.

According to the “Concept of Foreign
Policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for
2020-2030", bilateral cooperation with the
main partners of Kazakhstan's foreign poli-
cy - Russia, China, the United States, the EU,
a number of CIS countries - Ukraine, Be-
larus, Azerbaijan, Central Asia is strength-
ening. Kazakhstan's foreign policy can be
divided into three conditional: Asian, Eu-
ropean and post-Soviet [6]. Accordingly, in
all three areas, foreign policy relations are
institutionally interacting through interna-
tional and regional organizations. In the
Asian direction, we include activities within
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization,
in the European direction, active relations
with NATO, OSCE in the region, post-So-
viet relations, integration policy within the
Eurasian Economic Union, diplomatic ac-
tivities within the Collective Security Trea-
ty Organization. That is, the multi-vector
foreign policy of the Kazakhstan model is
institutionalized at the required level for
each vector. In addition, within the frame-
work of these international organizations,
we consider the diplomatic relations of Ka-
zakhstan in international politics in three
main directions. The first direction is the
initiatives and initiatives of unilateral Ka-
zakh diplomats. The second direction is Ka-
zakhstan’s cooperation with regional orga-
nizations in the framework of integration
projects in Central Asia and Eurasia [7]. The
third direction is integration with “"West-
ern” international organizations. During all
the years of independence, there has been
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an active political dialogue with the Euro-
pean Union. As a result of the implementa-
tion of the State Program "Path to Europe”,
Kazakhstan was able to raise cooperation
with major European countries to a higher
level of partnership. Today, the European
Union is Kazakhstan’'s main trade and in-
vestment partner in the world. In order to
implement the strategy of industrial and
innovative development of the country,
the attraction of advanced equipment and
technologies from the EU countries has
become an undoubted achievement of Ka-
zakhstan [8]. Kazakhstan remains a strong
and responsible energy partner of the EU.
Kazakhstan is the third largest non-OPEC
country in Europe after Russia and Norway.
European partners were offered to devel-
op and adopt the Energy Charter "Kazakh-
stan - EU: 2020" in multilateral or bilateral
format. Our multifaceted cooperation with
European countries should be reflected in
the new framework agreement between
