	General Characteristics of the subject
	Working with Tests can be extremely motivating and give students a sense of progress. They can highlight areas for students to work on and tell them what has and hasn't been effective in their learning. Tests are also a learning opportunity after they have been taken. The feedback after a test can be invaluable in helping a student to understand something she or he couldn't do during the test. 

	Aims of the Course
	1. To know that tests have a positive effect in that they encourage students to review material covered on the course.

2. To teach self-assessment method and emphasize that students should compare their results with their own previous scores not with others in the class.

3. To encourage the students to consolidate and extend their knowledge.
4. To give the students plenty of notice and teach some revision classes beforehand.

	Learning Outcomes
	Teachers give grades for a number of assignments over a period of time. A final grade is decided on a combination of assignments. A student collects a number of assignments and projects and presents them in a file. The file is then used as a basis for evaluation. Also the students evaluate themselves.

	Organization of the Course
	Students pass an entry test at the beginning of the course in order to clarify the weak point of a language learner. Tests have an important function for both students and teachers. By trying to limit the negative effects of tests we can try to ensure that they are as effective as possible. Tests should be the only criteria for assessment, but they are one of many tools that we can use. Choosing a combination of methods of assessment is the fairest and most logical approach.

	Requirements of the Course
	The amount of measurement error associated with a test score.
90 and above Excellent reliability; at the level of the best standardized tests 

80 - 90 Very good for a classroom test 

70 - 80 Good for a classroom test; in the range of most. There are probably a few items that could be improved. 

60 - 70 Somewhat low. This test should be supplemented by other measures to determine grades. There are probably some items that could be improved. 

50 - 60 Suggests need to revise the test, unless it is quite short (ten or fewer items). The test must be supplemented by other measures for grading. 
50 or below Questionable reliability. This test should not contribute heavily to the course grade, and it needs revision.
