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INTRODUCTION

“Psychology of Interpersonal Communication” is an elective discipline in the Studying Plan and is important in the context of professional activity of bachelorship students as researchers and teachers in their specialties. Content of this discipline  is aimed to studying basics of general and social psychology that are necessary for training specialists of bachelorship degree in the system of higher education. The main thesis of the discipline is a human being as personality and individuality and doer of cognitive, learning and communicative activity. Postrequisites: This discipline closely connected with oncoming pedagogical practice in middle school and further psychological disciplines at mastership degree.
