	Academic presentation of the course


	The course “Lexicology” according to the curriculum of the specialty 5B021000 – “Foreign Philology” is 1 hour of lecture and 2 hours of practical classes per week and 1 hour of SIW. 

Aim: to give an in-depth understanding of the current state of the vocabulary of the English language from the point of systematic approach view to it.
Knowledge: to acquaint students with theoretical foundations of lexicology of English language; to report about the interaction mechanisms of basic units of language from the standpoint of modern science; to give an idea of the vocabulary of the language as a system; to give a view about national and cultural specifics of linguistic phenomena of the country of the studied language.
Understanding: to produce a morphological analysis of the word; to perform a seed analysis of the word; to group words according to similarity of meaning and similarity of the form; to explain specific features and structural models of words and phrases in English.
Application: to use theoretical knowledge about lexical system of the English language in practice to solve specific linguistic problems and analyze various texts in terms of their lexical features and difficulties.
Analysis: to analyze different lexical units, word combinations, texts.
Synthesis: to compare the data of disciplines adjacent to lexicology: grammar, phonetics, stylistics, sociolinguistics, corpus linguistics, didactics for understanding the interdisciplinary paradigm of modern science.

Evaluation: to reason the difference between lexical and grammatical meanings of a word.
