4 Lecture. Civil (personal) and political, socio-economic rights and freedoms of man and
citizen, their types and content

1. Personal rights and freedoms of a person and a citizen.
2. Social, economic and cultural rights and freedoms

1. The rights and freedoms of the first generation have more than 200 years of existence and
development. These include civil (personal) and political rights and freedoms. Among scientists,
it is noted that for the first time they were most fully and clearly formulated and recorded in the
American bill of rights and the French Declaration of human and civil rights, since these
documents combined and generalized personal and political rights into an independent group. The
defining factor in the process of their formation was the bourgeois revolutions, which took place
under the slogan of conquering traditional liberal values. This generation of rights is clearly
enshrined and described in detail in all modern constitutions of developed democratic States. There
IS @a common view in science that political rights are the priority of the first generation, since it is
the political and legal relationship between a person and the state that forms the basis of the
institution of citizenship, which in turn determines the nature and scope of rights and freedoms.
As a citizen of a state, a person has a real opportunity to use the means, methods, and mechanisms
provided by the law to exercise their rights and freedoms, and is provided with the full range of
guarantees to ensure, protect, and restore violated rights and freedoms. Political rights include: the
right to vote and the right to vote- to move their candidate during the election campaign, the right



to be elected, the right to take part in the management of their country directly or through freely
elected representatives, the right to create territorial public self-government bodies and participate
in self-government, the right to make a request to a Deputy on any issue related to the activities of
the latter, the right to appeal to state bodies, the right to equal access to any positions in state
bodies, the right to create and participate in political parties, freedom of Association, freedom of
Assembly, rallies, street marches, demonstrations and picketing, freedom of the press and
information, the right to initiate and participate in a referendum (local or Republican), to take part
in voting on the most important issues of national or local significance. Personal rights combined
with political rights in international and constitutional law and human rights law are considered to
be the first generation in the General system of rights and freedoms. In the science of constitutional
law, personal rights and freedoms are often also called civil rights. International recognition of this
group of rights, as opposed to socio-economic, is unquestionable. The most important of them
were first recorded in the universal Declaration of human rights (1948), later found their
confirmation and development in the International Covenant on political and civil rights (1966),
the Second optional Protocol to The international Covenant on civil and political rights, aimed at
the abolition of the death penalty (1989), as well as European documents, such as the Convention
for the protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms (1950), and other documents.
Personal (civil) rights and freedoms include: the right to life (the desire to emphasize the most
important social, ideological, political, legal, cultural, religious significance of this right was
conditioned by the adoption of a separate document aimed at ensuring this right, that is, the
abolition of the death penalty — the Second optional Protocol to the International Covenant on civil
and political rights); the right to respect for human dignity; the right to freedom and equality; the
right to protect honor, dignity and reputation; the right to freedom of movement and choice of
residence; right to nationality (among scientists there is no consensus about the nature of this right:
on the one hand, it underlies the political and legal bond between a person and the state, i.e.
political rights, on the other hand, this is a personal conviction, the will, the human right to decide
to be a citizen and what is the state); the right to leave any country including own and to return;
right to security of person, including freedom from arbitrary arrest or detention; the right to seek
refuge from persecution in other countries and to enjoy asylum; the right to inviolability of the
home; the right to secrecy of correspondence; the right to freedom of thought, conscience, and
religion; the right to freedom from slavery and servitude; and the right to freedom from compulsory
or forced labour; the right to marry, form a family, and raise children (in Soviet times, this right
was usually classified as a group of social rights and freedoms, since the family was recognized as
a "cell of society", its significance and role in building a socialist and later Communist society and

international and constitutional law and human rights law are considered to be the first generation
in the General system of rights and freedoms. In the science of constitutional law, personal rights
and freedoms are often also called civil rights. International recognition of this group of rights, as
opposed to socio-economic, is ungquestionable. The most important of them were first recorded in
the universal Declaration of human rights (1948), later found their confirmation and development
in the International Covenant on political and civil rights (1966), the Second optional Protocol to
The international Covenant on civil and political rights, aimed at the abolition of the death penalty
(1989), as well as European documents, such as the Convention for the protection of human rights
and fundamental freedoms (1950), and other documents. Personal (civil) rights and freedoms
include: the right to life (the desire to emphasize the most important social, ideological, political,



legal, cultural, religious significance of this right was conditioned by the adoption of a separate
document aimed at ensuring this right, that is, the abolition of the death penalty — the Second
optional Protocol to the International Covenant on civil and political rights); the right to respect
for human dignity; the right to freedom and equality; the right to protect honor, dignity and
reputation; the right to freedom of movement and choice of residence; right to nationality (among
scientists there is no consensus about the nature of this right: on the one hand, it underlies the
political and legal bond between a person and the state, i.e. political rights, on the other hand, this
is a personal conviction, the will, the human right to decide to be a citizen and what is the state);
the right to leave any country including own and to return; right to security of person, including
freedom from arbitrary arrest or detention; the right to seek refuge from persecution in other
countries and to enjoy asylum; the right to inviolability of the home; the right to secrecy of
correspondence; the right to freedom of thought, conscience, and religion; the right to freedom
from slavery and servitude; and the right to freedom from compulsory or forced labour; the right
to marry, form a family, and raise children (in Soviet times, this right was usually classified as a
group of social rights and freedoms, since the family was recognized as a "cell of society", its
significance and role in building a socialist and later Communist society and state was elevated to
the level of state policy, so that relations within the family could not be intimate, personal, and
could be the subject of party or public attention); the right not to be subjected to arbitrary or illegal
interference in personal or family life; the right to be recognized as a legal entity, wherever the
person is located.

2.Social, economic and cultural rights and freedoms: a General overview After the Second world
war in the context of a General economic crisis, a sharp slowdown in industrial sector, primarily
machine tools, and the transition to peaceful types of machinery, food, light industry and other
industries, and the decline of agriculture, the devaluation of the national currency and the day
before and coping with the well-known great American depression, instability of social spheres of
public relations, this includes the inability of each of the States affected and participating in the
war to ensure the development and normal functioning of health, education, insurance, housing,
utilities, etc.there is an awareness of the need for legal regulation of basic social and economic
rights and freedoms at The level of the United Nations in order to further develop them as standards
in national legal systems. The economic and political distribution of the main areas of cooperation
before the war required a serious revision of the States ' own positions, redistribution and re-
evaluation of their own resources and possible proposals of the countries participating in political
negotiations. The most significant role in big politics was played by the countries of the so — called
political axis-the United States, great Britain, France, China, the USSR, and a number of others.
The leaders of the Great powers, their supporters and associates realized that without creating
socially significant conditions for the restoration and further development of peoples,
strengthening in the political arena is impossible, as, indeed, the development of other areas
essential to the state mechanism. At best, ignoring the social sphere of development, instability or
even the absence of a social protection system will lead to modest, ineffective, slow changes in the
development of the main state elements, institutions and systems, including the hardware, political,
and economic ones. In the case of growing discontent among the masses selected by the
government of various countries policies, it may lead to a truly international, covering the broad
masses in various countries not only rising unemployment, crime, homeless, low literacy and
awareness, sabotage, and, finally, riots, the consequences of which are difficult to predict. Such a
scenario of development on the political map of the world could not be allowed, it was necessary
to recognize the politically competent, far-sighted desire of States when creating the UN to develop
and adopt first of all a document (a group of documents in the future) aimed at proclaiming at the
highest international level the basic rights, freedoms, and duties of a person and citizen. Thus, the



economic rights and freedoms of a person, which had deep historical roots, appeared at different
historical stages of the development of human civilization, changing each other depending on the
political regime and socio-economic structure, were formed into a more or less coherent system
only after the Second world war. Economic rights and freedoms of a person is a concept widely
used in the constitutional and legal lexicon and means, first of all, rights and freedoms that are
enshrined in the Constitution and are implemented in economic or related fields. Economic rights
and freedoms of a person are a set of constitutional and derived rights and freedoms that determine
the legal capabilities of a person in the economic sphere, including the achievement of certain
material benefits. Their system, scope, content, and character are determined by the political
regime and the level of development of social, economic, and legal systems. This group of rights
and freedoms should not be considered in isolation from other rights and freedoms that together
constitute the legal status of a person or citizen; they are indivisible, equally valuable, interrelated
and mutually dependent.
