Executive Director of the Global Action for Disarmament, Develog-
ment and World Reform: 1 think it is extremely important that NGOs be
involved because while a government has to take into account all of its
bilateral relations, all of the competing economic and technical issues that
might come up, an NGO can try out new ideas without jeopardizing
relations to the rest of the world. It’s more difficult for a country to do that.
If an NGO can do that and has success, then it may be possible for some
countries that are interested but unsure whether this would be something
that turns out positively, they can then become involved. So NGOs, in
certain ways, are the risk-takers, the people who move out ahead, who try
to point out the problems and the solutions that lay further in the future.
And by doing that, maybe make it easier for governments to then take the
most successful examples, take actual decisions, then implement them.

Interviewer: Debates in the United Nations are no longer an end in
themselves. They are beginning to rise to the level of real policy and the
adoption of specific documents. What is needed for this purpose is a
reappraisal of many tenets, and the abandonment of stereotypes and old
political concepts, of everything that has been engendered by power politics.
It is now necessary to find a common language and show the will to
concerted action.

But it often happens that the United Nations adopts good, interesting
documents, but they are not implemented, because they are not binding on
member states. What can be done in order to bring these documents to
public knowledge and make them instruments of real policy?

UN Disarmament Commission expert: Well, without oversimplifying
it one could describe the Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT), as an
international legal instrument with four sides. On the one side, it is
intended to check the further spread of nuclear weapons, and by so doing
reduce the threat of nuclear war. On the other side, the Treaty helps to
promote the peaceful uses of nuclear energy, for instance in generating
electricity; in agriculture through the use of radio-isotopes, and in medicine.

Then there is the third side to it. That is, by ratifying the NPT those states

which have nuclear weapons — the so-called nuclear weapons states — bind
themselves legally, not to transfer to others which do not have one, any
nuclear weapons or nuclear explosive device. They are also obligated to
negotiate other agreements to stop the arms race. And the fourth
dimension of the NPT is this: those states which do not have nuclear
weapons — the so-called non-nuclear-weapon states — which ratify the
Treaty are obligated not to reccive, manufacture or acquire nuclear
weapons. At the same time, and in order to ensure that they do not convert
their nuclear plants or equipment to make bombs, the Treaty stipulates that
the non-nuclear-weapon states which ratify the Treaty should negotiate
agreements for placing those plants and equipment under international
safeguards system and inspection of the IAEA, that’s the International

Atomic Energy Agency. Of course, all those who ratify the Treaty on the .

Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT), also agree to exchange
equipment and scientific and technological information, so that all states,
especially those which do not yet have the scientific know-how, can benefit
from the peaceful application of nuclear technelogy. (3 Mun.)

Rescuing the monuments was a tougher proposition. The more
valuable among them, such as the Qalabsha temple built under the
Emperor Augustus }63 B.C.—AD. 14), were between 1962 and 1965
dismantled and transferred to the left bank of the Nile, a little further up
from the dam. But some of the lesser known monuments have been
submerged.

The most famous masterpieces of ancient architecture — the temples of
Ramses II and Nefertari carved out of the cliffs of Abu-Simbel, 280
kilometres north of Aswan 3,200 years ago — were also threatened with
flooding. The Egyptian government lacked the money to come to their
rescue and it asked for international help. The salvation campaign was led
by UNESCO and more than 50 countries responded to the call for
assistance. It was decided to cut the rock temples into slabs, move them to a
safe location, and then reassemble and restore the temples. The work,
which involved UNESCO experts and 3,000 Egyptians, was launched in
1964 and completed four years later. Abu-Simbel had its second birth on
September 22,1968. Those who had seen the temples before wers struck by

the fact that they were exactly the same as when they stood on their former
site at the edge of the Nile waters.

Interviewer: The Challenger disaster, the biggest accident in the history
of space exploration, was a bad blow not only to American astronautics,
Having dramatically demonstrated the inevitabie faults of space technology,
the tragedy caused doubts in and outside the USA as to the need for
continued space research, and undermined confidence in its further
progress at the present junction. All the more so since no one is errorproof
in this relatively new sphere of activity. The history of space rescarch is
already decades old. The time of long manned space flights has come.

Relationship between Disarmament and Development: From my point of
view, the world is spending every year on military expenditures roughly in
the neighbourhood of $1 trillion which is the same amount, ironically
enough, as the entire debt burden of developing countries, or translated as
you did, $2 million a minute. There is a relationship in the sense that both
disarmament and development are competing for scarce resources although
there is no automatic link. Disarmament and development are two separate
issues which are to be pursued energetically, one in its own right, and you
can, of course, have disarmament without development; you can have
development without disarmament, but when it comes to the relationship,
apart from competing for the same resources there is an inter-relationship
also amongst others because this is a rather sophisticated relationship
through security because mal-development, under-development, lack of
development constitutes a threat to national, regional and international
security and if you have healthy development you will have less need to
continue the arms race which will be conducive to security, resources are
freed that could be used for development, be it national development or
international development assistance.

UNESCO’s Director-General: At the meeting in Moscow we realized
that the issues raised ten years ago are far from having been resolved. And
new problems have cropped up. On a world scale these include the rapid
growth of the population which scientists believe will have stabilized only
by the year 2100, when it reaches the figure of 25 thousand million. The
process of urbanization continues, and as a result we have atmospheric
pollution, destruction of the ozone layer, the hot-house effect, acid rains.
The seas and occans are constantly being polluted. For instance, of every 10
million tons of oil transported across the Baltic Sea 50,000 tons remain in its
waters. To this one should add the 70,000 tons of phosphorus and about a
million tons of nitrogen compounds that are dumped in the Baltic every
year, as well as almost two million tons of sewage. Or take the
extermination of forests. The tropical forests are being destroyed at a rate of
20 hectares a minute! A third of the world’s land mass is threatened with
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desertification. And the sands of Sahara, for instance, are advancing on the
Mauritanian capital at a rate of 20 metres a year.

We have drawn the attention of the international community to
ecological problems. We have implemented dozens of scientific projects
designed to spread information about the environment in different
countries. 37 national and 13 regional seminars have been held. Curi.cula
have been drafted and teaching aids prepared. A total of 260,000
schoolchildren and 10,000 teachers and administrative workers have already
been trained. Now the time has come for a broad exchange of experience,
the like of which would have been simply impossible, say, 20 years ago. (3

Participant in the Intemational Conference on the Relationship
between Disarmament and Development: Even in some of the world’s
richest countries, poverty and social misery are increasing in parallel with
military spending. The arms race bears part of the responsibility for the
prolonged economic crisis. It breeds inflation, encroaches on resources
available for productive investments, it generates less employment than the
use of corresponding resources for civilian purposes, it has adverse effects
on world trade and monetary stability. Disarmament will benefit the
economic prospects of all countries.

The insane pursuit of the illusion of security based on the concept of
balance or parity has brought the major nuclear-weapon Powers to spend
astronomical sums on their armament budgets. It is forgotten that nothing
has greater potential for destroying their societies and their socio-economic
systems than the staggering expenditure on the stockpiling of these
doomsday weapons. The arms race has never been a sound economic
proposition.

Participant in the International Conference on Drug Abuse and Illicit
Trafficking: The Conference focused on five major areas relating to drug
abuse control: ways to promote community awareness of the problem,

. including preventive education and activities for family, school, religious
institutions and law enforcement; identification of high-risk groups and
measures to help them; public information and NGO networking strategies
for drug abuse control; appropriate treatment and social reintegration of
drug addicts; rural development and alternative means of livelihood in
drug-producing areas.

' Conference participants urged special emphasis on the “person as a
whole within society”, and stressed the role of the family as a “central
natural resource” in drug-abuse prevention.

Policy-makers should provide for the needs of especially vulnerable
groups, including refugees, migrants, children, women and the aged.

Treatment modalities must be responsive to different types of drug abusers

and drugs abused.

United Nations bodies involved in drug control were urged to work °
closely with NGOs, especially in the developing countries, to develop their

potential for disseminating information on drug abuse control.

Overcoming barriers to the treatment, rehabilitation and social |
reintegration of drug addicts was essential for ending drug use and helping
former addicts become useful contributors to society. Criminal sanctions

against drug use should not interfere with effective therapy.

A successful development programme in a drug-producing region must;

address the needs of the growers; be integrated with other services such as

transportation and marketing; aim at income replacement, not simply crop

replacement; provide for local involvement in decision-making at all levels;

and meet the economic and social needs previously met by drug production.

The debris that has been created
by several sources: one is the kind of things you mentioned and the other is
through explosions of satellites and, of course, some of the military
activities have also contributed to this, like the anti-satellite weapons, the
tests of these, and now to all of this there is what they call trackable debris,
about 5,000 — 6,000 pieces. These are large pieces that’s why they could be
trackable, and there are the small pieces. Now this is net a great problem at
this time, however. Of course, even a small piece of debris could create a lot
of damage because of the speeds in which they travel... And here the United
Nations has been looking into this problem and it is one of the emerging
legal, political problems and several suggestions have been made. One is
that there are satellites in the geostationary of orbit which are not functional
any more, whether these could be moved up to disposal orbits, higher
orbits, that’s one. Two is whether in some way you could minimize this
debris being created... I must say that a lot of this debris disintegrates over
time.

Deputy Chief of the UN Outer Space Affairs Division: The /United
Nations treaties on space are some of the best subscribed and I think the
most praised treaties in any particular field of international law. The treaties
do not prohibit military activities. That has never been the objective of these
treaties so far. What the Outer Space Treaty has done is to prohibit the use
of nuclear weapons and weapons of mass destruction in outer space and
celestial bodies but does not prohibit military activities. In fact, it specifically
allows certain military activities and the use of military personnel for space
activities. I must say here that military activities in space have been going
on for over thirty years and there is an area which is an extremely positive
area of military activities as you probably know; it is the early warning arca
and the intelligence gathering area which many countries consider as
stabilizing forces for world peace and security.

So I would say that the treaties do not ban military activities as of now.
What the treaties have done is to ban putting weapons of mass destruction
and nuclear weapons into outer space.

Deputy Chief of the UN Outer Space Affairs Division: I think I could
give many examples. You know in the Far East, for instance, they are
always hampered with typhoons and tornadoes and hurricanes and the kind
which wipe out sometimes even millions of people. In Bangladesh,
Philippines, Indonesia this has happened. Now, since the meteorological
satellites have come, by the use of a very low-cost receiving station these
countries have been able to receive advance information of these hurricanes
and so forth and track them and then try to evacuate the people from these
areas and minimize the damage. And 1 think there have been many
examples in the recent past of this. Then there has also been the
SARSAT/COSPAS, the emergency system of where the fishermen — for
instance, in small countries you have in the high season fishermen in boats
in distress — these have been helped by this distress and safety system of the
satellite systems that picks up a beacon and sends out information where to
find them. There are many examples I could give you in various areas.

As far as the recent African famine is concerned, I think the remote
sensing satellite, the LANDSAT system, had tremendous amount of
information as to what was going on but not necessarily the way that you
put it because satellites could give only certain types of information, what’s
happening to the environment, but then it’s up to man to translate that,
understand the information and come to certain conclusions. So I would say
the satellite is a tool and the tool is there and it’s up to the man to translate
it into a real, practical sense. (2 MuH. 50 cek.)

We are constantly in contact with the Member
countries, including the United States, of course, and with the other Mem-
ber countries which are behind in the payment of their contributions., We
hope that they will promptly fulfil their legal obligation to pay their
contributions. From the American side, I am expecting a prompt payment
within the next few weeks or, at any rate, before the end of the year. The
United States promised me a contribution of nearly $ 200 million, which
would, of course, make our lives a little easier, but that is only one third of
what the United States owes the United Nations; that is the only obstacle I
have to face at the moment. As far as United Nations reforms are
concerned, I wish to say that we have done our duty and have done so fully,
but, I repeat, we are beset by financial problems.

Tenepaavhuiti cexpemapy: The difference between the United States
debt and other countries’ debts is so great that the latter are practically
insignificant. There are, it is true, some Latin American countries which
owe large sums. There are also two European countries which are in
arrears, and some Asian countries, but not very many. I have to say that it is
owing to contributions made very promptly by both Eastern and Western
European countries, Japan and Canada that we have survived so far, but we
need much more than that. We have a budget of about $ 800 million and
arrears of nearly $ 700 million. That gives you a very clear idea of the
alarming situation we face. But if people talk mainly about ‘the United
States, it is not because we think that the United States is the one and only
culprit, but because, I repeat, the size of its debt is so great that everyone
naturally knows that it is because of the United States debt that we are in
difficulties.

It’s the province of all mankind and nobody can appropriate outer space and
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the planets. This is the first time a new rule has been set up, so there is a
dcﬁmtlvp rule, that you cannot plant your flag and claim that land. You can
explore it and use it but you cannot claim the land or part of outer space as
yours.

Amep. sxcnepm: I know that among those concerned about pollution
of outer space by debris are also astronomers. Space debris may cause
damage o expensive equipment and its guidance sensors in outerspace.
Besides it considerably hampers the work of ground observatories all over
the world because it causes increasingly severe impact on observing
condmon§ for astronomy and will continue to compromise mankind’s view
of the Universe. Photographs of far-away celestial objects frequently record
traces of space objects. Non-repeatable observations may thus be lost to
science and the progress of astronomy slowed down. In 1985 the
International Astronomical Union adopted the resolution in which it urged
that all national representative bring their concern about space debris to
the notice of adhering organizations and space agencies in their countries.

Amep. sxcnepm: Dr. John Mason, a British physicist and astronomer
explains that just a pound of space junk travelling at say a modest 100 mph
hits a craft with the force of a 50-ton railway locomotive moving at the same
speed, and a tiny fleck of waste measuring no more than a postage stamp
can cause serious problems for an orbiting satellite worth 200 million
dollars. So it’s clear that manned space flights will shortly become
jeopardized.

Ipedcmasumens MMO: Pollution of the marine environment is one of

our greatest concerns. We have agreements on pollution prevention
according to which States should make regulations covering their ships
within their territorial waters, but pollution doesn’t respect such
geographical limits, and discharges of oil, dangerous substances and
garbage discharge on the high seas must, from environmental
considerations, be controlled by internationally agreed and implemented
standards. We are trying to work out such standards. Now, for example,
we've designated several seas as Special Areas because of their unique
environmental problems. These include the Mediterranean, Baltic, Black
and Red Seas. In these areas the dumping of plastics and garbage is
completely banned and the disposal of food wastes is strictly controlled.
Another region being considered as a Special Area is the Gulf of Mexico.

IIpedcmagumens: 1 should take you to my colleagues because I don’t
think we can be as accurate as you are on where this is going to happen.
Again 90% of the scientists in the world agree that between now and the
year of 2030 which is round the corner, 42 years from to-day, we are going
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to have an increase of temperature of somewhere between 1,5°C and 4,5°C.
All the models show that this is not going to happen, again all of a sudden,
and that is what people are not aware of. It’s going to go up gradually
between now and then until we find a catastrophe on top of us. The impact
of this, basically, are two very important elements. One, you mentioned,
that there will be a change of pattern of the climate which is the
temperature, the rainfall. Tl%e general trend is that the areas which are
receiving too much rain may be receiving less in the temperate regions. In
the tropics they may be more humid than what they are.

One thing is climate, It’s generally agreed
that the déstruction of the tropical forest is having a major impact and will
continue te have a major impact on world climate, It will warm the world’s
climate and we’ll see dramatic shifts in agricultural patterns, ways of living
etc. That’s one global reason.

The
US Cancer Institute has identified at least 2,000 tropical forest plants with
major cancer fighting, if I could use that word, properties. Then, in 1960,
four out of five kids with leukemia died. In 1987, four out of five kids with
leukemia live and one of the plants, the rosy periwinkle which comes from
Madagascar, is a major drug used in that. You have the snake plant from
South America, it’s used in open heart surgery for lowering blood
pressure — an absolutely indispensable drug. As well as quinine for malaria,
ctc. We have many billion dollar pharmaceutical industries with
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tremendous dependency on tropical plants. Besides we are talking about 5
million species on our planet, something like that. Half of them are in the
tropical forests and less than half of those have we even identified, let alone
studied.

Yaen Komuccuu: And yet, all those measures have proved to be inade-
quate to deal with the problem of such magnitude. Mind that now the abuse
of drugs has progressively spread throughout the world and affects virtually
every country, menacing all segments of society, including young people
and even children. On the other hand illicit drug production and trafficking,
financed and masterminded by criminal organizations with intergovern-
mental links and accomplices in financial circles, are expanding. The whole
process undermines the economic and social order, spreads violence and
corruption, and imperils the very political stability and security of some
countries.

Yaen Komuccuu: Drug control efforts in the past have been aimed pri-
marily at the supply side of the drug economy — at halting illicit production
of and trade in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, and preventing
their diversion into the illicit marketing. And now the demand side of the
equation has assumed increasing importance. Special measures are being
elaborated to reduce drug abuse and to eliminate dependence on drugs;
they include comprehensive national treatment programmes for drug ad-
diction, rehabilitation and social integration of ex-drug addicts, as well as
Educational Programmes for School. Thus both demand and supply — drug
abuse and drug trafficking — are being dealt with to solve the global drug
problem. .

Heroin from the Golden Crescent areas of south-west Asia and Mid-
dle Eastern countries has found its way to Europe through various African
countries such as Morocco, Ghana and Nigeria that risk becoming centres
of abuse in the continent.

Bpau: As a doctor I can say that the reasons why people turn to narcot-
ics are as varied as the types of people who abuse them. Identifying the
causes of drug-taking is one of the biggest problems in combatting drug
abuse. One of the reasons, for instance, is that adolescence means curigsity.
Most of young people confess that they took drugs because they were curi-
ous at the beginning. Besides young people are very risk taking and they
have a low impulse control. For some other youngsters drug abuse becomes
a way of rejecting the social norms and social systems they don’t approve of.

Firstly, they are expected by society to perform with excellence
at all times. Secondly, they have an easier access to drugs.

Some doctors maintain
that 70 per cent of all cases of drug dependence and abuse is due to the mis-
use of sedatives and tranquilizers. They say that it’s the task of health pro-
fessionals — including physicians and pharmacies — to educate patients on
the proper use of prescription drugs. -

If the ultimate victim is the ad-
dict, the first victim is the small farmer who grows drug-producing plants.
Mostly in developing countries. The most important illicit growing areas for
opium poppy are found in Mexico, Burma, Thailand and Pakistan; for
cannabis in Brazil, Colombia and Lebanon.

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Cayocawui OOH': FAO has studied the problem and now there are
two approaches to crop substitution both of which have alread
be effective. I won’t dwell on " Crop substitution must
be seen as part of a broader development effort. Areas under drug crop
cultivation tend to have a low level of development and primitive infra-
structure, so creating conditions for increased legal agricultural output is
likely to require constructing roads, irrigation systems and power sources,
and improving sanitation facilities and health conditions. All this takes time
and governments may have to provide support services to an area for a
decade or more until the commercial viability of drug crop substitution has
been demonstrated. Providing material assistance for efforts to eliminate
illegal drug cultivation and create better alternatives is an important role for
the United Nations and other international agencies to play.

Cayxncawuii OOH: What you say is absolutely true and I have no doubt
that is one of the reasons for their continued success that they have cer-
tainly experienced so far. But the big difference in what they’re doing and
what we’re doing is that the programmes they're offering the population are
illegal, they’re contrary to law, and I'm glad to say that a number of the gov-
crnments concerned have seen the flourishing of this kind of illegal activity
become such a threat to their national security that they are now prepared,
really for the first time, to mount major counter efforts to deal with the kind
of situation which you described. It’s a tough problem, no doubt about it,
and we’ve been trying to deal with it on the basis of very limited resources.
So you put your finger right on one of the most difficult aspects of our
operations and the only thing I'd like to add there is, we think we are seeing
some light at the end of the tunnel in terms of international financial
commitments of the magnitude that would be required.

Cayncaupui OOH: Let me give you a quick and simple illustration,
Now, we began the UN Fund for Drug Abuse Control 15 years ago. The
first Executive Director had a budget of $1 million a year. By this year the
regular budget of the UN Fund had increased to g35 million and now
something of a diplomatic bombshell was thrown into the Commission on
Narcotic Drugs meeting in Vienna last month, when the Government of

Italy has committed itself to make $300 million available to deal with
precisely this kind of situation.

Yuacmnux xongpepenyuu: Not only that, though, of course, the role of
school and the family is difficult to underestimate. It is in the home and
family environment that the cornerstone of internal control over one’s in-
stincts and desires is laid. If this control is not established at the proper time
and at home, an external control may need to be imposed through social
rules and regulations. If neither internal nor external control are developed,
a sense of permissiveness prevails in society which, together with the easy
availability of drugs, results in a rise in the level of drug addiction. We
should help the children to recognize that human being is basically
noble —a noble being. And when children grow up with this perception,
they can protect their mind much better in the later life. And yet prevention
through education is only a part of what I mean. There is also a
comprehensive programme for treatment encompassing a wide range of
measures aimed at ending drug use and helping former addicts become
useful contributors of society. Criminal sanctions against drug use should
not interfere with effective therapy in that.

Tenepanrvnoui dupexmop: The effective protection of the world herit-
age is in its infancy. UNESCO?s safeguarding campaigns have their ups and
downs. One illustration: the ancient capital and birthplace of the modern
Thai nation Sukhothai (the Dawn of Happiness) after four centuries of
neglect, has rediscovered its former glory. When in 1977 Mr. Nikom Musi-
gakama took charge of the restoration project, the jungle had been cleared.
But the 70 square kilometre site had been appropriated by local landlords.
Reclaiming the land was but one of a myriad of problems that Mr. Nikom
and his team faced, ranging from a lack of adequate staff, equipment, and
funds to ensuring the political support of the government and various inter-
national agencies as well as the Thai people.

Tenepanvnoui Oupexmop: They found an original solution to the prob-
lem. Mr. Nikom decided a major public and media event was needed. After
studying the old scriptures he chose to recreate the ancient candle-light fes-

tival. More than 500 thousand people flocked to the ancient capital for the
occasion. No longer was Sukhothai just a historic relic. It had become a liv-
ing monument, a heritage with which people could identify, and a legacy
that not only filled their hearts with pride, but started them thinking about
the economic possibilities the project offered. So Mr. Nikom suddenly
found he had all the backing he needed for the $10 m restoration, including
$2 m raised by UNESCO’s International Safeguarding campaign for the
site.

The cam-
paign to save the city, to restore it to its former architectural glory while
adapting it to the needs of the population and reviving its economic life
started 5 years ago.

The campaign to save Mauritanian sites
was launched by UNESCO in 1981, and some restoration work has been
carried out, but the advance of the sand dunes must be stopped and social
and economic structures must be renewed to bring the people back, to stop
the cities from dying. This requires a multidisciplinary approach that is
beyond the means of UNESCO and the Government of Mauritania alone.
On the other hand, the campaign to safeguard the Moroccan city of Fez is
confronted with the problem of moving people out. And so on and so forth.

The Westerners, though not all of them, were the ones yvhq re-
sisted the idea of establishing the fund with the idea of transferring it to
Third World countries. They said: “Well, if we are going tg save the money
from disarmament why not spend it on our own development?”

Hupexmop: The nuclear regime is a system of talk. For 41 years many
of the same risks have been foreseen, the same subjects addressed, the
same quandaries discussed. In many ways, the deployments that have really
mattered during this time have not been those missiles, but perceptions.
Since the 1950s, for example, it has not really been possible to speak about
nuclear disarmament in the United States without being considered hope-
lessly naive or a “communist tool”. President J immy Carter did mention the
subject early in his term, but quickly dropped it as a serious idea. It was not
until President Reagan and General Secretary Gorbachev met at Hofdi
House at the Reykjavik summit in 1986 that the idea of ridding the world of
nuclear weapons again became something that heads of state could discuss,
apparently seriously, without being laughed at by their own advisers.

Hupexmop: As far as disarmament is concerned, Reykjavik was the
most important summit held by Reagan and Gorbachev and nothing can
happen that will be able to eclipse it. By discussing the elimination of whole
classes of nuclear weapons at Reykjavik, they changed the nature of dis-
course about nuclear issues. And it is this discourse that has defined the re-
alities of the nuclear era quite as much as the weapons from which it gets its
name.

Hupexmop: Yes, the perceptions have changed. Americans see General
Secretary Gorbachev as a new kind of Soviet leader, a man who strikes
them as truthful, honest, sincere, and seriously interested in avoiding
nuclear conflict between the super powers. For the last two years most of
the American news media have been reporting to the American people that
General Secretary Gorbachev is a new kind of Soviet leader, committed to
democratizing his country, improving the lot of its citizens, and avoiding
international conflicts while continuing to safeguard the legitimate national
interests of the USSR. While this American reporting hasn’t been flawless,
it is important to realize that the message has indeed gotten through and
American public opinion polls now reflect this fact. Particularly after the
Washington summit, General Secreiary Gorbachev is now-regarded with
respect, and the USSR is now viewed with much less fear.

Jupexmop: Unlike journalists in the USSR, most American reporters
believe that they have only one responsibility, and that is to report the facts.
It is one of the tasks of the press critic to point out to journalists where they
fail to do so, and this I do every day in the United States. But I believe that it
is important to recognize that over the last two or three years American re-
porters in Moscow have sent back stories for the American public which
have been responsible for the changed perception of your leaders and your
country. As a result, American perceptions increasingly reflect the reality of
the USSR. This growing realism is a powerful argument for the American
belief that it is the reporters’ responsibility to report facts and the people’s
responsibility to interpret them.

Hupexmop: The INF Treaty contains provisions for verifications that
constitute a breakthrough in establishing means to confirm that each side is
observing the treaty. The fundamental principle of verifications has now
been established by both nations: each side must have no important secrets
from the other. It is now time for the governments of both nations to estab-
lish yet another principle: governments will have no secrets from their
people. To promote this principle, which is essential to establish the popular
trust in arms control, it is necessary to realize the promise of Reykjavik.
The Governments of both the US and the USSR should now commit them-
selves to allow the press of both countries to witness every step in the veri-
fication process.
