Evaluation and attestation policy
Criteria-based evaluation:
The assignments for this course encourage you to demonstrate your understanding of the issues related language study and grapple with their complexities from interdisciplinary perspectives.  Weekly readings, and other short assignments will be integrated into  the course schedule. The course grade is based on the following components: the student's participation in class and in discussions, including short written tests related to the reading assignments (20% of the final grade); oral presentation of a selected chapter from the literature and moderation of the subsequent discussion (20%), individual analysis and development of a theoretical concept/design presented through an oral presentation (30%) and a written seminar paper (30%).

Summative evaluation:Modular and Final controls of students knowledge are held in accordance with confirmed graphic of teaching process of the educational institution. Modular control is divided into the first and second rating controls, which are held on the seventh and fifteenth week of the semester. The final rating is formed from marks of 2 current (module) rating and final exam. Current (module) rating I – 100 max points (30%), Current (module) rating II – 100 max points (30%) and exam – 100 MAX POINTS (40%). The History of EL exam is a written test comprising theory and practical applications of theoretical rules.
