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The form of final exam is written. The ticket will contain 3 tasks (questions).
In the first and second tasks, you will need to answer a theoretical question. It is necessary to demonstrate the knowledge gained and have a good command of the terminology in the discipline.
The third task is an practical assignment that aims to test the practical skills of students.

8. Inflammation. Factors and mechanisms of inflammation.
9. Electron microscopic, histochemical and immunohistochemical methods for studying biological material.
10. Special microscopic methods for examining organs and tissues
11. Special staining methods.
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
