2. INSTRUCTIONS FOR PERFORMING THE FINAL MONITORING TASK: STANDARD/WRITTEN/OFFLINE

2.1 Exam form: Standard written online.

Platform: Univer JSC
2.2 The purpose of the written exam: to show the learning results, skills and competences acquired while studying the subject, to express one's thoughts logically in writing, to be able to prove one's point of view.

2.3. Expected results from the task:

One ticket of the written exam contains 3 questions that determine the learning outcomes of the taught course and are evaluated according to the criteria described below:

Question 1: 1 criterion. Knowledge of theory and course concepts. 2 criteria. Understanding and confirming with examples the theoretical rules specified in the content of the course.

Question 2: 3 criteria. Application of selected methodology and technology to written practical tasks. 4 criteria. Opening and solving the main problem given in the practical task.

Question 3: 5 criteria. Assessment and written critical analysis of the application of the selected methodology to the proposed practical task. 6 criteria. Justification of the result obtained from own experience.

 2.4. Examination procedure.

2.4.1. Standard written offline exam will be conducted according to the approved schedule.

2.4.2. 15 minutes before the start of the written offline exam, the teacher on duty checks the identity of the students based on their ID cards, seats the students in the places indicated on the attendance sheets.

2.4.3. In the case of a foreign person appearing for a written offline exam, the teacher on duty will make an appropriate act of violation of these Rules.

2.4.4. Students who arrive late will not be admitted to the exam.

2.4.5. During the exam, the teacher on duty monitors students' compliance with the rules of behavior in accordance with the approved guidelines.

2.4.6. After the end of the time allotted for the exam (2 astronomical hours), the teacher on duty:

1) collects exam papers;

2) mark the end of writing the work on each answer sheet - the letter X;

3) presents answer sheets to the specialist of the dean's office together with the arrival sheets for encryption.

2.4.7. In case of delay in submission of works to the dean's specialist for encryption, an appropriate act will be drawn up, holding the guilty persons accountable.

2.4.8. During the exam, students are prohibited from carrying and/or using cheat sheets, mobile phones, smart watches and other technical and other devices that can be used for unauthorized access to secondary information. It is forbidden to talk with other students and outsiders, to write TAA and/or other identification notes in the answers.

2.4.9. If a student shows up for the exam and refuses to answer the ticket, the exam will be graded as an "F".

2.4.10. Absences without valid reason will be graded as "F".

2.4.11. If the student violates one or more of these clauses, an act of cancellation of the exam work (hereinafter - the Act) will be filled out, and the grade "F" ("unsatisfactory") will be assigned to the subject.

2.4.12. For repeated violations of these Rules during the exam, the student will be referred to the Ethics Committee of the Faculty.

2.4.13. Within 1 month after the final grade of the subject, if it is found that students have violated the guidelines for conducting final control using distance education technologies and/or the rules of behavior in the exam: using cribs, mobile phones, negotiating, etc. can be deleted based on recordings from surveillance cameras while filling out the act. Complaints and appeals for annulment of the act are not accepted.

2.4.14. All violations during exams will be included in the student's transcript.
