 1. SUBJECT OUTLINE

Subject objective: to develop students' understanding of the aesthetics and culture of fonts.

The course develops the following skills:

- identify the features of using different fonts;

- use the basic methods and techniques of designing fonts, inscriptions and logos;

During the course, students will study the following aspects: types of fonts and their functions.

WORK PROVIDED TO THE STUDENT TAKING THE EXAM

TASK TOPICS:

Creation and execution of a font composition using an author's font.

Material: Mixed media.

1 work in A3 format. Must photograph the work stage by stage and save it as a PDF file upon completion.

Note: save in electronic formats taking into account the rules for performing a font composition.
2. INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING THE FINAL MONITORING TASK: CREATIVE WORK/ONLINE/OFFLINE
2.1. Exam format: Online-offline creative work. Platform: Moodle University.

The final exam on the subject is conducted in the form of creative work in two stages. The teacher creates the assignment, prepares the program and rules of the exam.

2.1.1. The first stage is online, that is, the student receives the assignment through the official information and educational system of the university (the Moodle system), downloads a report on the completed assignment with a link to this system (the Moodle system) for verification.

2.1.2. The second stage is offline, the prepared creative works are displayed at the exhibition and presented to the attention of the department's teachers. The teachers evaluate the work of each student and express their opinions and suggestions.

2.2. The purpose of the creative exam is to show the results of learning, mastery, skills and competencies acquired in studying the subject of the creative direction "Art of Font", to be able to prove your point of view.

2.2.1. Check the authenticity of the work. It is also determined by comparing the student's performance of the examination paper with the work he has prepared to date. The student is obliged to save creative works on this topic prepared during the semester until the end of the academic year.
2.3. Expected result of the task:

2.3.1. Describe the patterns of font formation in the context of artistic expressiveness of graphic art objects;

2.3.2. Reveal the formal features and properties of font styles;

2.3.3. Show the result of applying the technical and aesthetic parameters of the font;

2.3.4. Organization of font graphics tools in the design process;

2.3.5. Formulate the features of the action of the general fundamental laws of composition in typesetting and typographic works;

2.4. Examination procedure.

2.4.1. It is planned to create a thematic creative font on the topic specified in the subject "Art of the font".

2.4.2. When creating an author's font, you can use all the necessary materials on the selected font composition.

2.4.3. When preparing an author's font for an exhibition, you must write your name and the surname of the manager under it.

2.4.4. A version of the creative task will be presented at the exhibition.
1) Stage 1. Written report.

2) + The teacher creates an exam task in the Moodle LMS.

3) + In response to the exam task, the student uploads a written report on the work done 24 hours before the start of Stage 2 of the "Departmental Examination Review". The written report contains only a report on the work done. Example of the contents of the student's report:

4) 1) Introductory part. A brief description of the task is the task set for the student; there is no need to copy the teacher’s entire document.
6) Main part:

 description of the achieved results of the project;

 description of the progress of the project assignment;

 description of deviations and difficulties that arose during the project, as well as the methods used to overcome them.

3) Conclusion. Conclusions on the work done.

4) Literature.

 list of references;

 description of the methods and technologies used in the project to solve the tasks (programs, tools, references to key regulatory documents, methods).
Stage 2. Departmental examination review

7.4. Departmental examination review for special creative disciplines is conducted in accordance with the examination schedule by an examination committee consisting of 3-5 teachers of the subject department, at the appointed time, in accordance with the examination schedule.

7.5. Departmental review is conducted in the presence of the students being examined. The departmental review is supervised by the head of the department or deputy head of the department for educational and methodological work.

7.6. The teacher presents the content of the work program, its goals and objectives for the current semester, the number and list of assignments, the number of works (projects) and the methodology for their implementation.
7.4. +Each student submits a report on the work done, presents his project, answers the questions of the commission.

7.5. +After defending all projects, students leave the classroom. The examination committee discusses the results.Оценка за экзамен по предоставленной работе принимается решением большинства голосов членов экзаменационной комиссии. 
7.6. +Based on the results of the discussion, a protocol is formed in which the exam scores are recorded. The members of the commission sign the protocol.
7.7. Students are invited to the classroom to announce the results. In the presence of all students and members of the examination committee, the teacher-examiner announces the grades.

7.8. If students disagree with the exam result, the members of the committee explain their decision, pointing out the shortcomings and errors in the completed tasks.

7.9. Then, the teacher transfers the final grades to the examination report in the Univer 2.0 system.
