PROGRAM OF THE FINAL EXAM ON THE DISCIPLINE “FOREIGN LANGUAGE (ENGLISH)”
1. Purpose of the Final Exam
The final exam is designed to assess the degree to which students have mastered the expected learning outcomes of the course, including the ability to:
· Communicate in English in interpersonal, social, academic, and professional contexts;
· Apply studied grammar structures (modal verbs, passive voice, infinitives, complex and compound sentences) accurately in oral and written forms;
· Demonstrate understanding of texts related to international relations and global issues;
· Express and defend opinions in English clearly, coherently, and appropriately.

2. Format of the Final Exam
Form: Written 
Duration: 90 minutes
Type: Individual, offline (Univer System platform)
The exam consists of two sections:
1. Reading and Grammar (60%)
2. Writing (40%)
Total score: 100 points

3. Structure and Content
Section I – Reading and Grammar (60 points)
Purpose: to check comprehension of a professional or academic text and grammatical competence.
Format:
· One adapted reading text (approx. 250–300 words) on an international topic (e.g., diplomacy, cooperation, global challenges).
· Tasks:
· 5 multiple-choice questions on comprehension (10 points)
· 5 true/false/not given statements (10 points)
· Grammar test: 10 items on modal verbs, passive voice, infinitives, and complex sentences (20 points)

Section II – Writing (40 points)
Purpose: to evaluate ability to organize and express ideas in written English using correct structure and grammar.
Format: one short essay (120–150 words).
Possible topics:
· Should governments help other countries or focus on their own citizens?
· What skills are most important for young diplomats today?
· Is technology improving communication or isolating people?
Assessment criteria:
· Task fulfillment and relevance (10 points)
· Structure and coherence (introduction, body, conclusion) (10 points)
· Grammar and vocabulary accuracy (10 points)
