
How to retell a story clearly  
When you retell a text, you don’t need to remember every word. In this assignment, your goal is to speak shortly, clearly and with structure. Even 5–7 sentences are enough if the story is logical.
To help you speak, use this 4-part structure with linking words and support words:
Part 1 — Beginning
Use one of these linkers:
· The story is about 
· First,
· To begin with,
· At the start,
Support words:
in 1924 / two climbers / Mallory and Irvine / their goal / Mount Everest
Example:
First, in 1924, two climbers, Mallory and Irvine, tried to reach the top of Mount Everest.
Part — The Climb
Use linkers like:
· Then,
· After that,
· At that time,
· While climbing,
Support words:
bad weather / storm / they continued / disappeared / clouds
Example:
Then, the weather became very bad and they disappeared in the clouds.
Part 3— Discovery
Use linkers such as:
· Many years later,
· Later,
· In 1999,
· After a long time,
Support words:
Conrad Anker / expedition / found the body / not sure / summit
Example:
Many years later, in 1999, Conrad Anker found Mallory’s body near the summit.
Part 4 — Today / Conclusion
Use linkers like:
· Today,
· Now,
· Even today,
· In conclusion,
· Finally,
Support words:
mystery / nobody knows / some people think / heroes / maybe they reached the top
Example:
Today, nobody knows if they reached the top, but many people think they are heroes.

Your retelling can be just 4–6 sentences, but it must:
✔ follow the structure
✔ include linkers
✔ use your own words
✔ focus on the main ideas
