ASSIGNMENT AND GUIDELINES FOR PRACTICE (Seminar ) COURSE :
General recommendations for the conducting of seminars:
1.Seminar session includes performances of doctoral students, revealing a variety of approaches to understanding the topic sessions, discussion presentations, summarize the information received. At each performance given 10 minutes. The task of the speaker : present understanding of the issue one way or another by the author, highlight features of the author's position in comparison with other authors, and the material presented in lectures, to express their attitude to presenting the point of view.
During the presentation, doctoral fix basic and very important points in his notebooks. After the speech, the speaker doctoral ask clarifying questions, discuss with him (10 minutes). Thus, doctoral seminars are presented and discussed 4 of the report.
2.Seminar activity can be carried out in the form of discussion when the whole group is divided into several groups, each of which gets its job. Each of the sub-groups working independently for 30 minutes, then they all act on the basis of all interventions formulated a general conclusion. In addition, each subgroup has the right to clarify the issues, discuss and criticize the performance of his classmates.
3.Seminar activity can be carried out in the form of protection reports. Topic is selected prior to the workshop and agreed with the teacher. Doctoral candidate can offer your own theme if it coincides with the problem under consideration at the workshop. Report is being prepared by several sources. The time allotted for the report group - 7-10 minutes.
In the course of the report, you can use theses, but not in any way to read the text. The report evaluates the degree of interest shown by the audience and the number of emerging issues and messages. (5-7 points).
When conducting seminars on the subject " Ethnopsychology creative person " teacher recommended practices for teaching : psycho-diagnostic tasks for the study of ethno-psychological characteristics of the individual, his creativity, various case studies, essays, etc.
