METHODS AND TECHNIQUES OF TEACHING ENGLISH

Methodology of Teaching English is concerned with the question of how to learn and teach
English - English language and linguistics, English literature(s) and culture(s). The skills to teach or
train and to impart information and knowledge to others are vital for a wide range ofjobs outside the
traditional field ofteaching. For every student it is also the ability to study and learn, fast and efficient.
The Methodology of Teaching English deals with the two aspects: teaching and learning howto leam.

Methodology of Teaching English can also mean fun, because creativity and ,.real-life" application
are the basis and focus. Traditional resources have to be combined with new multi-media ad
computer-based techniques to create an interactive cross-cultural learning environment. Here, the
traditional role play may lead the way into intercultural meetings and chats over the intemet,
familiarizing the students with new techniques to learn and teach discourse and cultural aspects, for
instance. Presentations as brochures, CDs, or WEB-pages might be part of a new methodology to reach
teaching and learning objectives such as the four basic skills, reading, listening, writing, speaking ad
at the same time convey linguistic, literary and cultural information. It offers a wide range of
opportunities for project work and empirical research.
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Teachers of English, here or overseas, need to know a few simple methods to overcome the
language barrier with their students. Teaching English to speakers of other languages is both
challenging and rewarding. The teacher of English will need to keep in mind the following simple
guidelines:

- Use non-verbal cues. Facial expressions, hand gestures, and other non-verbal cues are a great
way to overcome the language barrier. For example, when explaining the concept of tall, raise your
hand high into the air. When explaining the concept of cold, shiver and chatter your teeth.

- Use visual aids. Sometimes a picture is worth a thousand words, and this is particularly true when
teaching English as a second language. Visual aids can be used to teach everything from vocabulary to
prepositions. In addition to instructional advantages, visuals keep lessons interesting for the learners. If
possible, get access to an overhead or slide projector for effective presentations.

Teaching English requires a strong grounding in English grammar and vocabulary. It also takes
knowledge of methods for teaching non-native speakers. In addition, you'll need to know how to
choose appropriate material and activities when planning lessons.

There are four main types of Teaching Aids

1. Auditory Aids

These teaching aids act through ear for which peaceful and calm atmosphere is necessary. Ability
to listen attentively should be foster among the students.

(i) The Gramophone

This teaching aid is used for different purposes. It is useful for the teaching of music and language.
The lingua phone records can be used to teach language correctly particularly good pronunciation and
speech. Teacher should be careful at the time of using Gramophone. He must introduce the students
regarding the subject matter contains in the records. Students are to listen it carefully and note down
the intricacies of music or language there in. Teachers should clarify the doubts and difficulties of the
students afterward.

(ii) Tape Recorder:

Tape-recorder plays a key role as an auditory teaching aid in classroom situation. It has two
functions one is to recording another is to cassette playing. A child can learn pronunciation perfectly
through this aid. This can be used for learning music, songs and good programmes of important
speeches, talks of scientific and historical importance.

(iii) Radio:

Use of Radio-broadcasting in classroom situation is increasingly felt by the educationist now-a-
days. Radio can bring the talks of experts in various subjects like science, mathematics, music,
language and social-studies. Radio programme can supplement the teachers attempt to enrich the
knowledge of students in different subjects. Teacher must be careful to introduce the radio talk before
its commencement and clarify doubts of students after the talk. To make effective use of radio there
should be close co-ordination between the schools and broadcasting authorities.

2. Visual Aids

(i) The chalk-board:

The chalk board or black-board is the most important teaching aid. It is used to note key points and
words to draw the attention of the students. Diagrams and sketches especially in colored chalk add to
the understanding of the students. Chalk board can be used to plan and workout projects in
mathematics, social-studies, science and art. It can be used as and when necessary. Students note
important points from it entered by the teachers at the time ofteaching.

(i) Models:

The models are three dimensional representations. This is meant to show the appearance of a real
object through the perfect models. Preparation of model is an interesting activity for the students.
Models are of different kinds/types. Diagrammatic model is to emphasize a selected feature. Scale
models show the appearance of a real object. Display models are designed to represent structure
characteristics. Cross-sectional models are used to highlight the inner-part of an object.

3. Audio-Visual Aids

Audio-Visual aids influence the mind through the eyes and the ears.

(i) Television:
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Television is a sophisticated scientific audiovisual device. It has a great potential value for
education. Various lessons and demonstrations duly illustrated by slides, models specimens etc. canbe
observed by the pupils and the teachers. Many important talks, scene and sights can be seen through it
Television brings world to home.

(i) Sound motion pictures:

Films based on educational topics can be presented through the films. Films depict motion ad
continuity. This can bring past stories, incidents in to class room. The impact of film is very great on
the students’ attitudes interest and opinions. Important topics of science, mathematics, environment,
population growth, health care etc. can be shown to the students to bring awareness and inprove
knowledge.

4. Activity Aids

(i) Tour and Trips:

Tours and Trips are purposeful attempt to bring students to the spot to get first hand knowedge by
direct viewing and sight seeing. It needs a perfect planning with a view to realize the objectives
pre-determined. Teachers should be active and acts as the guide to students for answering all their
questions pertaining to the trips. The pupils may be asked to read the relevant materials from books or
gather information about the place to be visited from various sources.

(i) Demonstrations:

Demonstrations are active Endeavour to give visual explanations to important facts, ideas ad
processes. The children are not passive viewer but active demonstrations. There are different types of
demonstration design in different subjects. Teachers are to give emphasis on their respective subjects to
give accurate knowledge to the child. A music teacher is to demonstrate how to play on a rusical
instrument as like a mathematics teacher can demonstrate the steps involved in solving a particular type
of problem.

(iii) Dramatization:

Dramatization is very interesting lively and useful techniques of teaching. History can best taught
by this. Students will get knowledge about costumes, manners, traditions and culture of the period
dramatized. The learning takes place best in an emotional situation and dramatization provides thet
situation. In day-today teaching teacher can take the modulation, expressions of historical characters.

Material and Techniques

Teachers choose materials for teaching essential English skills in ways that suit a variety of
learning styles. Textbooks, worksheets and graphical material provide practice in writing and grammar
and appeal to visual learners. Material for listening practice comes on cassette tapes, CDs or in videos
and includes monologues, dialogues and songs. Role plays and activities like pyramid discussion help
build conversation skills. Learners can work with cut-out pictures or words, or use blocks and clayto
build models.

1. Identify your students' current level of performance. You will have a very difficult time teaching
students to understand what the word economy means if they do not have an understanding ofthe word
money. This is a very simplistic example, but you see the potential problem. You must check to seif
students have a good base vocabulary to start with, because you cannot build on something that is not
there. There are a variety of assessments available, such as the Reading Level Indicator (RLI) that cn
help you determine where your students stand.

2. Check for understanding. Many students will simply coast along in class, not asking questions,
appearing to be lazy or disinterested, when in fact; they do not understand the material. Check for
understanding of the content frequently, using ways that do not single students out. If you discover tret
many students do not understand the words in the content, reteach the vocabulary. Repetition canbe
quite effective.

3. Encourage students to read a wide variety of materials. 1f students perceive that reading is anly



something that is done from a textbook, then reading may not be very appealing to them. This is not
uncommon, as many students come from homes where there are no bookcases, only entertainment
centers. If students do not have the opportunity and encouragement to read materials of their own
choosing, their vocabulary will stagnate.

4. Break down words. Teach students how words originated, which can often be quite interesting.
Teach the meanings of common prefixes and suffixes and do activities where students try to guess
word meanings based on those word parts.

5. Integrate vocabulary into each lesson, regardless of the content area that you teach. Make
vocabulary a natural part of each lesson, and discuss the vocabulary surrounding the concepts that you
teach, regardless of if it is math, art or music.

6. Teach students to use reference materials so that they can continue to develop their vocabulary
independently, without having it explicitly taught. 1f students have reliable access to computers, teach
them how to use the many online dictionaries and thesauruses that are out there. Many even have
pronunciation guides that can be clicked on. In the classroom, there are a variety of games that you can
play with the dictionary to increase your students' comfort level with this resource.

7. Provide multiple exposures to new words. Just as when someone must practice new words
repeatedly when learning a new language, students must use their new vocabulary in order for it to
stick.

8. Help your students to develop connections between their lives and the vocabulary words. One
way to do this is through whole class semantic mapping, as each student has an opportunity to add his
or her idea about a word to the discussion.

9. Give assignments that give students a reason to use the vocabulary outside of class. For
example, you may want to ask them to go home and bring back pictures that relate to the vocabulary
words. For vocabulary to fully develop, it must also be used outside of the school walls.

10. Try playing physical games to teach vocabulary. For example, take words such as stomp,
saunter, and crouch that can be physically acted out and play a guessing game. Incorporate other
vocabulary games as well. If students are relaxed and having fun, the vocabulary is more likely to be
remembered later. Games also help you cater to different learning styles in a very easy manner.
