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According to the famous Russian academician A. M. Novikov, «an independent academic work — the
highest form of educational activity». Outstanding German educator A. Diesterweg wrote: «development and
education are different; no one can be this or this. Anyone who wants to meet them must attain their own

~ wtivity, their own, their own tension; it can only get arousal from the outside» [2, 3].

We also applied individual-group learning, where the students of different age, level of fitness are engaged
in one group and the teacher, alternately working with cach and giving those jobs, it can teach a group of
students. The basis of the individual forms of learning characterized by academician A. M. Novikov as the

~ Dalton plan are: independent distribution of students time and sequence of academic work with consulting
wssistance of the teacher, flexible system of organization and regard for the individual promotion of the listener
~ xthe execution of tasks [2, 4].

Form individual lecarning organizes individual promotion total for this contingent of students to the
pogram. It is characterized by certain isolation in the work of individual students.

We also used this modified form of work, both group and individual training, developed, as noted by the
wademician A. M. Novikov, in the 80-ies of XX century in the United States [2, 5]. According to this system
of individual instruction is combined with the organization of work of students in small groups (3-4 people).
The training material is divided into certain parts or tasks. Each student is working on material at their own
place. Students work in pairs, checking each other's performance of test tasks. If the student achieves the

~desired result in the Autonomous operation mode and mutual verification, he is admitted to the final
gamination, which conducts a well appointed lecturer achiever listener.

This form of training is used in those cases where a noticeable variation of performance in the group and

ssignificant number of students are not lagging allows the teacher to study material at the same time.

As a result of this learning, we can support from peers and opportunities to work through training material
it their own pace, improving the academic performance of students. Also there has been improvement in
prsonal self-esteem of students, especially in the period of adaptation to new conditions of training.

Thus, we sce that ensuring the quality of training at the lessons of Russian language for forcigners is a
fifficult task, but doable. We have considered only small episodes of combination of forms and methodological
pinciples of teaching. In the future we need to develop a variety of forms of training, such as forms of distance
kaming, interactive learning, and others.
