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There are a number of sciences, namely psychology and sociology which investigits
communication and intercourse. Psychology considers intercourse as psychological process of
interaction of two or more people. They create, clarify, change the content of conversatios,
Sociology gives at least 3 interpretations of the communication: a) means of information b}
transmission of information c¢) effects of information. The first one deals with problems of
differentiation and systematization of communicative means. The second is connected wiih
problems of Intercultural Communication. The third with problems of mass communication,
Therefore, it means that communication basically has subject to object relation. It expresses
that a subject transmits information and addressec should just receive it and understand, thus
correctly decode.

Example for communication can be social networks such as Facebook, Twitter,
Vkontakte and others. A person can create his name, gender, and appearance. That person
may communicate with lots of people, virtual friends, but if he / she is not willing to
communicate or chat with other friends, if it is uninteresting for him, at any time he may stop
communicating or chatting with friends, colleagues, because of a number of factors: firstly, i
might not be a subject (person), secondly, it might be a person who is not really expected
person.

Another important example is that communication or transmission of information
realized via or by means of television, radio, post. newspapers, journals and other types of

Mass Media. Hence, a person decodes or understands the main information, gist of events,
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but there are no feelings, emotions and he / she can’t fully express his / her condemns
according to certain situations.

In contrast, intercourse is face to face conversation, debates, polemics et al. Intercourse
has practical, material and spiritual character. A partner can see his / her partners and express
or listen to people’s opinions, expressions, feelings (joy, sadness), emotions. So, it conveys
not only information. but also feeling, opinion, joy of an interlocutor. Thus, we can easily
understand that one of the main point of intercourse is empathy. Thereby, it is a wide type of
transmission of information. .

On the base of above-mentioned consideration, Communication is a socially
conditioned process of transmitting and perception of information with the help of different
communicative means. Intercourse is a socially conditioned exchange process of ideas and
feelings between people in different fields or spheres of their cognitive, creative activities
with the help of verbal means of communication. We realize that intercourse expresses a
certain dialogue, not just dry ” transmission of information, it is ideas and feelings of a
particular person, while communication as one of the form of intercourse implies only
exchange information. Thereby, intercourse can be considered as a way of exchanging
information and also expressing feelings, emotions, perceptions of people.
