Abstract. The main objective of this paper is to explore the essence
of Kazakh sports agon, its historical and mythological roots, as well
as the processes of its emergence and development. The work focus-
es on identifying the characteristic features and forms of its func-
tioning, as well as conducting a typology, taking into account its
connections with ancient martial rites and rituals. The paper asserts
that the primitive and medieval agonistic culture of the Kazakhs was
based on two principles: sporting competitions and verbal-musical
forms. The novelty of the research lies in the assertion that the ago-
nistic nature was the driving force behind the formation of unique
national principles and forms. The paper also emphasizes that mar-
tial arts emerged earlier than other forms of art and their appearance
was directly related to the survival of clans and tribes in competitive
conditions. The work highlights that Kazakh sports competitions,
like ancient martial arts, play an important military-patriotic and
educational role, contributing to the development of willpower,
combat spirit, and a spirit of competition, while also forming the
foundations of courage and national self-awareness.
