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GENRE OF HIKAYA IN TURKIC FOLKLORE

One of the complex genres in narration, legend prose of Turkish language
people is narrative story. It has appeared on the base of people’s
prejudices and also genres like “myth”, “legend”, “fairy-tale”, folk
religious beliefs and etc. In a certain case “legend” is the genre born in
the combination of archaic religious and new beliefs, its signs have
syncretic character. This syncretic character story is due to the nature of
the genre. Because the characters are from myths, and they disappear,
images were from very ancient time. However, that the images create the
first layer of the Turkic world, and has been with the common people.
Because the story is still connected with "fairy tale”, "myth" and
“conversation”. On the basis of connection the story genre is adaptable
to transfer to genres such as legend, conversation, apsana, fantastics,
dastan, The first reason is - adventure genre's changeability is common
for the characters of this genre. For example, the mythical character
Witch is found in tales, in the epic story. And Jeztirnag is so much seen in
fairy tales, while determining the story genre, great attention is paid to
the relationship of these characters with people and the issue is people
trust or don't trust them. The story genre was considered as an analogue
of demonology stories in Russian literature in the folklore study science
of the former Soviet Turkic people, the symptoms of this genre were
determined while comparing the "bylichka" genre. Fairy stories are like ™
(demonologic short stories) magic, devil, albast, ubbe, one-eyed giant,
dark fairies, demons, spirits, witch, jestyrnak (metal nail) and others.
These stories tell us about the birth of mythical characters, their benefit
and harm to humans, their ways to protect themselves from their
influence. It is no doubt the story genre stories content started from
myth. There are several reasons that adventure genre was distributed
in changeable, amorphous form: firstly, its origin, namely, character
genesis kept myth nature. Secondly, in Turkic folklore studies story got
an intermediate form because of not being considered as separate genre
for a long time.
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
