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Foreword

In order to respond to the Belt and Road Initiative launched by the Chinese government,
and to expand the international exchanges and cooperation among China, Russia and
Mongolia in archaeological and historical research, Inner Mongolia Museum in collaboration
with Institute of Cultural Relics and Archeology of Inner Mongolia, is going to organize the
Sixth International Academic Conference on “Ancient Cultures of the Northern Area of
China, Mongolia and Baikalian Siberia”, to be held in the city of Huhhot (Inner Mongolia,

Eurasian Steppe.

In 2009, ten “International Conference Joint Organizers” have cosigned the cooperation
agreement on the foundation of International Academic Conference on Ancient Cultures of
Mongolia and Bakalian Siberia, including Buriyatia State University (Russia), Irkutsk State
University (Russia), National University of Mongolia (Mongolia), Mongolian State
University of Science and Technology (Mongolia) and so on. Until 2014, the conference has
been organized for five times in Russia and Mongolia, the first conference dealing with this
theme took place in September of 2010 in Ulan-Ude (Capital of Buryat Republic of Russia),
the second in May of 2011 in Irkutsk (Capital of Irkutsk Oblast of Russia) , the third in
September of 2012 in Ulan-Bator (Capital of Mongolia), the fourth in September of 2013 in
Chita (Capital of Zabaykalsky Krai of Russia ), and the fifth in September of 2014 in Kyzyl
(Capital of Tuva Republic of Russia).

In 2012, Inner Mongolia Museum and Institute of Cultural Relics and Archeology of
Inner Mongolia sent researchers to attend the academic conference for the first time. In 2013,
they submitted the application to join the “International Conference Joint Organizers”. On the
conference held in Kyzyl in September of 2014, Inner Mongolia Museum and Institute of
Cultural Relics and Archeology of Inner Mongolia have been approved as the “International
Conference Joint Organizers” by consensus. Meanwhile, they have accepted the special
commission to organize the Six International Academic Conference in Huhhot.

Throughout the five years of the conference from 2010 to 2014, there have been
attendees from more and more countries and regions, the contents have been constantly
extended. The topics of the conference have already gone beyond the territorial scope of
“Mongolia and Bakalian Siberia”, and have extended to ancient cultures of the northern area
of China, the eastern and central area of Kazakhstan, central Siberia of Russia and the Far
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East region. To some extent, the content of the conference has gradually extended to the vast
territorial scope of the eastern and central area of the Eurasian Steppe. In the context of
previous conference traditions, in order to precisely reflect the conference theme in 2015, the
theme this year has been decided as “Ancient Cultures of the Northern Area of China,
Mongolia and Baikalian Siberia” by organizers, which has been approved by the International
Organizational Committee.

According to the traditions of previous International Academic Conferences on “Ancient
Cultures of the Northern Area of China, Mongolia and Baikalian Siberia”, the organizers have
finished the editing and publishing of the conference proceeding before the conference.

The conference proceeding is comprised of three volumes. Volume I is comprised of two
parts, that is “Stone Age” and “Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age”. Volume II focuses on
the part of “Historical Period”. Volume III is comprised of four parts, including “Theoretical
Approach and Comprehensive Research”, “Rock Art Research”, “Preservation and Research
of Cultural Heritage” and “Research of Ethnology and Anthropology”. The conference
proceeding has included academic papers written by more than 200 experts and scholars from
over 100 universities and research institutions, from China, Russia, Mongolia, Kazakhstan,
Ukraine, Hungary, Germany, Britain, Canada, America, Japan, Korea, altogether twelve
countries, most of which are from China, Russia, Mongolia and Kazakhstan.

The conference proceeding has included altogether 167 academic papers. In the first part
“Stone Age”, 14 papers are included. The second part “Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age” is
34 papers, the third part “Historical Period” is 54 papers, the fourth part “Theoretical
Approach and Comprehensive Research” is 29 papers, the fifth part “Rock Art Research” is
11 papers, the sixth part “Preservation and Research of Cultural Heritage” is 13 papers, the
seventh part “Research of Ethnology and Anthropology” is 12 papers.

The papers included in the proceeding are in Chinese, Russian, Mongolian and English.
The body parts of papers are submitted by the authors, which are followed by abstracts in
another three languages, to make the reading and comprehension, communication and
exchange among readers more convenient. Most of English abstracts are submitted by
authors, few of which are translated by staff of organizational committee. Most of the
abstracts in Chinese, Russian and Mongolian are translated by staff of organizational
committee, few of which are submitted by authors. To guarantee the accuracy of translation,
the translation has been checked and revised by experts and scholars of related area.

It is a great event for Inner Mongolia Relics and Museology circles, and even a new
chapter in the cultural exchange among China, Russia and Mongolia, that the conference has
been successfully organized and the conference proceeding has been published officially. It
has a great political significance in promoting the cultural exchange among different countries
and regions, in strengthening the connection among neighboring countries, and in
contributing the good neighborly and friendly relations. What’s more, it has a great academic
significance in the research in ancient cultures of the northern area of China, Mongolia and
Bakalian Siberia of Russia, the nomadic culture and history of Eurasian Steppe. The
conference has provided an academic exchange platform for experts and scholars from
universities and research institutions of different countries to master the modern frontier
fields, and to promote exchange and cooperation, which also has a profound significance in
increasing the breadth and depth of scientific research in the grassland civilization and
historical culture of Eurasian Steppe.

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ZOOMORPHIC IMAGES IN THE SAKA ART OF SOUTH SARYARKA

In the present paper we will try to sum up some artefacts of the Saka’s art from the
ancient nomads living in Western Saryarka, Kazakhstan. The term "Western Saryarka"
implies the territory, which includes such regions as Turgay and Ulytau, which are located to
the south of Trans-Ural, between the foothills of the mountains southern Ural and Kazakh
Uplands (Kazakh Hummocks), stretching to the semi-desert areas of Aral region.

Modern science has developed the wrong representation of Saryarka, which borders
should associate incorrect by territory of central Kazakhstan. Saryarka is an extensive ethno-
geographical area that can be localized, in general, in the area stretching from the western
slopes of Tarbagatay and Kalbatau in the east up to Mugalzhar in the west that in the modern
administrative division covers the territory of several separate areas (Beysenov, 2000).

The main sources of the proposed work are the published objects dated from the
Scythian-Saka era, which are made in animal style and originate from Western Saryarka.
Currently, there are eighth of such objects — a dagger, a pommel and six strings of beads. All
objects are made of metal and, obviously, all represent elements of harness. We present the
available information in the following table (Table 1).

Siberian ibex. Perhaps only one of these findings originated from excavations. Two
strings of beads are made in the form of the doubled heads of Siberian ibex. Items were found
by S.I. Rudenko during his research work near the lake Kayrankul in 1921 (Grayznov, 1956,
p. 15). According to M.P. Grayznov's description, the tomb was total robbed. The fragments
of pottery were also found in addition to the items mentioned above (1956, p. 15). Let us
briefly describe the decor of strings. The displayed image is the heraldic composition of
Siberian ibex. Elements of this representation are symmetrically arranged, shown in profile,
head to head. The central element of this image is only one ear, which also forms a part of the
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both animal’s head. The end of the horn of one animal is at the same time the beginning of
another horn. On the horns are marked the crossways ridges. According to M.P. Grayznov's
publication the animals have different number of these ridges - 9 and 7 on the one horn and 10
and 8 on another. Objects are stored in the collections of the Hermitage (Fig. 1 — 3, 4).

A string of beads is originated from the predatory excavation that took place in the
beginning of XX century on the territory of the former Turgay region®™ [* Note that at the
beginning of the XX century the Turgay region included four countries: the Aktobe, the Irgiz,
the Kustanay and the Turgay]. It is decorated with the image of the head of the Saiga, and was
delivered to the Archaeological Commission in 1901 (Grayznov, 1956, p. 15). According to
M.P. Grayznov, some other items were received with this artefact: the stone dish on three
legs, "a large copper crescent" and a bone arrowhead (1956, p. 15). These items have been
mentioned in some publications (Grayznov, 1956, p. 15; Artamonov, 1973, p. 32; Korol'kova,
2006, p. 182, tab. 13, 16, p. 183, Table 14, 5; Table 49, 11). The brief description of these
zoomorphic images: A string of beads is made in the form of the Saiga head. The animal has
round eyes with pupils, designated as a point. The fine wrinkles of the hooked snout are
shown by two rows of relief clamps. The nostrils of the animal are designated by the same
technique as the pupils. The muzzle is closed. The contours of the soft lips are depicted. From
the outer corner of both of eyes up to the ears is seen a deep line. The form of the ears is like
as a leaf. The forehead is shown by low relief. Pair of luxurious animal’s horns balances the
composition. Thin lines masterfully transmit the ending of horns, which finish by swirls with
rounded bulges at the ends. The texture of fur on the neck is shown by recessed clamps. The
item is kept in the collections of the Hermitage (Fig. 1 — 1, 2).

Next finding originated from the territory of the modern Kostanay region is a dagger
with zoomorphic decoration (Maksimova, 1956; Saka and Usun' Culture..., 2011) (Fig. 1 —5).
The top of this object end up with a composition formed by the images of two birds of prey
with powerful hook-curved beaks. The dagger surface contains vertical grooves, so called
“doles”, in order to have less weight and stiffening plate®* [* Our thanks to Alexander
Solovyov for detailed consultation about specifics of this dagger]. Decorating daggers by
images of birds of prey should be having a definite meaning. Very interesting interpretation
for this item expressed A.L. Solovyov. The expert suggests that the use of this type of weapon
not as a dagger, but as a knife. According to the researcher, it could be used for all
manipulation done by a single-edged knife.

A.M. Seitov has recently introduced new information about several other subjects of the
Scythian-Saka era. These findings are a pommel and two strings of beads decorated by
zoomorphic figures (2011; 2014).

The pommel and two strings of beads come from the treasure of the early Saka time,
found near the village Kaindy. These items were given off by V.N. Logvin to collections of
the Turgay Museum. The treasure consisted elements of harness. (Seitov, 2011; 2014). A few
words should be said about the pommel. The object is designed as a sculptural image of
Siberian ibex (Fig. 1 — 6). The animal with a thin graceful neck is shown bent down. The horn
stretches up and back from the forehead. The head is separated from the neck. The animal has
a large round eye with a pupil, a large triangular form of an ear, two miniature nostrils created
in form of triangular pits. The muzzle is closed. The beard stretches down from the chin.

Strings of beads are from the same place as the pommel (Seitov, 2011). They represent
highly stylized zoomorphic images. Items are slightly curved. The contours of objects and
décor allow attributing them as a stylized image of horns. It was a typically technique for
depicting nodes on the horns of Siberian ibex and Saiga in the Scythian-Saka.
Characteristically signs in the form of individual images of curls, commas, drops, dots,
circles, diamonds, brackets, hooves, tusks and others had certain meanings in the Scythian-
Saka art. Some of them have already been the subject of the study by A.S. Surazakov (1992),
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N.L. Chlenova (2000), T.V. Ryabkova (2011) and others. In the case with Kaindy finding,
we, obviously, can see the pars pro toto representation of the saiga head. The hole of string
could by accepted as the contour of the muzzle, and the rounded node at the top of the horn as
the eye, which different by its configuration.

The presence of the semi-circular nodes, from the hole to the end of the item, perhaps, is a
decorative element that enhances styling of images. At the same time, we note that the semi-
circular nodes are usually treated as bumps on the horns of Siberian ibex. But such features as
specific bow of horns, absence of beard allow thinking that in this case is represented the image
of Saiga. On the other hand, it is necessary to be careful in determining the species of depicted
animals. It is known that the bestiary of ancient nomads includes several so-colld generalized
animal images. For example, a generalized image of a predator. Findings from Kaindy, as well as
the result of the analysis of Arzhan-2 artefacts, allow to suppose the existence of a generalized
image of the horned/herbivore when the focus is not on transfer of content attributes, but on the
essence of the beast — herbivore or carnivore (Chugunov, 2011). The same situation is observed
in the interpretation of animalistic image on the body of the kettle from Jetysu (Tasmagambetov,
2003; Samashev, Grigoriev, Jumabekova, 2005, p. 61; Saka and Usun', 2011).

Another string of beads with zoomorphic decoration has the picture of a wild boar
(Seitov, 2011). The animal is shown standing in profile, with the large heavy head wich
contour is shown by soft lines (Fig. 1 — 7, 8). The animal has a powerful neck, a large round
eye with a pupil, an ear, a tail and nostrils. Its shoulder is shown artistically; tail and hoof are
well seen. Thin lines, clearly reproduce elements of this animalistic image that provide the
perfect knowledge of the anatomical features of the beast.

Finishing the introduction with Western Saryarka objects decorated by zoomorphic
figures we should make reference to another interesting artefact, which is stored in Arkalyk’s
Museum (Seitov, 2013) (Fig. 1 — 9). We are talking about an element of harness — phalerae.
Usually, such objects are paired. They are designed for symmetrical arrangement on both
sides of the horse. A similar finding, originating apparently from the same complex, was
described by V.I. Mordvintseva, G.B. Zdanovich and A.D. Tairov and at the time when the
article was prepared was kept in the archaeological laboratory of Chelyabinsk State
University (1997, p. 176) (Fig. 1 — 10). On the phalerae there is an image of feline predator in
a frame made of palm branches (Fig. 1 — 9, 10).

Let us analyze the above described objects. Thus, the following images of zoomorphic
images are shown: Siberian ibex, Saiga, wild boar, feline predator. In this case, two images
are presented by whole figures — feline predator and wild boar, one — Siberian ibex, three as
heads — double head of Siberian ibex and Saiga.

The image of a predator on the phalerae is shown as a whole and, despite the fact that the
product is imported, the image was not really strange to the worldview of the population of
the Scythian-Saka era. The opposite, the image of this animal has been popular for a long
time. V.I. Mordvintseva, G.B. Zdanowich and A.D. Tairov believe that the image posted on
the phalerae has an unfinished look. According to researchers, the master, who produced the
product, excluded the image of the victim from the composition (Mordvintseva, Zdanowich,
Tairov, 1997, p. 178).

Another whole image of the animal represented in the art of ancient nomads of the
Western Saryarka, is an image of the wild boar. This character is most clearly represented in
the monuments of central Kazakhstan, where it was depicted by a variety of techniques, as well
as on the surfaces of objects of different functional meanings (Kadyrbaev, 1966; Beisenov,
2011). Other images from the bestiary of the ancient nomads of Western Saryarka are Siberian
ibex and Saiga. Both animals are present in the decoration of the same number of items.
However, if the Saiga is represented by single images, the image of the Siberian ibex is still
included in the composition of the two animals. The main feature of diagnosing of Saiga
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animal is the representation of muzzle characteristics. In the ancient art of Kazakhstan the
image of Saiga is not really popular, but, nevertheless, this animal is present in the decoration
of the attributes that have different functional meaning: in the decoration of harness, costumes,
weapons, ritual objects (Kadyrbaev, 1966; Akishev 1978; Beisenov 2011; Korol'kova, 2006).

The tradition of decorating elements of harness in the animal style originates from the
early Saka era. In that time harness made of different materials was almost decorated with
zoomorphic images. All most of these images are presented laconically — images of protoma
or animal head, whole images, organically inscribed on the surface of the decorated object.

These days we have a breakthrough in the studies of the monuments of the 1st
millennium BC, it is, certainly, the progress which was reached in the studies of the Saka time
of Saryarka (Beisenov, 2014), Mugalzhar (Duysengali, Mamedov, 2011), Kazakhstan and
Ural too (Lukpanova, 2014). Considering new discoveries the research of the Saka
monuments in Turgay seem to be most urgent. Especially, it concerns of the Tasmola
antiquities. As a priority in the studies of the Turgay Saks should be noted the identification
of the Tasmola culture in Westen Sararka, which includes Turgay and Ulytau.

Western Saryarka is an organic part of the massive ethno-geographical area. Saryarka is
a unique fragment of the mosaic of the monuments art, created from the wonderful diversity
of the zoomorphic images they played the special role in the art of the people who inhabited
the enormous steppe of the Eurasia in the 1st millennium BC.
