Development of theory of the personality-developing educating 1s
constrained, foremost, with the idea of humanizing of education. This task
began to confess only by the end of 90th XX of century, when it became
clear that educating can not be based only on those principles that orient
only on psychical development of man.

The study of their works
allows to understand and feel general for them humanistic approach being
the basis of the used pedagogical technologies. His essence makes a
concern life of children, their problems and difficulties, their experiencing
and aspirations, appeals to authentic, real child [1].

Under pedagogics of collaboration innovators understood
establishment of humane mutual relations between the participants of
pedagogical process, speakers the necessary condition of harmonious
development of personality. Its importance lies in the fact that it has
exposed the contradictions of the traditional educational process, showed
ways of solving them , led to the realization of the need to revise the
philosophical foundations of modern education and pedagogy and approval
in the public consciousness and practice of teaching ideas humanization of
education . This idea 1s reflected in the value orientations of pedagogy of
cooperation , 1s made up of a number of humanistic attitudes.
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
