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ETHNO PEDAGOGY AS THE MAIN TOOL OF FOLK EDUCATION 
IN KAZAKHSTAN
The term "pedagogy" in the pedagogical literature G.N.Volkov first used by defining it as a science, "the experience of the masses to educate the younger generation about their pedagogical views, the science of pedagogy, life, the pedagogy of the family, clan, tribe, nation and nation . K. D Ushinsky argued that folk wisdom in power of observation, precision of thought, the ideological content is so original, "that no one can compete with the pedagogical genius of the people." Each nation is rich in its centuries-old culture. And in this most sacred wealth of folk wisdom that was passed from mouth to mouth. Kazakh people are rich with the customs, traditions, poetic and musical creativity: Aitys, zhyrau words of edification. That not only survived the nation, no matter how thorny his way, though he did not lose the collected bits of centuries-old culture, the folk wisdom. The mentality of the Kazakh people is based on a trilogy of language, memory, and culture. People paid special attention to education of the younger generation. From an early age they pawned patriotism, love of country, respect for elders, support younger. The role of grandparents in the upbringing (example grandmother Abaya - Zera), which, pampering and loving grandchildren, telling them stories, legends, true story of Batyrs, biis, and thus is born in them a sense of imitation, the love of work, empathy, responsibility, morality.  A grandfather was required to know by heart the seven generations of ancestors,  not to damage the blood. People raise their children, gradually accustomed to labor, to the subsequent generation of grown-up took care of seniors.
The environment also affects the formation of personality, so the children were taught to choose the right friends. If there were not good friends, they were  protected from evil people. And one of the important points in the education of every child is the desire to achieve the goal. Mistakes senior strongly suggest to them, but they are also gently guided to the right path.

One of the first in the development of the Kazakh people ethno pedagogics contributed Y.Altynsarin. He belongs to the first development of the Kazakh language. He demonstrated the benefit of reading, acquiring extensive knowledge.

A. Kunanbaev - founder of Kazakh written literature. All the works are devoted to the future generation of Abai Kazakh people. He made a great contribution to the development of the Kazakh ethno pedagogics. Abay tried to inculcate in young people a sense of courage endure hardship and misery, do not be tempted to combine thoughtfulness, courage and optimism.

In Kazakhstan, the objective is constantly growing interest in ethnic problems. Their solutions are largely dependent constructive national policy and, therefore, training and guidance education of future generations. Ethno pedagogical  aspects - the zone of intersection of different, often polar interests. The state is interested that the education system was in a sense an instrument of consolidation ethnically diverse population. And this important task is partly intended to address pedagogy, the subject of which is a complex socio-cultural phenomenon, as a folk pedagogy.

The first elements of knowledge ethno pedagogical originated during the formation of the initial ethnic community - a tribe. Throughout the history of human development ethno pedagogical knowledge is constantly evolving, adding new elements. Some researchers do not clearly distinguishing between traditional pedagogy and pedagogy, often describing a traditional folk educational experience, use the term "pedagogy." The principal difference between the scientific concepts defined academic RAO Volkov said : If folk pedagogy has to experience and empirical evidence and knowledge on education, which is usually distributed orally, the pedagogy - the sphere of theory, the scope of science. Folk pedagogy - is the historical collection of educational information and educational experience, preserved in folklore, heroic epic, a traditional set of rules of behaviour and education, customs, rituals, traditions, children's games and toys. Folk pedagogy contains the ideal of education, and ways and means to achieve it. Value of folk pedagogy helps direct current educational process on the formation of ethnic identity among the younger generation, the development of their understanding of the role of the people, an ethnic group in a social setting, world culture. Folk pedagogy is the main object of science ethno pedagogics. In folk pedagogy prevails empiricist, it has a lot of valuable facts and original ideas, but there is no coherent system of views, summarizing the theory and pedagogy is a scientific view of the phenomenon, which analyses the social and educational processes, relationships, interactions, interaction with educational pedagogy and educational traditions of a particular ethnic group.

Folk pedagogy is not a science, because it is not a system of scientific views on the education of the person and the totality of empirical knowledge, proven practice education of many generations, organically connected with the life and work of the child. Thus, according to G. Volkov, pedagogy could, by and large, present as the history and theory of popular (natural, everyday, informal, a little  traditional) education. Pedagogy - the science of empirical experience of ethnic groups in the upbringing and education of children, about the moral and ethical and aesthetic views of the ancestral values ​​of family, clan, tribe, ethnic group, nation.

There are two most common terms are mutually exclusive on the specifics ethno pedagogics as science. One of them comes to the justification of the fact that in ethno pedagogy combine elements of different sciences (philosophy, anthropology, psychology, pedagogy, cultural, etc.) that it is essentially - an interdisciplinary field of science. Another comes from the fact that it is - an independent branch of science. In addition, various scholars argue that pedagogy - is: applied science, industry science, academic discipline, cumulative area of ​​scientific humanities.

In our view, pedagogy - an interdisciplinary area of ​​scientific knowledge, which was formed at the interface of philosophy, pedagogy, ethnography, ethnic culture, ethnic psychology, studying and teaching the traditional culture of ethnic communities to identify common patterns of their formation and development, the use of their rich educational potential in modern training and educational systems. It should be noted that in modern pedagogical ideas often are of the opinion that the historical experience of previous periods should be studied in order to best use today. History of traditional folk culture and pedagogy, of course, need to know, but not so much to directly use in educational practice, how to create a pedagogical knowledge that meets the needs of today.

The emergence of numerous scientific studies "at the intersection" of different sciences - a visible sign of the twentieth century. In terms of origin, pedagogy is in the subject field of pedagogy. In terms of social manifestations, pedagogy covers various areas of human knowledge - philosophy, anthropology, psychology, ethnography, cultural studies, etc. - and thus partially included in the subject field, and these sciences. As an area of ​​scientific knowledge, pedagogy is in its infancy and does not have an established conceptual-categorical system.

The origin of the initial elements ethno pedagogical knowledge refers to the period of tribal communities. Generalization ethno pedagogical  knowledge at this stage took place in the folklore: tales, legends, epics, proverbs, sayings and traditions, customs, rituals, etc.

The tribes were the first in the history of mankind ethnic community. Traditional pedagogical culture of tribes already includes enough waste goals and ideals of education, methods, means training and education. Deliberately formed as al-no pedagogical knowledge: an origin story kind of heroic deeds of their ancestors, traditions and customs. Young people learn about the traditions, legends, songs that reveal the ideological essence of his time (the protection of relatives, tribal land, even at the cost of freedom of his life; to respect the ancestors, and the need to be worthy of them, etc.). A sense of connection with worthy heroic ancestors, self-awareness of their own members, the conviction of the need to sacrifice their lives in defence of their native land and their relatives - all become integral parts of world and ethnic identity. The trend ethnic of public education, promotes the formation of identity and identity of children and youth. Parenting updated elements of ethnic content.

Therefore, everyone should try to contribute to the development and education of the younger generation.

For example, the ideals of the charismatic and cultural heroes are endowed with features, the most characteristic of this tribe, entered the specific rites of passage into adulthood, revealing the willingness to defend his tribe, often including the test's ability to endure physical pain, a kind of acquiring ethnic colouring of military and physical training and others, however, can be tailored such moral qualities of the individual as a willingness to defend their land, their people, loyalty to their tribe, courage, bravery, fortitude.

Archaeological research indicates that approximately IV millennium BC any Sumerian city-state of Akkad, Babylonia, Assyria. They inhabited the major ethnic groups with their unique culture. Gradually differentiation ethno pedagogical knowledge in accordance with the characteristics of ethnic cultures. Create state of the educational system inherited ethnic characteristics, which have been developed and improved in the new environment. Development of writing was the most important condition for the ubiquitous school. Early states have used their experience in traditional public education for the formation of children and young people of ethnic identity, a sense of loyalty to his people, ready to defend their land, courage, courage, commitment to the preservation of the territorial and national unity.

Considered to be the earliest written inventory of traditional knowledge in general and teachers in particular ethno pedagogical given in ancient written: "The laws of King Hammurabi of Babylon" (1792 - 1750 gg. BC), "Law of Assyria" (second half of the II millennium BC), "Annals of the Assyrian king Ashurbanipal" (669 - 633 years. BC), the "Book of Proverbs Jewish king Solomon" (965 - 928 years. BC), etc. they allow you to get an idea of ​​the organization of school education, the content and methods of education and upbringing of children in schools at the time.

Education everywhere was based primarily on national educational traditions of their ancestors. Ancient sources indicate a relatively large amount of the then existing eth no pedagogical knowledge. Many hours allotted memorizing stories, fairy tales, legends, and the assimilation of the rites and rituals. It can be concluded that the primary ethno pedagogical knowledge originated and developed in more general terms in the primitive society, have been widely developed in subsequent periods.

Great minds of the past with great respect to educational traditions of their ancestors. Studying the culture of the people, including teaching, they were taken at her best, and included in their academic work and daily teaching practice. One of the first thinkers involved in the study and synthesis of traditional pedagogical culture, was a prominent Chinese philosopher Confucius (551 - 479 years. BC). He enriched pedagogy such philosophical and ethical positions: immutable standard of behaviour is filial piety and holiness of any project undertaken by previous generations, in order to achieve social stability and high morality, and, above all, young people should be taken as the basis of past wisdom in education of children and young people need to follow cultural traditions, especially their own, and then other people; foundation principles of a perfect social order is humanity, observance of rituals and ceremonies and practical implementation of ethical standards in the life through education should be the study of the traditions and wisdom of ancestors, and the study of classical works, culture and traditions inherent in developing human qualities in the right direction. Pedagogy can be generally thought of as the history and theory of popular (natural, everyday, informal and  traditional) education. Pedagogy - the science of empirical experience of ethnic groups in the upbringing and education of children, about the moral and ethical and aesthetic views of the ancestral values ​​of family, clan, tribe, ethnic group, nation. Pedagogy explains folk pedagogy, and suggests ways to use it in modern terms, collects and examines the experience of ethnic groups, based on centuries of naturally evolving combination of folk traditions. Subject area ethno pedagogics not constant: tasks are formed and adjusted according to changes in the social order that is associated with the movement of the public consciousness.

Ethno pedagogics core, its heart is the love ... Love of children, work, culture, people and homeland ... Enriching people's knowledge of pedagogy, the teacher will be able to better understand their students and their families, to become a true teacher of the young.

In the address of the people of Kazakhstan "Kazakhstan-2030" in the "Mission of Kazakhstan" The basic idea of ​​educating children in the spirit of the identity, combined with the desire for civilization: "By 2030, I am sure, Kazakhstan will be the Central Asian Bars ... It will be Kazakhstani Snow Leopard with its inherent elitism, independence, intelligence, courage and generosity, bravery and wisdom.  He will not attack anyone first ... But if you threaten his freedom, home, his offspring, he will protect himself at all costs ... It will be wise in the education of offspring ... attending to their health, education and outlook ... They will be equally proficient Kazakh, Russian and English. They are patriots of a peaceful, prosperous, rapidly growing country, known and respected all over the world. "
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
