Law enforcement and the law enforcement agencies of Kazakhstan

1. The concept and features of the law enforcement

It is known that one of the priorities of the state and its authorities took the formation of national
legislation aimed at ensuring the supremacy of the rights and freedoms of man and citizen, the
sovereignty of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the stable and progressive development of the
Kazakh society and the state, legal maintenance of activity of Kazakhstan in the international
arena.Article 1 of the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan emphasized that the Republic
of Kazakhstan proclaims itself a democratic, secular, legal and social state whose highest values
are an individual, his life rights and freedoms. This suggests that the state represented by the
state and other bodies operates on the basis of legal norms, the rule of law, protection of rights
and lawful interests of individuals, the establishment of mutual legal responsibility of the state
and citizens.For the vast majority of state bodies the range of their activities is not confined, of
course, on the solution of the above, although very important, but still specifically limited tasks -
tasks of the rule of law, protection of human rights and freedoms, combating crimes and other
offenses. Some of policing and justice functions they perform as if in passing, along with the
implementation of its core zadach.124

Law enforcement and the rule of law by a special range of bodies, which exist only or primarily
to carry out such a role. They are usually called law enforcement authorities, ie. E. Organs,
which are intended to protect established by the Constitution, other laws and legal regulations
order of life and activity of the state in tselom.Very close to the concept of law enforcement
bodies adjacent the concept of law enforcement. These concepts are very similar, but not
identical. Range of bodies, designated by them is not identical. Not all law enforcement agencies
can be considered law. Similarly, among the Some authors consider the concept of law
enforcement in the broad and narrow senses. In the broadest sense - is the work of all state
bodies, ensuring respect for the rights and freedoms of citizens, their implementation, law and
order. In the narrow sense of the word - is the activity of specially authorized bodies for the
protection of the rights violations carried out in the form prescribed by law, in accordance with
EU competence of an organ.However, in order to accurately grasp the essence of the criteria that
should govern the attribution of certain public bodies to the number of law enforcement, it is
important to understand the signs of the activities, which received a certain extent conditional,
but has already becomehabitual name - "Law Enforcement".

According to the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan law enforcement has a number of
features: First: law enforcement is carried out only on the basis of the law with the legal
measures of influence, as coercion and collection on different types of crime. It occupies a
special place measures to prevent unlawful acts; secondly: applicable legal measures of influence
should strictly comply with laws and other normative-legal acts;

third: law enforcement is carried out in compliance with certain procedures based on the law. For
example, there is no punishment for a crime is not applicable without trial;

fourthly: the implementation of law enforcement and the responsibility of the special authorized
state bodies composed of competent and trained rabotnikov.S that said, you can define the
concept of law enforcement; how is the activity of the state, represented by its designated
authorities to ensure the rule of law, the rule of law, protection of rights and legitimate interests
of society, the state, public and other associations of citizens, protection of the rights and
freedoms of man and citizen, the fight against crime and other offenses, which is carried out in
accordance with the law by applying simple accordance with the law of the legal effects of
measures (including measures of state coercion) .Po content law enforcement is not
monosyllabic. Its diversity is defined in relative Diversity performed social functions, the content
of which is predetermined by the main directions of this type of state activity. Among these areas
(functions) should include: constitutional control, justice, organizational support of the courts,



public prosecutor's supervision, detection and investigation of crimes - legal assistance and
defense in criminal cases.

Each of these areas is aimed at achieving concrete results: the elimination of violations of
provisions of the Constitution, due process and the resolution of civil, criminal and other cases,
the creation of conditions for the normal functioning of the courts; detection and elimination of
violations of the law by means of prosecutorial response, disclosing and exposing the
perpetrators of a crime, preparation of materials for consideration of particular cases in court,
representation to all who need it, qualified legal assistance. Achievement of these results,
ultimately provides the above-mentioned tasks of law enforcement, despite the specificity and
uniqueness of the methods used in the implementation of certain functions.

2. Law enforcement agencies: a general description and system

State service in the Republic of Kazakhstan is based on the following principles:

1. The rule of law;

2. Kazakhstan patriotism;

3. The unity of the civil service system;

4. The priority of the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of citizens before the interests of
the state;

5. Accessibility;

6. voluntary citizens' access to public office;

7. The professionalism and competence of civil servants;

8. Equal Pay for performance of equivalent work;

9. The compulsory execution of decisions taken by the higher state bodies and officials within
their powers to subordinate civil servants subordinate state bodies;

10. The accountability and the accountability of public servants.

To fulfill the main areas (functions) of law enforcement there are specific police.

In jurisprudence there is no consensus on the terms of the law enforcement agencies: some are
among them more and more, and others less. This disparity is explained by the fact that the
matter is not settled in law, as well as in the legislation is not given to the concept of law
enforcement. Some authors believe that the law enforcement agencies are the only ones who are
directly fighting against crime, others - that root out crime iinye attacks, and others - those who
support the procedure science has long taken root in public opinion mestah.V, according to
which the Court is a law enforcement agency. However, in our opinion, the assignment of
vessels to the law enforcement agencies is not true. Due to the fact that the court is a special state
body with the special, different from the law enforcement, legal status. According to paragraph 2
of Article 1. Constitutional Law "On the Judicial System and Status of Judges of the Republic of
Kazakhstan" is "to protect the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of citizens and
organizations, ensuring the execution of the Constitution and laws of other regulatory legal acts,
international treaties of the Republic ".. The practical significance of the judges is the time of
entry into force of the treaty mezh—dunarodnogo. The international treaty enters into force in
such manner and on the date specified in the contract.According to Art. 24 Vienna Convention
on the Law of Treaties, 1969, in the absence of such provision or agreement, a treaty vstu—paet
into force as soon as consent to be expressed by all participating States pere—govorah to be
bound by the treaty. For example, obyaza—telstva Russia, stemming from the European
Convention on Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms chelo—veka act since May 5, 1998 -
the day on which the Secretary-General ratifi—katsionnoy ratification of the Council of Europe.In
addition, the state at the time of signature or ratification of the treaty mezhdu—narodnogo entitled
to make reservations to the text.In accordance with the Vienna Convention on the Law of
Treaties, 1969, under the "reservation" means a unilateral statement made go—sudarstvom or
international organization in the process of concluding dogovo—ra having to change or eliminate
certain provisions in respect of the State and / or international organiza—tsii. The main purpose of



a reservation is to eliminate / modify the legal effect of certain provisions of the treaty in their
application to that State.For example, according to the article. 57 of the European Convention on
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, "any State nastoya—schey when signing the
Convention or when depositing its instrument of ratification, make a reservation to any particular
provision of the Convention in respect to—go that a law then in force in time for its territory, does
not meet this provision. This article provides general reservations.
