5 Lecture. International standards in the activities of the Ministry of Justice of the
Republic of Kazakhstan

1. International legal standards in the work of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of
Kazakhstan
2. Main areas of activity of the Ministry of Justice, related to international law:

1. According to h. 2 article. 32 of the Law on International Treaties of the Republic of
Kazakhstan executive whose responsibilities include matters governed by international
do—govorami, ensure fulfillment of the obligations and rights under the contracts, as well as
monitor the implementation of commitments by other party to the court. According to the
Regulation on the Mi-Ministry of Justice, approved by Presidential Decree, the Ministry shall
make recommendations regarding training conclusions and execution of international treaties
of Kazakhstan law assistance in civil, family and criminal cases in the field of intellectual
property protection treaties, takes in within its competence, RK obligations under such
contracts. These powers are exercised departments international cooperation, bailiffs and
legal assistance.

Currently, Kazakhstan is a party to more than 40 bilateral agreements on legal assistance,
covering stages training trial of civil cases, executions judicial decisions, as well as fulfilling
its obligations in a number of multilateral treaties, conventions and agreements in relation to
more than 100 countries .

The activities of the Ministry has developed enough steady practice on the organization of
legal assistance to ensure compliance with the terms of contracts, intended to guide overseas
letters rogatory, ensuring judicial practice on the range of issues and typical errors awareness
of regional administrations, as well as the courts of existing and newly conclusions contracts,
preparation of collections of contracts, and so on.

Accepted by the Ministry instructions, explanations, review letters have important
methodological help regional offices and the courts.

Some documents specify and clarify provisions international treaties and laws provide for the
implementation of individual recommendations of action process in strict accordance with
the agreements. Is an Among these, in particular, the letter "On the order of query execution
Ensuring implementation of the Ministry not infrequently contracts expressed in the
generalization of practice. In addition to the organizational and instructional work Ministry of
directly involved in the implementation of international treaties, receives letters rogatory sent
ino—strannym vessels, checks their compliance with the terms of contracts and transfers
abroad, receives and forwards appropriately Kazakhstan courts orders of foreign countries
courts.

In addition to the organizational and instructional work Ministry of submit proposals for the
conclusion of international agreements on legal assistance and maintains appropriate
negotiations, enters into agreements on legal cooperation with op-Ganas foreign states and
international organizations. It is also directly involved in the implementation of international
treaties, receives letters rogatory, directed foreign vessels, verifies their compliance with the
terms of contracts and sends abroad and receives forwards relevant Kazakhstan ships orders
of foreign countries courts.

2. Main directions of activity of the Ministry of Justice relating to international law:
« participation in the conclusion of international agreements, to ensure their implementation

* Provision of legal aid and treatment for her



* cooperation with international organizations
+ development of inter-agency cooperation with international partners

Improving the contractual basis of relations of the Republic of Kazakhstan with foreign
countries in the legal sphere is one of the main activities of the Ministry of Justice to promote
international cooperation. The Ministry of Justice shall provide an opinion on the draft
international agreements developed by other ministries and departments.

Accepted by the Ministry of orders, instructions, review letters provide important assistance
to territorial bodies and courts. They specify and clarify the provisions of international treaties
and legislation, make recommendations for the implementation of certain proceedings in strict
accordance with the agreements.

One of the distinct areas of activity of the ministry - the development of cooperation with
international organizations and foreign states on matters of their competence, exchange of
legal information. It coordinates the activities of the Republic of Kazakhstan on cooperation
with the European Committee for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading
Treatment or Punishment.

The Ministry of Justice has the right to conclude international treaties of the interdepartmental
character of Kazakhstan on the issues of the activity (eg, Memorandum of Understanding
between the Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan and the Ministry of Justice of France, on the
priorities for cooperation in 2004 - 2007).

Thus, the main areas of application of international norms are:

* legal assistance in matters related to the activities of courts of general jurisdiction
« Finally, interagency agreements

* Cottage clarification on all vessels

* Explains its territorial bodies on the application of international treaties

* Responding to requests of courts of general jurisdiction

The Ministry of Justice on the basis of international standards shall cooperate with the
relevant foreign authorities. Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Kazakhstan competent to
enter into international treaties of the interdepartmental character on behalf of the Republic of
Kazakhstan; At the same time it provides within its powers the fulfillment of obligations of
Kazakhstan parties under contracts and the implementation of the rights of the Kazakhstan
Party deriving from those treaties.

In the practice of international relations of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of
Kazakhstan acts bilateral cooperation agreements with ministerst—vami Justice of the
Republic of Poland, the Republic of Bulgary, Republic of Macedonia, the Republic of
Lithuania, the Turkish Republic. Rich accumulated experience of cooperation within the CIS.
besides Dbilateral agreements with almost all the members of the Co-friendship formed
Complex multilateral agreements, among which, along with the main Agreement cooperation
Ministers of Justice of Independent States
