International law enforcement organizations

1. International Criminal Courts
2. The International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol)

The history of the activities of international criminal courts is several decades old. The first
successful experience in this area was the "International Military Tribunal for the Judgment and
Punishment of the Main War Criminals of European Axis Countries."

The Tribunal was established in accordance with the Agreement concluded on August 8, 1945
between the Governments of the USSR, the United States, Great Britain and the Provisional
Government of the French Republic, and acted on the basis of the Charter. To investigate cases
and charge the main war criminals, the parties appointed four chief prosecutors (one from each
participating State). The defender's functions were carried out at the request of the defendants by
any lawyer who had the right to speak at a trial in his home country, or by any person authorized
by the Tribunal.

The Tribunal consisted of four members and their deputies, appointed by the parties.

The Tribunal had the right to "judge and punish persons who, acting in the interests of the
European axis countries individually or as members of the organization, committed crimes
against peace, war crimes, crimes against humanity.” In the case of any individual member of a
particular group or organization, the Tribunal could recognize that the group or organization of



which the defendant was a member was a criminal organization. In this case, the competent
national authorities of each party had the right to bring to justice national, military or occupation
tribunals for belonging to this group or organization.

The sessions of the Tribunal were held in the following order. At first the indictment was
announced. The Tribunal then questioned the defendants if they pleaded guilty. Then the accuser
pronounced the opening speech. The Tribunal interviewed prosecutors and defense counsel about
requests for evidence, after which the Tribunal issued a determination on these motions. Then the
witnesses of the prosecution were interrogated, and then the witnesses of the defense, after which
the prosecutors or defenders presented their evidence. The Tribunal asked questions from
witnesses and defendants. In the course of the proceedings, the prosecution and defense
interrogated witnesses and defendants. After that the defenders pronounced defensive speech,
and the accusers - accusatory speech. Finally, the defendants spoke with the last word, and the
Tribunal pronounced the verdict.

The Tribunal sentenced several major war criminals to death; The rest - to imprisonment.

In 1946, the International Military Tribunal for the Far East was established to punish the main
war criminals of Japan. The Tribunal acted on the basis of the Charter. The procedure for
creating this Tribunal was somewhat different from the International Military Tribunal for the
trial and punishment of the main war criminals of the European axis countries, but the
proceedings were similar.

A new stage in the development of international criminal courts came in the 90s. In 1993, the
International Tribunal for the Prosecution of Persons Responsible for Serious Violations of
International Humanitarian Law Committed in the Territory of the Former Yugoslavia since 1991
was established. The territorial jurisdiction of the Tribunal extends to the territory of the former
Yugoslavia. The provisional jurisdiction of the International Tribunal extends for a period
beginning on 1 January 1991.

Although the Tribunal and the national courts have parallel jurisdiction, the jurisdiction of the
Tribunal takes precedence over the jurisdiction of the courts of States. However, at any stage of
the proceedings, the Tribunal may formally request the national courts to transfer the
proceedings to the Tribunal.

Since 1995, several dozens of people who committed crimes on the territory of Yugoslavia were
convicted. The Tribunal has been repeatedly criticized for bias and "double standards".

The powers of the Tribunal expired in 2010.

The International Criminal Tribunal for the Prosecution of Persons Responsible for Genocide
and Other Serious Violations of International Humanitarian Law Committed in Rwanda and
Rwandan Citizens Responsible for Genocide and Other Such Violations Committed in the
Territory of Neighboring States since 1 January 1994 To December 31, 1994, established by the
UN Security Council, functions in accordance with the provisions of the Statute of the
International Tribunal for Rwanda 1994. The procedures for the establishment and operation of
the Rwanda Tribunal are similar to those foreseen Vai in the Statute of the Tribunal for the
former Yugoslavia.

A new step in the development of international justice was the adoption on July 17, 1998 in
Rome of the Statute of the International Criminal Court. Unlike previously created military
tribunals "for a specific case”, the Court is a permanent body and has jurisdiction over natural
persons guilty of committing: crimes of genocide; Crimes against humanity; War crimes;
Aggression. Russia signed the Statute in 2000, but ratification has been delayed. The United



States withdrew its signature under this document altogether. So the court's activities are
complicated by the non-participation of the largest states in it.

The court consists of the following bodies: Presidium; Appeals office. Judicial branch and Pre-
Trial Division; Office of the Prosecutor; Secretariat.

The Court consists of 18 judges. The Appeals Division of the Court consists of a chairman and
four more judges, a Trial Division of at least six judges and a Pre-Trial Division of at least six
judges. The judicial functions of the Court are carried out in each branch by the Chambers. The
Appeals Chamber is composed of all the judges of the Appeals Division. The functions of the
Chamber are carried out by three judges of the Trial Division. The functions of the Pre-Trial
Chamber shall be exercised by either the three judges of the Pre-Trial Division or one judge of
that Office in accordance with the Statute and the Rules of Procedure and Evidence.

Judges do not engage in any activity that may interfere with the performance of their judicial
functions or may cast doubts on their independence.

The Office of the Prosecutor acts independently as a separate body of the Court. It is responsible
for obtaining referrals and any reasonable information about crimes within the jurisdiction of the
Court for their examination and investigation and prosecution in the Court. The office is headed
by the prosecutor. The Prosecutor has all the powers to manage and manage the Office. The
Prosecutor is assisted by one or more Deputy Prosecutors and Deputy Prosecutors should be
citizens of different states.

The Secretariat is responsible for non-judicial aspects of the management of the affairs and
services of the Court. The Secretariat is headed by the Secretary, who is the chief administrative
officer of the Court. The Judges shall elect the Secretary by an absolute majority by secret ballot.

The procedure for the investigation, based on information on warnings falling within the
jurisdiction of the Court, is initiated by the prosecutor. He appeals to the Pre-Trial Chamber with
a request to authorize an investigation, together with any material gathered in support of the
request. If the Chamber finds that there are sufficient grounds for initiating an investigation and
that the matter falls within the jurisdiction of the Court, it authorizes the initiation of an
investigation conducted by the prosecutor.

The initial proceedings in the Court are as follows. After the transfer of the person to the Court or
the voluntary appearance of a person before the Court, the Pre-Trial Chamber shall ascertain that
this person has been informed of the crimes that he allegedly committed and his rights. After
that, the Pre-Trial Chamber conducts a hearing on the approval of the charges, on the basis of
which the prosecutor intends to seek a trial. The hearing is conducted in the presence of the
prosecutor and the accused, as well as his counsel. The Pre-Trial Chamber, on the basis of a
hearing, determines whether there is sufficient evidence to establish substantial grounds for
believing that the person has committed each of the offenses in which it is accused. The
Chamber confirms the charges against which it has determined that there is sufficient evidence
and transfers the person to a Trial Chamber for trial in connection with the allegations.

After the case is assigned to the hearing, the Trial Chamber appointed to review the case shall
determine the procedure for the trial. At the beginning of the proceedings, the Trial Chamber
reads the charges against the accused, previously approved by the Pre-Trial Chamber. The
Chamber verifies that the accused understands the contents of the charges. She gives the accused
an opportunity to confess their guilt or to declare their innocence. The burden of proving the
guilt of the accused lies with



2. The International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol)

The International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol) was established in 1921. In its current
form, Interpol has been operating since 1956, when the new Charter was adopted.

Interpol's goals include: ensuring the wide interaction of all national criminal police bodies;
Development of institutions for crime prevention and control. Interpol is not allowed to carry out
any activity of a political, military, religious or racial nature.

Interpol's bodies are: General Assembly, Executive Committee, General Secretariat, Advisers,
National Central Bureaus.

The General Assembly consists of delegates appointed by Member States. The Assembly
determines the tasks and principles of Interpol's activities, elects Interpol officials, and provides
recommendations to the members of the Organization. The Assembly holds its sessions annually.

The Executive Committee consists of the President of Interpol, three Vice-Presidents and nine
delegates elected by the General Assembly (the President for four years, the remaining persons
for three). The Executive Committee prepares meetings of the General Assembly, monitors the
implementation of its decisions, and performs other functions. The Executive Committee meets
for meetings at least once a year.

The Interpol's permanent body is the General Secretariat, consisting of the Secretary-General
(elected by the General Assembly for five years) and technical and administrative staff
(appointed by the Secretary-General).

In order to ensure cooperation with Interpol, each participating State defines the body (the
National Central Bureau), which engages directly with the Organization.

The advisers provide scientific advice to Interpol and are appointed by the Executive Committee
for three years.

The seat of the headquarters of Interpol is Lyon (France).
The main activities of Interpol are as follows:

1) criminal registration. The object of registration is information about "international™ criminals
and crimes of an international character;

2) international search. The main type of search on the channels of Interpol is the search for
criminals. However, the tasks of Interpol include the search for missing persons, stolen property
(cars, works of art, etc.).

Interpol also collects and summarizes statistical data on crime in participating States. Special
attention is paid to information on international crime and “international” criminals.

Interpol central bodies and Interpol national central bureaus conduct extensive research work in
the participating states, in particular, information on criminology, criminology, criminal law, etc.
is collected and disseminated, numerous departmental bulletins are published (for example, the
Bulletin "Counterfeits And forgeries "), etc.

The Republic Kazakhstan has been a member of Interpol since 1990. The National Central
Bureau of Interpol in RK is a division of the criminal militia that is part of the central apparatus
of the Ministry of the Interior of RK, which has the status of the main department. Creation,
reorganization and liquidation of territorial offices (branches) of bureaus are carried out by the
Minister of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan.



The tasks of the Interpol bureau in RK include: ensuring the effective international exchange of
information on criminal offenses; Assistance in fulfilling requests of international law
enforcement organizations and law enforcement agencies of foreign states in accordance with
international treaties of the RK; Monitoring the implementation of international treaties on
combating crime, to which the RK is a party. The Interpol Bureau's activities are carried out on
the basis of interaction with law enforcement and other state bodies of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, as well as international law enforcement organizations and law enforcement
agencies of foreign member states of Interpol.

The National Central Bureau of Interpol performs the following functions:

- accepts, processes and sends to the General Secretariat of Interpol and the national central
bureaux of other states inquiries, investigative orders and messages for the search, arrest and
extradition of the perpetrators of crimes, as well as for the search and seizure of foreign proceeds
of crime stolen Objects and documents, conduct of other operational-search and procedural
actions in cases in the production of these bodies;

- takes steps to comply with requests from Russia by international law enforcement organizations
and law enforcement agencies of Interpol member states;

- determines whether, in accordance with the Statute of Interpol and the binding decisions of the
General Assembly of Interpol, federal laws and international treaties of the Russian Federation,
the requests received from the national central bureau of Interpol of foreign countries and on the
territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan are sent to the relevant organs

determines whether, in accordance with the Statute of Interpol and the binding decisions of the
General Assembly of Interpol, federal laws and international treaties of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, the requests received from the national central bureau of Interpol of foreign
countries and on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan are forwarded to the appropriate
bodies of the Republic of Kazakhstan

- other functions stipulated in the regulations on the national central office.

The National Central Bureau of Interpol operates exclusively in the field of combating criminal
offenses, without affecting crimes of a political, military, religious or racial character.
