	Academic presentation of the course


	The course “Speech communication” according to the curriculum of the specialty 5B050400 – “journalism” is 2 hours of practical classes per week and 1 hour of SIW. 

Aim: to acquire communicative competence by students, the level of which allows the use a foreign language in professional (industrial and scientific) activities, as well as for self-education purposes.
Knowledge: to recognize in oral and written statements the meaningful information, to use the basic grammatical units common to technical speech;  to recognize and use in oral and written statements the basic terminology of their broad and narrow specialty, which includes an active (800 lexical units) and a passive (520 lexical units) lexical minimum of terminology. 
Understanding: to understand oral and written speech within the professional topics (lectures, seminars, speeches, conversations).
Application: to extract necessary information from English-language sources created in various sign systems (text, table, graph, diagram, audiovisual, etc.) in typical situations of professional and business communication; to participate in the discussion of topics related to the specialty
Analysis: to be able to analyze logics of various kinds of reasoning, to have skills in public speech, argumentation, discussion and polemics in English
Synthesis: to annotate, abstract and present in native language / from native language the main content of texts on the specialty, if necessary using a dictionary; to write messages, articles, reports, annotations, abstracts, course works on professional topics. 
Evaluation: to prepare and make oral presentations on professional topics, including using the multimedia technologies.

	Prerequisites
	The course “Speech communication” is related to basic disciplines as “Basic Foreign Language”, “Practical Grammar of the First Foreign Language”, “Practice on Phonetics of the First Foreign Language”, and to the theoretical and linguistic disciplines to be studied  in the next semester.

ACADEMIC POLICY OF THE COURSE
Master student should: regularly attend all types of lessons (lectures, seminars, practical lessons, laboratory lessons) and lessons on IWMT; do MIW in the given volume and the set time, using recommended literatures or other resources in libraries or internet; strictly follow the graphic of passing written works (IWM and IWMT); attend rating and final controls.

Rating and Final controls of students; knowledge are held in accordance with confirmed graphic of teaching process of the educational institution.
