Rating and Final controls of students; knowledge are held in accordance with confirmed graphic of teaching process of the educational institution.

CC (Current control) is the systematic control of the masters’ academic achievements on each theme and unit conducted by the teacher. Modular control is divided into the first and second rating controls, which are held on the seventh and fifteenth week of the semester. The final rating is formed from marks of 2 current (module) rating and final exam.
