LECTURE Ne 3 Citizens - Individual subjects of administrative law

1. The concept of citizens - as individual subjects of administrative law
2. The rights and duties of citizens as subjects of administrative law.

1. One of the subjects of administrative law are individuals, which mean citizens, foreign citizens
and stateless persons. These categories of persons are characterized by essential elements of the
peculiarities of their legal position. So a citizen of the Republic of Kazakhstan is characterized
by his legal relationship with the Kazakh state, a foreign citizen - with the relevant foreign state,
a stateless person does not have such a connection with any of the states.

The legal status of citizens of Kazakhstan is established by the Constitution of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, as well as by international legal acts, in particular, by the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights.

The administrative and legal status of citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan constitutes the most
important part of their general legal status and is fixed in many laws and by-laws.

The contents of the administrative and legal status of a person and a citizen are:

a complex of their rights and obligations, fixed by the norms of administrative law;

guarantees for the realization of these rights and duties, including their protection by law and the
mechanism of protection by state and local government bodies;

However, not all the rights and duties of a person and a citizen are derived from his
constitutional legal status. Quite a few who are outside of this status and are established by
regulatory enactments that are consistent with the constitutional concept of the position of a



person and citizen in the Republic of Kazakhstan. For example, the rights and responsibilities
associated with the management of vehicles, the acquisition of weapons, etc.

In the formation and implementation of the constituents of the administrative and legal status of
the citizens of Kazakhstan, in addition to the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
state administration and local self-government bodies are of great importance. Within the
competence granted, they are:

issue legal acts that affect the content of the status of citizens, entailing the acquisition of rights
and duties in this or that sphere (for example, the realization of the right to education requires the
publication of an act on enrollment in an educational institution);

organize the implementation of laws that are directly related to the administrative and legal
situation of citizens;

assist citizens in the realization of their specific subjective rights (for example, in matters of
social protection);

protect the rights and freedoms of citizens.

Thus, it can be concluded that administrative law specifies the rights and duties of citizens,
established by constitutional law and does so with the help of government and local government.
The Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, article 12, states: "The rights and freedoms of
the individual are recognized and guaranteed in the Republic of Kazakhstan in accordance with
the Constitution.” Article 14 prohibits any discrimination "on grounds of origin, social, official
and property status, sex, race, nationality, language, attitude to religion, beliefs, place of
residence or for any other reasons .. "However, the equality of the administrative capacity of
citizens of Kazakhstan, as a general ability to have the rights to incur a duty and, does not mean
that all citizens really have all the complex of specific subjective rights and obligations provided
for by law.

The administrative capacity of citizens can not be alienated and transferable. Its scope is
changed only by law. For individual citizens, this legal capacity may be temporarily limited in
cases and in the manner determined by law, for example, in connection with the commission of a
criminal or administrative offense for which the law provides for sanctions in the form of
deprivation of liberty, deprivation of special rights and other limitations. The state of emergency
provides for the possibility of imposing restrictions on the rights and freedoms of citizens,
specifying the limits of their validity. In the Republic of Kazakhstan, types of rights and
freedoms that are not subject to restriction (the right to life, to privacy, freedom of conscience,
etc.)

Despite the fact that the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan establishes equality of rights
and freedoms of all citizens of Kazakhstan, the inequality of certain categories of people may be
legalized depending on various circumstances. There are significant features in the legal status of
internally displaced persons, the unemployed and some other categories of people:

1. The unemployed are citizens of working age who are unemployed, ready to work;

The procedure for registering unemployed citizens is established in article 6 of this law.

1. The authorized body for employment, physical and legal persons of any form of ownership
engaged in labor mediation, register and register unemployed persons.

2. Physical and legal entities of any form of ownership engaged in labor intermediation are
required to submit statistical reports in the manner and within the terms established by the
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

3. The authorized body on employment issues the state statistical reporting to the central
executive body in the manner and terms established by the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

4. The central executive body shall submit to the state statistical body statistical reports in
accordance with the procedure and in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.



The division of rights and duties of citizens relies primarily on their system, enshrined in the
Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan. At the same time, constitutional rights and
obligations acquire real significance when they are reflected in administrative and legal ones.
The rights and duties of citizens in content can be divided into two groups:

statutory, indicating the position of a citizen in the social structure of the country;

adequate to those areas in which rights and obligations can be realized.

Administrative law affects the exercise of constitutional rights, duties and freedoms of citizens to
varying degrees. In everyday life, some of them are realized outside of any legal relationship.

In the legislation there are no clear criteria (age, etc.), which affect the possibility of ownership
of these or other services. In order to become subjects of administrative law, citizens should not
only be able to be legal, but also be ready to appropriate, consume those services that are offered
within the framework of law. The presence of administrative capacity for citizens arises earlier
than the legal capacity in other branches of law, therefore prerequisites are initially created for
choosing the satisfaction of services (educational, spiritual, material, medical, etc.). At the same
time, the administrative legislation regulates in some detail the procedure for providing socially
important services (the order of admission to a particular type of civil service), indicates possible
restrictions related to the state of health, educational level, place of residence, and past unlawful
behavior. The rights and freedoms of a citizen can be limited only by laws and only to the extent
necessary for the protection of the constitutional order, the protection of public order, human
rights and freedoms, public health and morality. The current legislation establishes the procedure
for considering citizens' appeals. The procedure itself sets out in detail the characteristics of
appeals, which include: proposals, statements, complaints, responses, requests that presuppose an
individual or collective application form at certain procedural terms. At the same time, the
meaning of the citizen's appeal is not limited only to the very opportunity to solve the arising
issue, but the person who has applied has the right: 1. to present the arguments personally; 2.
submit additional material; 3. get a motivated document; 4. to appeal against the decision taken
on appeal to a higher authority; 5. Apply to the court. Subjects of administrative law are also
foreign citizens and stateless persons. These individuals, along with common rights and duties,
have a special legal status. From the point of view of administrative law, these persons are
properly legalized and traditionally classified as permanently residing and temporarily residing.
The difference between them is that foreigners who permanently reside in Kazakhstan are
recognized as having received a permit and a permanent residence permit issued by the bodies of
internal affairs. The remaining foreign citizens who are on other legal grounds are considered
temporarily staying. It should be emphasized that in recent years the Republic of Kazakhstan (its
authorized bodies) has taken steps to return ethnic groups to their historical homeland. In these
and other cases, a permissive order of entry is established if there are foreign passports of entry
visas, unless otherwise established by Kazakhstan and the relevant party. The basis for issuing
visas are the invitations of the host country and the permission of authorized bodies. In literature,
along with citizens, foreign citizens, stateless persons (individual subjects), it is customary to
single out collective entities and public entities (associations) into a separate independent
category.
