TYPES, CRITERIA AND BASES OF CLASSIFICATION OF HUMAN RIGHTS AND
FREEDOMS.

1.Types, criteria and grounds for classification of human rights and freedoms
2.Generations of human rights and freedoms.

1.The system of basic human rights, freedoms, and duties established in law and legal science has
passed through a thousand-year history of formation. Modern ideas about the types, scope and
content of the proclaimed rights and freedoms first became complex after the Second world war.
The United Nations has made a huge contribution to the establishment of a universal system of
rights and freedoms by developing and adopting numerous international legal instruments in the
field of human rights, including declarations, covenants, conventions, resolutions, agreements,
arrangements and recommendations. The diversity of existing rights and freedoms allows us to
classify them on various grounds, depending on the goal and task. The same groups of rights and
freedoms can be assigned to different classifications. For example, depending on the level of legal
regulation, there are: - fundamental rights enshrined in international universal legal acts, - basic
rights declared by the country's Basic law-the Constitution, - derivative rights and freedoms
formed from the basic ones that have been developed and specified in sectoral national legislation.
Most developed legal, democratic States strive for the most complete and comprehensive
settlement of the legal status of a person and a citizen. This explains the fact that the basic rights
and freedoms in national constitutional acts are identical with the fundamental rights and freedoms
at the international legal level. The characteristics and the nature of the political and legal
connection of a person and the state, and it (person) legal status may be due to the division of rights
and freedoms on rights and freedoms of man and citizen, refugee, stateless persons, and dual
nationals, foreign citizen, forced migrant. Depending on the scope of implementation, there are: -
social (including, for example, pension, labor and housing), - economic (including property), -
cultural, - environmental, - electoral, - political, - personal and other rights and freedoms.
Depending on the numerical (quantitative) the participants rights and freedoms can also be
classified into: - individual, sold individually - a collective run by the group. To the individual may
include all personal and a number of other rights and freedoms (the right to work, to leisure, the
right to vote, elect and be elected, to choose the language of communication, etc.). 6 collective
human rights Rights should include such rights and freedoms as the right to hold meetings and
street marches, to strike, to unite, including for the protection of their economic rights (trade
unions), to develop and maintain their national and cultural traditions, and others. Individual rights
include all personal rights and a number of other rights and freedoms (the right to work, to rest, to
vote, to elect and be elected, to choose the language of communication, etc.). Collective human
rights Should include such rights and freedoms as the right to hold meetings and street marches,
to strike, to unite, including for the protection of their economic rights (trade unions), to develop
and maintain their national and cultural traditions, and others. For example, the rights of children,
women, refugees, the disabled, pensioners, prisoners, the mentally ill, national, religious, ethnic,
linguistic or other minorities, etc. should be distinguished by the range of persons or by their
subject composition. Some modern scientists distinguish: - material rights and freedoms that imply
the achievement of any benefits, including material or spiritual, intellectual (the right to a name,
to profess a religion, to be an atheist, to intellectual property, including copyright for a literary or
musical work, a technical invention, the right to property, including real estate, a share in
inheritance, etc.) - procedural rights aimed at ensuring and protecting other rights and freedoms
(the right to appeal to the court and other state bodies, judicial protection, strikes, etc.). In legal
science, there is also a point of view about the division of rights and freedoms into positive ones,
in the implementation of which the state must and takes part, creates the necessary prerequisites



and conditions, takes comprehensive measures to promote and effectively implement them (social,
economic, cultural); negative ones, in the implementation of which the state must refrain from
direct interference (personal, political) in the process of achieving them.

2.GENERATIONS OF HUMAN RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS

The most widely accepted and widespread classification was formed on the basis of and in
accordance with historically consistent periods of formation of the theory of human rights in
General and the formation of a particular group of rights and freedoms over a certain period of
time. The history of the formation of the concept of human rights and freedoms, the practice of its
implementation has been formed over many centuries. At each historical stage of state and social
construction, a certain system of human rights and freedoms was formed, sometimes very stable
and coherent. As a result, the main groups of rights and freedoms were crystallized, the content of
which was determined by the needs of the state and society at each specific historical period of
time. Hence the emergence of the concept of "generation of rights” in international law.
Traditionally, legal science and practice conventionally distinguish three generations of human
rights and freedoms: 1) the first, which corresponds to the personal (civil) and political rights and
freedoms proclaimed during the bourgeois revolutions; 2) the second, corresponding to social,
economic and cultural rights and freedoms based on socially oriented teachings; 3) the third, which
initiated the formation of collective (solidaristic) rights and freedoms, proclaimed mainly by third
world countries as a slogan and goal in national liberation movements. However, it should be noted
that in the second half of the twentieth century in the scientific community, a discussion and
insistently made the point about the existence of group rights and freedoms, new in its content and
form of implementation encountered in the development, first and foremost, individual rights, or
forming a completely independent group in the General system of rights and freedoms, the so-
called somatic rights and freedoms, which is currently considered by some scientists to be the
fourth generation and associated with the need for formal legal recognition of them in the legal
and political documents of States. The scientific and legal analysis of these rights and freedoms
requires special attention in view of their novelty and relevance for each person.
