	Aim of course 
	Expected Learning Outcomes (LO)
Upon completion of the course, students shall:

	The course “International Policy and Diplomacy of Kazakhstan” is aimed at Bachelor’s students, is to be taught during one semester and consists of three modules of five weeks each. 
The course starts with an overview of means and instruments of bilateral and multilateral diplomacy as a realization of a foreign policy course of a state according to its national interests and proceeds to apply those concepts and analytical tools to the case of Kazakhstan.
