The answer contains stylistic errors and inaccurate use of terms.
	A “satisfactory” grade is given for an answer that contains incomplete coverage of the questions proposed in the ticket, superficially argues the main points, allows for compositional imbalances in the presentation, violations of the logic and sequence of presentation of the material, and does not illustrate theoretical points with examples from the developed class notes.
