Compliance with 

grammatical rules 
Fully observes grammatical 

word order in constructing 

different types of sentences. 

Absence of  grammatical 

mistakes.  

Makes slight mistakes in 

grammar which do not affect 

the meaning of the statement 

in observing grammatical 

word order. 

Makes serious grammatical 

mistakes, which makes it 

difficult to understand, does 

not always construct sentences 

correctly in a foreign language.  

Does not follow 

grammatical word order, 

which  makes 

comprehension much more 

difficult.  

Fluency The speech tempo is slightly 

above average. Makes small 

pauses in speaking. 

The speech tempo is slow. 

Pauses for medium length 

pauses during speaking to 

look up words and 

grammatical structures. 

The speech tempo is a little 

slow. Makes significant 

pauses. 

The speech tempo is very 

low. Makes long pauses. 

Speech is very limited in 

time.  

Quality of 

performance 

The speaker does not look at 

the screen or at his notes. 

The speaker occasionally 

(two or three times) looks at 

the screen or at his notes.  

The speaker looks at the screen 

or at his notes more than 7-10 

times 

The speaker is constantly 

looking at the screen or at 

his notes. 
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
