- be able to apply special terminology in the field of professional training; 

- organize speech activity in a foreign language, translate and interpret texts within the professional sphere of communication; 

- know the lexical and grammatical minimum of foreign language communication of professional nature, terminology in a foreign language in the field of professional education;

- know the basic techniques of technical translation of literature on vocational training;

- be able to extract the necessary information from the original text of professional orientation in a foreign language
