	Traditional system assessment
	Criterion-based assessment is the process of correlating the actual learning outcomes achieved with the expected learning outcomes based on clearly defined criteria. It is based on formative and summative assessment.
Formative assessment is a type of assessment that is carried out during everyday learning activities. It is a current indicator of academic performance. It ensures an operational relationship between the student and the teacher. It allows you to determine the student's capabilities, identify difficulties, help in achieving the best results, and promptly adjust the educational process for the teacher. The assessment includes the completion of assignments, activity in the classroom during lectures, seminars, practical classes (discussions, quizzes, debates, round tables, laboratory work, etc.). The acquired knowledge and competencies are assessed.
Summative assessment – a type of assessment that is carried out upon completion of the study of a section in accordance with the discipline program. Conducted 3-4 times per semester when performing SRO. This is an assessment of the development of expected learning outcomes in relation to descriptors.
