The place of the history of political doctrines in the structure of social sciences. The relationship between the history of political doctrines, theory and history, state, political science, history of sectoral state and legal disciplines.
The history of political doctrines as a foundation for scientific prognostics and futurology in the field of political, legal and other social sciences, and the development of global problems of our time.

"The Sayings of Ipuser " . The divine nature of power and laws in the political ideas of the slave owners of Ancient Babylon. The Laws of Hammurabi.
Social and political teachings in Ancient India.
Justification of the class-caste system. Origin of power and its organization. Ideology of Brahmanism in India. Laws of Manu. Arthashastra Kautilya . Buddhism as a heretical, anti-Brahmanical movement and the first world religion. The structure of society and the nature of power. Preaching the equality of all people regardless of caste and class. Paths to liberation from suffering.
Political ideology of Ancient China. Confucius (551–479 BC). Society and state. The ideal of man. Equal distribution of wealth. The nature of government. Morality and politics. The socio-political teachings of Taoism. Causes of inequality and social evils. Criticism of violence. The social ideal. Mo Tzu (479–400 BC). Ancient Chinese Legalism . People and power. Means of governance. The socio-political ideal. Natural equality of people. Protest against oppression and poverty. Contractual origin of the state. Foundations of government. Understanding of justice. The main ideas of Taoism. The Fa Jia school and the political views of its representatives.

Departure from mythological ideas about society, power, and man's place on earth. Seven wise men. The political ideal of Solon. Political views of Heraclitus. Epicurus: The origin and essence of the state. The materialistic line of ancient philosophy of Democritus. Innovativeness of the political judgments of the sophists. Pythagoras: "Man is the measure of all things." Socrates and his attitude to democracy.
Plato (427–347 BC). Philosophical foundations of understanding society. Plato's ideal state. Plato's works "The State" and "Laws". Division of labor as the basis for the structure of society and the state. Principles of dividing society into classes, their hierarchy. The concept of equality and justice. Attitude to slavery. Problems of property. State property and ownership. Politics as knowledge and art. Political ideal, concept of the ideal state. Forms of government, their evolution. Principles of the best structure of the state and organization of power.
Aristotle (384–322 BC). "Politics", "Athenian Polity ", "Ethics". Aristotle's political concept: "Man is a political being (animal)." Morality and politics. Human nature and freedom. Forms of property. Justification of slavery. The idea of equality and justice. The origin and purpose of the state. The reasons determining the forms of the state. Attitude to democracy. The ideal of government.
Polybius (210–128 BC). The main forms of government. The pattern of their cyclical change. Characteristic features of the “mixed” form of government.

Justification of slavery and social inequality. The search for an optimal form of government. The political ideal. Qualities necessary for a politician. His works "On the State" and "On the Laws". Roman Stoics: preaching fatalism.
The emergence of Christianity, the formation of its dogmas. Political ideology of the early Christians . The evolution of Christianity. The world, man, power in Christian teaching. Political ideas of early heretical movements. Montanism . Ebionites . Gnostics.
Eschatology and messianism in the early Christian tradition. The idea of the historical perspective of humanity. Attitude to property and labor. Ideas of spiritual and property community. Understanding freedom and equality. The origin of secular power and attitude towards it. The formation of Christian churches and the evolution of social ideas of early Christianity.
Aurelius Augustine (354–430). Political views of Augustine the Blessed. The essay “On the City of God”. Relations between church and state, “the city of God” and “the earthly city”. Theocratic theory of the state. Tasks of the state. The supremacy of the church over the state. The sinful nature of man and free will as sources of social evil.

The opposition of the people's will and the "grace of God" as the source of supreme power. The priority of church canon over state law. Patriarch Photius ( patriarch 858–867 and 878–886). Divine and popular origin of the law. Theocratic ideal of the empire. Rights and duties of the emperor. Constantine VII Porphyrogenitus (905–959). Divine origin of imperial power. The problem of the legitimacy of hereditary power. The right of imperial domination. Michael Psellus (1018 – c . 1078 or c . 1096). The doctrine of state power. Beginnings of Traditionalism.
Political thought of Western Europe. The main stages of its formation. The Christian religion and the Roman Catholic Church. Deepening of the medieval religious worldview.
The Doctrine of the "Two Swords" of Gelasius I (Pope 492-496). The theory of the "two swords" as a justification for the political claims of the church. Social stratification of feudal society. The relationship between church and secular authorities. Political views of the ruling class of church-secular feudal lords and the peasant masses, their ideologists.
John Scotus Eriugena ( c . 810 – c . 877). Unification of secular and religious authority. Hierarchy of power and social organization. The bureaucratic ideal of Gregory VII ( Hildebrand ) (1015/1020–1085). John of Salisbury (1115/1120–1180). The state as a “political organism”. The concept of the “sovereign”.
Justification of the doctrine of tyranny . The problem of succession of legitimate power.
Thomas Aquinas (1226–1274). Ideological sources. Origin and essence of the state. Forms of government. Supremacy of church power over secular. Concept of law, types of laws. Justification of inequality. Views on property, faith. Thomism and neo-Thomism.
W. Ockham (1285/1290–1347/1350) Nominalism as a methodological basis for political doctrine. Critique of theocracy. Justification of the autonomy of secular power. Desacralization and de-ethicization of political power. The people as a source of political power. Conditions for the legitimacy of secular power. Elements of the theory of social contract and popular sovereignty. The ideal of a “political monarchy” and a “world state”.
Dante Alighieri (1265–1321). The Ideal of a “Universal Monarchy” and Universal Peace. Marsilius Padua ( c . 1275–1343), his natural-historical concept of the origin of power and the state. Sources of power and law. The relationship between legislative and executive powers. Two types of laws. Criticism of the justification of church intervention in state affairs. The thinker's ideas about the people as sovereign.
The ideal of a universal monarchy in Dante. Arguments against claims to world domination. Dante as an ideologist of the urban bourgeoisie in the early period of development of urban culture. The struggle between secular and spiritual authorities. The socio-political content of medieval heresies. Waldenses. Bogomilism. Patarenes . Albigenses. Taborites. Bohemian Brethren. The Lollard movement in England. John Wycliffe . Jan Hus.
Socio-political teachings of the Arab East.
The development of feudalism in the countries of the Arab East and the peculiarities of the development of political ideology in these countries during the period named. The emergence of Islam, its main political ideas. Attitude to property and equality.
Islam is the most important religious and political ideology of the Middle Ages in the East. Theocracy as a characteristic feature of the political ideas of the Koran. Sunnism and Shiism. The worldview of the Kharijites and Islamists.
Religion and politics. Origin of power, submission to it. Tasks of the state, its ideal. Directions in Islam. Views on society and power Abu Nasr al-Farabi (870-950) - the father of Arab political philosophy. His treatises "On the views of the inhabitants of the virtuous city", "Aphorisms of a statesman". Political concepts of al- Mawardi , Ibn Sina, Ibn Rushd, Ibn Khaldun , "Brothers of Purity".
Ibn Sina (980–1037), Ibn Rushd (1126–1198), Ibn Khaldun (1332–1406).

Theory of state sovereignty. The doctrine of supreme power and its properties. Signs of sovereignty of power, its limits. Attitude to the idea of popular sovereignty. Rejection of “mixed” forms of government. J. Bodin’s views on social development and the cycle of state forms.
Political ideas of European utopian socialism. T. More (1478–1535) “On the best social order and on the new island of Utopia” . Humanistic criticism of private property. Model of the perfect state. Organization of labor and distribution. Principles of management. Understanding of equality, justice and freedom.

N. Machiavelli (1469–1527). Secular political doctrine of N. Machiavelli. Historical necessity and free will. The nature of man and the state. The reasons that determine the forms of the state and their change. Attitude to estates, people and aristocracy. The relationship between goals and means in politics. Politics and morality. Rules of political art. The role of violence in governing the state. Qualities of a perfect ruler. Ways to improve the state structure. "The Prince", "Discourses on the First Decade of Titus Livius", "History of Florence".
Political currents of the people's reformation and peasant war in Germany. Social and political-legal views of the leader of the peasant-plebeian camp - Thomas Müntzer. T. Müntzer ( c . 1490-1525). Religious foundations of ideas about equality. Features of a just society. Ways to achieve it.
Religious and political attitudes of the ideologists of the Reformation wing – Martin Luther. M. Luther (1483–1546). The main provisions of Luther’s doctrine. The thesis of “justification by faith”. The idea of predestination. The demarcation of the spheres of activity of spiritual and secular authorities. The influence of the Reformation on the political and spiritual life of the New Age. The main directions of Protestantism.
J. Calvin (1509–1564). Development of the doctrine of predestination. Formation of Protestant ethics. Principles of church organization. Church and state. Duties and rights of man in the state. Political ideal.
Spiritual life of Utopia.
T. Campanella (1568–1639). "The City of the Sun". Theoretical sources of the model of the ideal system. Organization of property, labor and distribution. Principles of state structure and management. The role of science in life.

The concept of justice. Contractual origin of the state. The essence of supreme power, its sovereignty. Questions of war and peace. His works "On the Law of War and Peace", "On the Right of Prey", "On the Antiquity and Structure of the Babayev Republic, Politics, Forms of Government, on Just and Unjust Wars".
Political doctrines of Baruch (Benedict) Spinoza (1632–1677). Philosophical foundations of political ideas. Laws of human nature. Necessity and freedom. Sources of natural law. Inalienable rights of the individual. Contractual origin of the state. Tasks of the state. Forms of state structure. Psychologized interpretation of the causes and manifestations of social interaction between people. "Political treatise".
The Bourgeois Revolution in England and Its Peculiarities: Distinctions in the Political Demands of the Independents. John Milton. Political Ideas of the Levellers. John Lilburne .
Diggers and their ideologist Gerard Winstanley (1609 - after 1652). Understanding the natural rights of man. Denial of private property, wage labor, oppression. Equality and justice. Features of the "community system". Public ownership of land. Republican government based on law. Democratic principles of organizing power. The concept of freedom. Paths to a just system.
Political concepts of the English thinker Thomas Hobbes (1588–1679). Philosophical foundations of political theory. Human nature. The “natural” state of society. The emergence of the state. The purpose of the state. The role of the state. Social contract. The thinker’s attitude to forms of government and property.
J. Locke (1632–1704). Philosophical foundations of political doctrine. Development of the theory of natural law. Human nature. Natural state of society. Inalienable rights of the individual. Contractual theory of the origin of the state. Preservation of property and inalienable human rights as the main goal of the state. The state and the individual. Limits of power. Exercise of power on the basis of laws. Separation of legislative and executive powers, their relationship. Subordination to the decision of the majority. Sovereignty of the people, their right to armed rebellion. The ideal of state structure.
His works: "On the Citizen", "Principles of Philosophy", "Leviathan". John Locke as an ideologist of social compromise. "Two Treatises on Government".

The role of a strong central executive power. Federal structure of the state. The nature of presidential power. Political ideal. The embodiment of his political ideas in the Constitution of 1787. Principles of relations between the federation and the states.

Separation of powers and guarantees against despotism. Rights and responsibilities. Sovereignty of the people and sovereignty of power. Political ideal. The role of contradictions in the development of society. Reform and revolution. The theory of "eternal peace". I. Kant and modernity.
J. G. Fichte (1762–1814). Duality and contradictory nature of his views. Philosophy of history. Origin of the state and its tasks. Necessity of state coercion to respect individual rights. Responsibility of power to society, its subordination to the law. People as the highest source of power. Right of the people to revolution, change of the state system. German liberalism ( W. von Humboldt, L. Stein ).
W. von Humboldt (1767–1835) substantiated the value of freedom by the importance of individual self-development with the aim of achieving perfection in his work “Ideas for an Experiment in Determining the Limits of State Activity.”
L. Stein (1815–1890) Class struggle. The inevitability of social revolutions. The state and civil society. The supra-class nature of the state. Disadvantages of the republic and the importance of constitutional monarchy. Justification of legality, law and order, and the inviolability of citizens' rights.
English liberalism. Philosophical and economic foundations of political liberalism. I. Bentham (1748-1832), J. St. Mill (1806-1873). Denial of the theory of natural law and social contract. Human nature. Interests of the individual. The principle of utility. Freedom of the individual. Morality and politics. The goals of politics and the means of implementation. The place and role of the state in society. The ideal of the socio-political structure of society.
Political and legal ideas of O. Comte. Positive sociology and the theory of "positive politics" of O. Comte (1798-1857). Social process and its character. Regularity of stages of evolution of society and political development. Main features of " sociocracy ".
Social Darwinism and attempts to vulgarize the doctrines of society and the state ( Gobineau , Spencer). Anthropological sociology and political theory of J. A. de Gobineau (1816-1882). Organic theory of society and the state of G. Spencer (1820-1903). Theory of evolutionary progress. Denial of revolution and socialism. Freedom of the individual.
History of the formation and main directions of anarchism ( J. Proudhon , M. A. Bakunin, P. A. Kropotkin). Philosophical and economic foundations of the political views of P. J. Proudhon (1809-1865). Theory of "community socialism". Property, its essence and origin. Socio-political ideal. Freedom, equality and justice. Peaceful path of social transformation.
Anarchist doctrine of M.A. Bakunin (1814-1876). Ideological and theoretical origins, social prerequisites and features of Russian anarchism. Utopia of anarcho-communism and revolutionary program: idea of freedom, anti-theologism , specifics of Russian statehood, criticism of political institutions, bureaucracy, exploitation and inequality; idea of federalism. Concept of social revolution: goals and means, driving forces; people and organization of revolutionaries, tactics of "direct action". Role of violence, tasks of revolutionary destruction.
Utopia of anarcho-communism by P.A. Kropotkin (1842-1921). Theoretical foundations of Kropotkianism : the law of mutual assistance, the concept of the "instinct of solidarity", the interpretation of the nature of state power, the need to destroy the state, the idea of federalism.
Anarcho-individualism of M. Stirner (1806-1856). Individual and society. Freedom of the individual. The attitude of the individual to property and the state.
Political Doctrine of Marxism. Theoretical foundations and stages of creation and development of Marxist doctrine by K. Marx (1818-1883) and F. Engels (1820-1895). Philosophical and sociological substantiation of the theory of politics. Materialistic theory of politics. Interaction of economics and politics, determining role of economics. Origin and historical destinies of private property, classes and state. Essence of the state, its forms and functions. Class struggle. Social revolution. Dictatorship of the proletariat, proletarian democracy. "Manifesto of the Communist Party". 
F.-W. Nietzsche (1844-1900). Will to power. Hierarchy of masters and slaves. Domination of the chosen few. "Master morality" and "slave morality". Nietzschean nihilism, negative attitude towards the state, legislation and democracy. Justification of violence, wars and subordination.

“Classical” theories of elites ( G. Mosca , V. Pareto , R. Michels ). G. Mosca : the concept of the “political (ruling) class”. V. Pareto: the sociology of human actions. The theory of elite change. R. Michels (1876–1936): intellectual and the labor movement. Formation of the elite and the patterns of its functioning according to the work of Robert Michels “Sociology of Party Organizations in Modern Democracy” (1911).
Critique of classical elitism and “new” theories of elites ( J. Ortega y Gasset, K. Mannheim , S. M. Lipset , C. R. Mills ). “Value” elitism ” by Jose Ortega y Gasset (1883–1955). Problems of power and violence, the main characteristics of the “spiritual elite” and its role in governing society according to the book “The Revolt of the Masses” (1930).
Neo-elitism (T.R. Dye, L.H. Zeigler ). Formation and functioning of elites in a democracy. Consensus of elites. Technocratic elitism ( T.B. Veblen , J.K. Galbraith , D. Bell ).
Fundamental provisions and methodological principles of technocratic theories of power. Knowledge as the basis of power, the principle of technical rationality of practical politics. Social, economic and technological determinants of political power in the book by Thorstein Bund Veblen (1857–1929) “The Theory of the Leisure Class” (1934).
Theories of groups and party studies ( A.F. Bentley , M. Duverger , J. Sartori , R.A. Dahl ). Theory of “interest groups” (“interest groups”). Approaches to the classification of political parties, understanding the patterns of their functioning.
"Will to power" and "will to death" in the political process ( F. Nietzsche ). Political ideology of fascism. The idea of the "corporate state" of B. Mussolini. The theory of the "master race" of A. Rosenberg. Justification of the concept of the "struggle for living space" of the people by K. Haushofer .
Formation of a psychological approach to the analysis of the phenomenon of the masses ( G. Le Bon , G. Tarde ). The main characteristics and types of "crowds" in the work of Gustave
Le Bon (1841–1931) “Psychology of Crowds” (1895).
Development of the foundations of the theory of “mass society” in psychoanalysis ( Z. Freud , W. Reich , K. Jung , E. Fromm , G. Marcuse ). Biological instincts as the basis of the political process in modern civilized societies (Z. Freud). Psychopathic foundations of nationalism and racism in the view of K.-G. Jung and E. Fromm. Racial theory of L. Woltman .
Existentialist (K. Jaspers) and phenomenological ( E. Canetti ) approaches to the analysis of mass society. Spatial and temporal characteristics of the mass, the dynamics of mass processes, their functions and role in the emergence and development of the state according to the work of Elias Canetti (1905–1990) “Crowds and Power” (1960).
L. Duguit and E. Durkheim on the nature of social solidarity. The role and tasks of the state in the integration of society.
Conflict theory by Ralf Dahrendorf . Typology of social conflicts. The role of conflict in the development of society. Conflict regulation. Development of problems of social stability and variability - the principle of combining conflict and consensus in politics ( S.M. Lipset , L. Kozer ).
Politics as a sphere of action of institutions ( E.A. Freeman , T. Cole , G. Carter , K. Friedrich ). The concept of “world-economy” ( F. Braudel ). Political-economic approach to explaining political processes ( E. Downs , K.J. Arrow ). Understanding politics as “exchange”. Theory of rational action. The concept of “strategic action” and “rational actor ”. Synthesis of institutional and “behavioral” approaches to understanding politics in neoinstitutionalism of the 80-90s (J. March , J. Olsen , K. Shepsle ).
The course of liberal- communitarian discussions in the 1970s and their main participants. Understanding politics as the realization of the desire for the common good. The main ideas of John Rawls's concept from the book "A Theory of Justice" (1971).
Pluralistic concepts of democracy. ( R.A. Dahl , G. Sartori , J. Schumpeter ). The main features of a democratic society in the works of Robert Alan Dahl (b. 1915) “Introduction to the Theory of Democracy” (1956), “ Polyarchy . Participation and Opposition” (1971). Problems of democracy in political thought of the 1980-90s. “democratic elitism ” ( J. Schumpeter ), “elite pluralism” ( R. Dahl , C. Lindblom ), “participatory democracy” ( K. Pateman ), “consensual democracy” ( A. Liiphart ).
Renewal of the liberal political doctrine. I. Schumpeter (1883-1950). The collapse of the liberal-capitalist model, the "mechanization" of entrepreneurship, the transition from the principle of personal competition to the competition of elites and the strengthening of the intervention of the state sector in the economy. The degeneration of the capitalist system into state socialism.
Personalistic Theory of Power. E. Benes . Prospects for the Development of Eastern European Democracy. New Type of Politician. The Face of Political Parties and Bureaucracy.
