Task Description:
 Students search for three authentic English texts online (news articles, blogs, short academic texts). For each text, they create five IELTS-style reading questions (e.g., True/False/Not Given, matching headings, multiple choice). In class, students exchange their questions with peers for practice.
Guidelines & Recommendations:
· Select authentic texts of 300–600 words from reliable online sources.
· Create at least three different IELTS question types.
· Ensure clarity and accuracy in answer keys.
· Follow IELTS Reading formatting conventions.
· Be prepared to discuss your texts and questions in class.

Task Description:
 Students choose one IELTS Writing Task 2 topic (e.g., Technology in education, Climate change). They write one academic essay draft (250 words). Then, they rewrite the same content as a short blog-style post (150 words) in a more informal tone. The purpose is to compare academic and informal registers.
Guidelines & Recommendations:
· Structure the academic essay with introduction, body paragraphs, and conclusion.
· Use formal, academic vocabulary and clear argumentation.
· In the blog version, adapt tone and vocabulary for a general online audience.
· Highlight differences between formal vs. informal writing in a short reflection (100 words).
· Submit both versions together with the reflection.

Task Description:
 Students record themselves completing a full IELTS Speaking Test (Parts 1–3). Deliverables:
1. A recording (video/audio).
2. A self-assessment checklist (fluency, coherence, vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation).
3. A written reflection (300–400 words) discussing their strengths, weaknesses, and strategies for improvement.

          Guidelines & Recommendations:
· Simulate test conditions: 11–14 minutes total speaking time.
· Use authentic IELTS Speaking cue cards or sample questions.
· Complete the self-checklist honestly, marking ✓ or ✗.
· In the reflection, give concrete examples of what worked well and what needs improvement.
· Ensure clear audio and video quality.
