· Adjust pronouns, time, and place expressions (today → that day; here → there).
· Add a short introduction about the source of your news (title + link).
· Keep the rewritten version grammatically correct and stylistically neutral.

Task Description:

· Apply a variety of relative pronouns: who, which, that, whose, where.
· Try to include reduced relative clauses (The book written by my friend is popular).
· Organize your text logically (introduction, description, conclusion).
· Highlight or underline the relative clauses you used.
