Guidelines for Students' Independent Work: Independent work is completed through independent study of individual questions on lecture topics. For each topic, more specific questions are left for student independent consideration. Specific questions for each topic for student independent consideration are listed below. Independent work is completed by the student studying the proposed question using the recommended literature. A brief summary of the question must then be written in the student's independent work notebook (for practical classes).

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE FORMATTING OF STUDENT'S INDEPENDENT WORK UNDER THE GUIDANCE OF A TEACHER

All assignments for independent work must be completed and submitted on time. Failure to complete an assignment on time will result in a deduction.

Much emphasis is placed on an independent and creative approach to completing the assignment. References to primary sources are required when answering questions.

Regulations for the formatting of essays:

A period is not included at the end of the title. Titles are always in bold.

The space between chapter or paragraph headings and the following text should be three spaces.

All pages are numbered starting with the title page; the page number is placed at the bottom; the title page does not have a page number.

Each new section begins on a new page.

1. The outline should be simple: introduction, main body, conclusion, and bibliography.

2. References are required.

3. The paper should be 14 pages long.

The abstract may include appendices in the form of charts, questionnaires, and diagrams. Figures and tables are encouraged.
