     Lexicology is a branch of linguistics – the science of  language. The term “lexicology is composed of two Greek morphemes “lexic” – word, phrase and “logos” which denotes learning. Thus the literal meaning of the term “lexicology” is “ the science of  the word”. 

     Lexicology is a branch of linguistics has its own aims and methods of scientific research.. Its basic task – being a study and systematic discription of vocabulary in respect to its origin, development and its current use. Lexicology is concerned with words, variable word-groups, phraseological units and morhemes which make up thе word.

      Distinction is naturally made between General Lexicology and Special Lexicology.  General lexicology is a part of General linguistics. It is concerned with the study of vocabulary irrespective of the specific features of any particular language. Special lexicology is the lexicology of a particular language ( Russian, German, French, etc.).

Lexical Units.
1. Morphological structure of English words.

The main unit of the lexical system of a language resulting from the association of a group of sounds with a meaning is a word. This unit is used in grammatical functions characteristic of it. It is the smallest language unit which can stand alone as a complete utterance. 

The word is a speech unit used for the purposes of human communication, representing a group of sounds, possessing a meaning and characterized by formal and semantic unity. The formal unity of the word can be best illustrated by comparing a word and a word-group comprising identical constituents. The difference between a blackbird and a black bird is best explained by their relationship with the grammatical system of the language. The word a blackbird possesses a single grammatical structure. In the word-group a black bird each part can acquire grammatical forms of its own: The blackest bird, a black night bird.

According to the nature and the number of morphemes constituting a word there are different structural types of words in English: simple, derived, compound, compound-derived. 

 WORD-BUILDING ( Word-formation).

1. Word-formation

2. Productive ways of word-building:

Affixation, word-composition, conversion,  shortening or (abbreviation).

Word-building is one of the main ways of enriching vocabulary. English word-formation is the system of derivative types of words and the process of creating new words from material available in the language after certain structural and semantic formulas and patterns. There are four main or productive ways of word-building in Modern English: affixation, word-composition, conversion,  shortening or (abbreviation). There are also secondary or non-productive ways of word-building: soud interchange and stress interchange, reduplication,  sound imitation, blends, back formation.  

NON PRODUCTIVE WAYS OF WORD-BUILDING.

1. Sound interchange, Stress interchange, 

2. Reduplication, Sound imitation,

3. Blends, Back formation.

SOUND INTERCHANGE

Sound interchange is the way of word-building when some sounds are changed to form a new word. It is non-productive in Modern English but it was productive in Old English. 

In many cases we have vowel and consonant interchange. By means of vowel interchange we distinguish different parts of speech: full – to fill, food – to feed, blood – to bleed.  In some cases vowel interchange is combined with affixation: long – length, strong – strength, nature – natural.

REDUPLICATION.

In reduplication new words are made by doubling a stem, either without any changes as in bye-bye or with a variation of the root-vowel or consonant as in ping-pong, chit-chat. Most words made by reduplication represent informal groups:  slang and colloquialisms, e.g. walkie-talkie ( “ a portable radio”), riff-raff ( “the worthless or disreputable element of society”)

SOUND IMITATION

It is the way of word-building when a word is formed by imitating different sounds. There are some semantic groups of words formed by means of reduplication: 

a) sounds produced by human beings, such as : to whisper, to giggle, to mumble, to sneeze, to whistle etc.

SEMASIOLOGY.

The branch of Linguistics which studies the meaning of words is called  semantics or it is known as semasiology.
The meaning of a word can change in the course of time. Changes of lexical meanings can be proved by comparing contexts of different times. Transfer of the meaning is called lexico-semantic word-building. In such cases the outer aspect of a word does not change.

Every word has two aspects: the outer aspect (its sound form) and the inner form (its meaning) presents a structure which is called the semantic structure of the word.. It is known that most words convey several concepts and possess the corresponding number of meanings. One and the same word in different syntactical relations can develop different meanings, e.g. the verb «treat» in sentences:

a) He treated my words as a joke.

b) The book treats of poetry.

c) They treated me to sweets.

d) He treats his son cruelly. 

In all these sentences the verb «treat» has different meanings and we can speak about polysemy.

A word having several meanings is called polysemantic, and the ability of words to have more than one meaning is described by the term polysemy.

Homonyms are words different in meaning but identical in sound or spelling, or both in sound and spelling. 

E.g.: bank, n. – a shore; bank, n. –  an institution for receiving, lending, exchanging money. Ball, n. – a sphere, any spherical body; ball, n. – a large dancing party.

Homonyms can appear in the language not only as the result of the split of polysemy, but also as the result of levelling of grammar inflexions, when different parts of speech become identical in their outer aspect, e.g. «care» from «caru» and «care» from «carian». They can be also formed by means of conversion, e.g. «to slim» from «slim», «to water» from «water». They can be formed with the help of the same suffix from the same stem, e.g. «reader»/ a person who reads and a book for reading/.

SYNONYMS.
Synonyms are one of the language’s most important expressive means. The principal function of synonyms is to represent the same phenomenon in diffirent aspects, shades and variations.

Synonyms can be defined as words of the same language, belonging to the same part of speech and possessing one or more identical denotational  meanings.

E.g.: good-looking, pretty, attractive – adjectives describe a pleasant appearance; to win a victory – to gain a victory; homeland, motherland etc.
ANTONYMS.
Antonyms are words belonging to the same category of part of speech, identical in style, expressing contrary or contradictory notions.

Antonymy is not distributed among the categories of parts of speech. Most antonyms are adjectives they are only natural because qualitative characteristics are easily compared and contrasted. E.g.: high – low, old – young, wide – narrow, strong – weak  etc. 

Verbal pairs of antonyms are fewer in number. Here are some of them: to lose – to find, to open – to close, to accept – to reject etc.

Nouns are not rich in antonyms, but even so some examples can be given: good – evil, joy – grief, love – hatred,  friend – enemy.

The Subject of Phonetics. The Phonological Aspect of Sounds

 The subject of phonetics and its branches.  Language can perform its function as the most important means of human intercourse only as a language of sounds, because spoken words in all languages consist of speech-sounds, and speech without words is impossible. Letters only serve to represent spoken words in writing. But words pronounced or written in isolation cannot express complete thoughts. Complete thoughts are pronounced in sentences consisting of several words put together according to grammar rules and pronounced with proper intonation. So, phonetic structure of English is a vast area of study and it is investigated by phonetics.  

Phonetics is an independent branch of linguistics like lexicology, grammar and stylistics. It is its fundamental branch because neither linguistic theory nor linguistic practice can do without phonetics.

Unlike other branches of linguistics phonetics is concerned not only with the functional aspect of the phonetic structure of the language but it also studies the material side of its object. Proceeding from this assumption linguists differentiate between phonetics.

              Phonology and phonological or functional aspect of sounds.

The first scientist who separated phonetics proper from phonology and stated that sounds are not only articulatory and acoustic units but that they possess functional properties was L.V.Shcherba. He stated that in actual speech we utter a much greater variety of sounds than we are aware of. In every language these sounds are united in a comparatively small number of sound types, which are capable of distinguishing the meaning and the form of words, i.e. they serve the purpose of social intercourse. Such sound types are called phonemes. The various speech sounds that we actually utter are called phonemic variants.

The syllable, its definition, different theories.
The syllable is a phonetic and phonological unit. It may be defined as one or more speech-sounds forming a single uninterrupted unit of utterance which may be a whole word (e.g. man, cat) or part of it (morning, baby). 

It is generally known that speech is a continuum. However, it can be broken into minimal pronounceable units into which sounds show a tendency to group themselves. These smallest phonetic groups are generally given the name of syllables.

It is a complicated phenomena and it can be studied on four levels: articulatory, acoustic, auditory, functional which means that the syllable can be approached from different points of view. 

The subject and the aims of the theoretical grammar.

The subject of the theoretical grammar is an introduction to the problems of up-to-date grammatical study of English on a systematic basis, morphemic structure of the word, parts of speech, description of grammar means, their functions in the speech, determination of the main tendencies of the development of grammatical system of the English language, theoretical conclusions and developing students` understanding facts of language, teaching them to improve their linguistic qualifications through reading and critically appraising the available works on grammatical language study, including the current materials in linguistic journals,

In the process of studying the theoretical grammar a  student masters:

· conceptual apparatus of grammatical science;

· determination of grammar and its connections with other aspects of the language;

· grammatical categories;

· methods of grammatical analysis;

· the use of functional approach in the analysis of grammatical phenomenon.

In the result of studying the theoretical grammar the student must know the ways of:

· analysis of a concrete language material;

· the use of received knowledge in the speech situations;

· carrying out independent interpretation of grammatical phenomenon of the language;

· comparison of grammatical phenomenon with the facts of the native language;

· making independent investigations in the language phenomenon of the English and native languages.

The subject and aims of the History of English.

This outline history covers the main events in the historical development of the English language: the history of its phonetic structure and spelling, the evolution of its grammatical system, the growth of its vocabulary, a survey of Germanic languages and a description of the old English period as regards its historical background, the written records and the principal features of the language.

A language can be considered from different angles. In studying Modern English we regard the language as fixed in time and describe each linguistics level-phonetics, grammar or lexis-synchronically, taking no account of the origin of present-day features or their tendencies to change. The synchronic approach can be contrasted to the diachronic. When considered diachronically, every linguistic fact  is interpreted as a stage or step in the never-ending evolution of language. In practice the contrast between diachronic and synchronic study is not so marked as in theory: we commonly resort to history to explain current phenomena in Modern English.

Through learning the history of the English language the student achieves a variety of aims, both theoretical and practical.

The history of the language is of considerable interest to all students of English, since the English language of today reflects many centuries of development.

Any student of English is well aware of the difficulties of reading and spelling English. The written form of the English word  is conventional rather than phonetic. The values of Latin letters as used in English differ greatly from their respective values on other languages, e.g. French, German or Latin.

The history of English sounds and spelling accounts for these and similar peculiarities. Since English belongs to the Germanic group of languages it has many words or roots in common with cognate Germanic languages: German, Swedish, Danish and others.

An important aim of this course is of a more theoretical nature. While tracing the evolution of the English language through time, the student will be confronted with a number of theoretical questions such as the relationship between statics and dynamics in language, the role of linguistic and extra linguistic factors, the interdependence of  different processes in language history. In describing the evolution of English, they will be discussed in respect of concrete linguistic facts, which will ensure e better understanding of these facts and will demonstrate the application of general principles to language material.

The aim is to provide the student of English with a wider philological outlook. The history of the English language shows the place of English in the linguistic world; it reveals its ties and contacts with other related and unrelated tongues.
