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INTELLECTUAL POTENTIAL OF THE UNIVERSITY
AS AKEY FACTOR IN INNOVATION ACTIVITIES

At the present time, in the conditions of large-scale reforms aimed at creation
of a favorable economic and social environment, the key role is played by innova-
tion- the process of creation and use of new knowledge, which enables organizations
to improve competitiveness and economic efficiency.
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An analysis of modern literature on the theory and practice of management
shows that conversion of knowledge of an organization into intellectual resources and
transformation of intellectual resources into intellectual capital activate the processes
of production, distribution and use of knowledge in the organization. It should be
noted that the concept of intellectual capital has been developed as a tool for eco-
nomic growth and competitiveness of organizations.

An integral part of the intellectual capital is the intellectual potential consist-
ing of “the accumulated body of knowledge, the intellectual level of staff and the ex-
perience of innovation activities”. Thus the intellectual potential of the organization
becomes one of the key factors of innovation as it is a characteristic of the intellectual
sphere of the organization as well as the source of new knowledge, ideas and infor-
mation helping to improve the competitiveness of the organization. Therefore it is
important to study the problems of development of intellectual potential in the con-
text of innovations.

This fully refers to higher education institutions.

Higher education of the Republic of Kazakhstan (RK) is facing the problem
of development of innovations. The actuality of this problem is determined by a
number of aspects, the main of which is the entry of Kazakhstan into the European
educational space.

The modernization of the education system is a prerequisite for the develop-
ment of innovation universities. The university teacher is the protagonist of any re-
forms. It is the university teacher, his motivation and ability to solve problems that
determine how easily he will adapt to changing conditions and train students in such
conditions. Therefore, the accession of Kazakhstan to the Bologna process and mod-
ernization of higher education make the implementation of the intellectual potential
of the university very important.

It should be noted that recently the problem of intellectual capacity has been
widely discussed in scientific literature. Theoretical aspects of the study are described
in the works of M. Armstrong, T. Stewart and others. Practical issues of intellectual
resources management in innovative development of organizations are considered in
papers of V.G. Zinoviev, T.Ya. Lebedeva and others.
