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Educational standards for universities are designed to implement a competency-based approach
1o learning. Today, there are many topical scientific-theoretical and scientific-methodological works,
which analyze the essence of the competence-based approach and the problems of the formation of
key competencies by such researchers as: AV. Khutorskoy, LF. Ivanova, N.S. Veselovsky, LA,
Zimnyaya. Considering the history of the development of the foundations of literary competence of
students, modemn pedagogical science is supported by the fact that competence 15 a subjective
characterization of an agent, a higher level of formation of educational knowledge, skills, experience
of independent activity and personal responsibility of students.

There are various approaches to understanding the category, but all researchers emphasize the
personality "competence”, activity orientation and component structure of the concept: -compelence
1s a set of activities that the student carries out in the classroom; Competence is the formed knowledge,
abilities and skills, in our case, when reading and analyzing literature, which the student implements
in practice. Having designated the essential charactenistics of the concepts of competence and
competence, we turn to the content of the concept of "literary competence”. This concept is complex
and covers the system of skills, which is the content of literary, bibliographic, personal and activity
competences.

Reading competence. A competent student-reader is a person with an intellectual culture, a person
who has formed the following qualities: the desire to transform oneself into intellectual activity by
reading works of art; possession of productive ways and quality reading skills; knowledge of program
reading skills in working with text; possession of reading independence in working with a book: full-
fledged perception of works of art and the development of scientific and cognitive texts: the presence
of a reader’s outlook, that is, literary ideas about works, authors, themes and genres of literary reading.
Thus, the presented provisions of reading competence are undoubtedly significant for students, since
they imply a conscious need for reading and form a qualified student reader. The teacher, in shaping
students' literary competence, sets himself the following tasks: introducing forms and methods of
working with a work in literature classes that contribute to the development of the material,
developing ways to select thematic textual practical work with works, involving students in
extracurricular work in order to develop their creative abilities, identification of linguistically gifted
students. At the lessons of literary reading, one of the methods of forming literary competence is the
recognition by students of the main literary genres. To do this, the teacher needs to apply in the
practice of reading lessons with students various exercises and methods for learning by students the
ability to distinguish between the main genres: didactic games, quizzes to determine literary genres;
teacher reading excerpts from the text of different genres in order to recognize them by students;
thematic work on each genre of literature, defining the characteristics and distinctive features of each
genre; comparing several genres with each other. identifying their differences and similarities. No
less effective methods are retelling and artistic storytelling, which give a lot for the development of
literary competence of students and emotionally figurative comprehension of the writer's works.

Operational and cognitive stage. At this stage. students master the content of the topic (section)
of the program and master the educational actions and operations included in this content. Modeling
is designed to help students understand the content of the topic. It should act both as a means of
visualizing objects and patterns (general relations) of the material being studied. and as a means of
visualizing the actions and operations that students need to perform and master to identify these
objects and patterns.
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
