STRUCTURAL-SEMANTIC CHARACTERISTIC OF COMPOUNDS WITH

The article deals with compounds which have the zoonyms as compo-
nents.

The correla-
tion of the legal discourse with the lexeme “lawyer” in British English and the
legal discourse with the lexeme “attorney” in American English reveals regular

Learning languages is the basis of cross-cultural communication [Be6uu-
kaa 1997: 2] and further cooperation of nations in the global space. The
interpreter is the key to develop one world and helps to reveal common features
of Source Discourse and Target Discourse differential features. The interpreter
has to overcome various difficulties: lexical, morphological, syntactic, semantic,
pragmatic, dialectic, and variantological. Legal text interpretation requires the
legal cultural concept (represented in the texts) analysis as well as the
differentiative features of both languages. The term equivalence does not depend
on the language kinship it rather depends on the legal system cognition.

English courts presume that a difference of terminology implies difference
in meaning and thus the use of synonyms is objected to. The research of legal
terms, carried out on the basis of English legal and court documents, revealed
that there are many ways of interpreting from English into Russian.

The basic methods of the term interpretation used in legal literature are
the same as those in English terminology from some other languages for spe-
cific purpose. Among the most used lexical transformations are the following:
calquing - reproduction of not a sound but combinatorial structure of word or
word-combination, when components of the word (morphemes) or phrase (lex-
emes) are interpreted by the corresponding language elements; transliteration
— formal reproduction of original lexical unit using the alphabet of a target lan-
guage; transcription — formal reproduction of original lexical unit using pho-
nemes of the language of interpretation; descriptive interpretation; loan inter-
pretation; analogue interpretation; loose interpretation. Besides, in the process
of interpretation of such terminological units, combining these transformations
often occurs. Tomasek proposes that legal interpretation ‘is a procedure based
on both linguistic and legal comparative approaches’. He supports the view of
that the focus should be the target discourse, and divides the interpretation
process into ‘intrasemiotic’ and ‘intersemiotic’ [Tomasek 1994: 113-120]. In-
trasemiotic interpretation is the transfer of information from the first to the sec-
ond semantic level of the Source Discourse, i.e. it transfers from the legal lan-
guage to the legal metalanguage while intersemiotic interpretation is the inter-
pretation of a legal text from the Source Discourse to the Target Discourse. In
legal interpretation, many scholars associate legal equivalence with the extent
to which the same ‘legal effect’ can be produced in the Target Discourse while
maintaining fidelity to the Source Discourse. This technique, often referred to as
a functional equivalence, is described by Newmark (1988) as a procedure that
occupies the universal area between the Source Discourse and the Target Dis-
course. He also recommends the use of functional equivalence for the purpose
of the official interpretation because it makes the Target Discourse both com-
prehensible to the target reader and faithful to the original Source Discourse.
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Much attention must be paid to the legal terms widely-used in the anglo-
phone world. Let’s take the lexeme “attorney” which can cause much difficulty for
Legal Discourse translators. Cf.: In American English the nomination “Attorney
General” corresponds to the European “Minister of Justice” and English transla-
tions of Russia and Ukraine. The British English nomination is the “Secretary of
State for Justice”, “Head of The Ministry of Justice” (MoJ), a ministerial
department of the UK Government. The United States Attorney General (AG) is
the head of the United States Department of Justice concerned with legal affairs
and is the chief law enforcement officer of the United States government.

The objective of the present paper is to differentiate the semantic struc-
ture of both nominations. We would like to undertake a contrastive analysis of
the nominations “lawyer” and “attorney” in two national variants of English to
prove that they can be markers of the cross-cultural or ethnic linguistic charac-
ter. And the present investigation can also lay the foundation for a further
cross-language study.

The research of methods of legal terms interpretation, carried out on the
basis of English legal and court documents, revealed that there are many ways
of their interpretation from British English into American English and likewise
from English into Russian or from English into Ukrainian.

The referred nominations can be considered the legal functional equiva-
lents defined by Sarcevi¢ [SarCevi¢ 1989: 277-293] as a term in the target
legal system designating a concept or institution, the function of which is the
same as that in the ST. Weston (1991) further proposes that ‘the technique of
using a functional equivalent may be regarded as the ideal method of
interpretation’. According to Sargevié [Sardevi¢ 1989: 277-293] functional
equivalence can be categorized into three groups: near-equivalence, partial
equivalence and non-equivalence. The basic methods of interpreting terms
used in legal literature are the same as those of English terminology
interpretation from other professional branches [Tomasek 1991: 113-120].

A. Neubert put forward the classification of four types of pragmatic corre-
lations in the process of translation: 1. SDs (Source discourse) and TDs (Target
Discourse) have the same pragmatic content. SDs can find their similar pragmatic
content in their TDs. The interpretation is fully adequate. 2. SDs are especially
prepared for translation to the foreign addressees. 3. SDs (fiction) lose in “attorney”
their pragmatic adequacy in the process of translation into TDs. 4. SDs are of
specific purpose for the experts only (i.e., lawyers, judge, law makers, etc.).

Let’'s compare the definitions of the British English lexeme “lawyer”. Law-
yer was registered in late 14c. (mid-14c. as a surname), developed from
M.E. lawe "law" (see: Sc. la3u) + -iere. Spelling with -y- first attested 1610s)
someone whose job is to give advice to people about the law and speak for
them in court.

Definition: A lawyer is someone trained in aspects of law and the legal
system usually providing legal advice specializing in a number of different areas
of society; such as: Intellectual Property Rights, Health Issues, Civil Law, Di-
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vorce Law, ldentification Theft.; (attorneys or advocates representing a client
depending on the particular role they are fulfilling). The lexeme “lawyer” is the
dominant one to verbalize the concept “lawyer” in the anglo-phone worldview”.
The conceptual system [BopkayeB 2001: 64-72] can be represented by the
lexical-semantic field including: advisor, advocate, agent, ambulance chaser,
attorney, attorney-at-law, barrister, counsel, counsellor, counselor, defender,
Jurisprudent, jurist, legal eagle, legal adviser, legist, member of the bar, mouth-
plece, pleader, practitioner, proctor, procurator, proxy, representative, solicitor
All these lexemes reveal a common semantic component “one who acts for
somebody in court” in their lexical meaning, e.g.:

1. Later at the inquest (which he didn’t attend), he admitted through his
lawyer that he may have been driving on the wrong side of the road.

2. One who primarily practices law in a courtroom is a trial lawyer; of par-
ticular importance in trial work is the ability to think quickly and speak with ease
and authority.

3. Trial lawyers actually spend more of their time outside the court; they
perform their own investigations into the case in addition to other trial proce-
dures including talking to witnesses.

4. The law in all its guises affects every aspect of modern society; this is
why lawyers are held in high regard but they must live up to this by living and
working by a strict code of ethics.

Some areas of law are so highly specialized that legal representatives
may never have to appear in a courtroom; although they are all licensed too
represent in court when required. Lawyers can specialize in a number of differ-
ent areas of society, such as Intellectual Property Rights, Health Issues, Civil
Law, Divorce Law or Identification Theft, etc.

Now let’s define the etymology, lexical meaning, semantic structure and
its possible lexical-semantic field of the lexeme “attorney” in American English.

Attorney was registered in early 14c. or mid-13c. in Anglo-Latin), from
O.Fr. atornll" (one) appointed,” pp. of aturner "to decree, assign, appoint,” from
atorner (see :attorn). The legal Latin form ‘attornare’ influenced the spelling in
Anglo-French. The semantic component is of "one appointed to represent an-
other's interests." In English law, a private attorney was one appointed to act
for another in business or legal affairs (usually for pay); an attorney at law or
public attorney was a qualified legal agent in the courts of Common Law who
prepared the cases for a barrister, who pleaded them (the equivalent of a solici-
tor in Chancery). So much a term of contempt in England that it was abolished
by the Judicature Act of 1873 and merged with solicitor, e.qg.:

Johnson observed that "he did not care to speak ill of any man behind his
back, but he believed the gentleman was an attorney" [Boswell].

A growth area for attorneys in recent years is that of intellectual property
rights; an area that has increased owing to the use of digital products; music
and video for example.
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5. Cf.: Attorney (especially US) a lawyer, one who can act for somebody
in court, see also: district attorney. The double -t- is a mistaken 15c.it is an
attempt to restore a non-existent Latin original. Attorney General first recorded
1530s in sense of "legal officer of the state" (late 13c. in Anglo-French), from
French, hence the odd plural (subject first, adjective second), and who is li-
censed to represent clients in legal matters”. Most attorneys are found in pri-
vate practice, where they concentrate on criminal or civil law; persons charged
with crimes are represented by criminal lawyers on both sides one for the de-
fense and one for the prosecution; whereas civil law deals with civil disputes,
usually between two parties. Some handle only public interest cases both civil
and criminal; this can be where a large company or government body may be
involved with actions that have affected the general public, e.g.:

6. Attorney General Sir Nicholas Lyell took up TODAY's call to examine
the case but has decided against further action.

The lexeme “attorney” represents the concept of “attorney” and due to the
common semantic component in its semantic structure as well in the following
in their lexemes: counsel, counselor, lawyer, ambulance chaser, barrister which
are registered in the English legal discourse. Despite the common semantic
component “an agent authorized to act in legal capacity for a principal, such as
an attorney-in-fact, c.f.: barrister, solicitor, chiefly US a qualified lawyer, South
African term for solicitor”. Though there is a differentiative component of “public
prosecutor”. The initial research revealed that the most frequent method of
translation/interpretation of legal terms is interpretation by the lexical equivalent,
being fixed equivalent to the micro-unit of interpretation with minimal depend-
ence on context.

Transfer of knowledge from the teacher to the student is not possible, by-
passing his own activities in getting knowledge. In the process of thinking of the
lexical meaning of a word, some grammatical phenomena a student «includes»
imagination, intuition, learns to see and to separate main from secondary ones,
fo establish a link between the object and its name, that is, focus on the lan-
guage, its ability to give the names of objects and phenomena. Reliance on
associations contributes to the rapid and lasting getting of knowledge in vo-
cabulary and grammar of the language.

SUPPORTING LEARNERS WITH BEHAVIOURAL DIFFICULTIES
IN THE INCLUSIVE CLASSROOM

The article is devoted to discussion of the following problem: Support
means using the educational methods teach, strengthen, and expand positive
behavior and the systems change methods to increase opportunities for the
display of positive behavior.

Key words: positive behavior, educational methods, supporting learners,
behavior difficulties
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Positive behaviour means acquiring the skills that will increase the possi-
bility of success and personal satisfaction in all areas of life, i.e., normative
academic, work, social, recreational, community, and family settings.

Support means using the educational methods to teach, strengthen, and
expand positive behaviour, and the systems to change methods to increase
opportunities for the display of positive behaviour [Carr, Dunlap et al., 2002].

PBS (Positive Behaviour Support) initially appeared within the field of de-
velopmental disabilities and developed from three major sources: applied be-
haviour analysis, the normalization/inclusion movement, and person-centred
values [Carr, Dunlap et al., 2002].

ABA provided PBS with:

1) one component of a conceptual framework relevant to behaviour
change, and

2) a number of assessment and intervention strategies that can be used
to promote adaptive behaviours and maintain the integrity of individuals and
their needs [Carr, Dunlap et al., 2002; Oswald, 2008].

The word “normalization” speaks for itself: people with disabilities should
live a normal life, in the same settings as others and have access to the same
opportunities as others (when we talk about home, school, work, recreation, or
social life).

These two principles are interrelated: the principle of normalization leads
naturally to the principle of inclusion, i.e.,

e placing students with disabilities in general education classrooms as
opposed to segregated, special education facilities, and (which is of high impor-
tance) changing systems to integrate specialized school support and coordinate
it with the general education program in neighbourhood schools [Sailor, 1996].

When the children with disabilities are placed in a general educational en-
vironment, there is a greater possibility that these children:

1) will develop and maintain improved social skills and relationships with
their peers [Fisher & Meyer, 2002; Panacek & Dunlap, 2003],

2) will be provided with more opportunities for typical activities with
same-aged peers,

3) will have a better perspective for developing appropriate, generaliz-
able skills which will allow them to function competently in the home, school,
and community,

4) will perform well, if not better, in general education [Rea et al., 2002],
will have higher expectations from general education teachers who may hold
them to higher standards for performance and behaviour (Hieneman et
al.,2005).

Some schools adopted zero tolerance and other reactive, punitive stances
[Skiba & Peterson, 2000]. Systemic changes need to be designed to accom-
modate the needs of diverse learners, both at classroom and school levels
[Safran & Oswald, 2003].

The PBS process for supporting students with behavioural challenges in-
cludes:
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a) goal identification,

b) information gathering,

c) pattern analysis,

d) support plan design and implementation, and monitoring and evalua-
tion of outcomes [Hieneman et al., 1999].

For PBS to be successful, it needs a team of individuals (e.g., teachers,
parents, administrators, school psychologists, etc.) who know the student and
the circumstances surrounding the behaviour, and are:

e open to honest and respectful communication,

e prepared to share goals and responsibility,

¢ willing to address the problem, and

e committed to problem solving and support

[Hieneman & Dunlap, 1999; Hieneman et al., 2005].

For PBS to be effective, we must identify exactly what variables, condi-
tions, or events may be contributing to student behaviour. Knowing these vari-
ables allows practitioners to select intervention strategies based on the con-
texts and functions of student behaviour (e.g., task avoidance, attention seek-
ing), which may produce better outcomes [Hieneman et al., 2005].

PBS interventions are designed to be practical, to prevent problem behav-
iour by modifying a situation before problems escalate, along with teaching
appropriate alternatives [Safran, Oswald, 2003].

The paradox is that the best time to intervene on problem behaviour is
when the behaviour is not occurring. Intervention takes place in the absence of
problem behaviour in order to prevent such behaviour from occurring again
[Carr, Dunlap et al., 2002].

Interventions are multicomponent in nature [Sugai et al., 2000], and in-
clude strategies to:

a) prevent problems by modifying circumstances (e.g., environment, cur-
riculum),

b) teach skills to replace the problem behaviour (e.g., prosocial skills,
communication, tolerance of unpleasant circumstances, self-management), and
provide consequences to reward positive behaviour.

Intervention is driven by data on variables contributing to behaviour. That
data are used to assess outcomes, adjust approaches as needed and as
a resource for goal setting, evaluation, and problem solving [Carr et al., 2002;
Scott, 2003].

The levels of Positive Behaviour Support within a school include [Sugai et
al., 2000]:

e school-wide systems,

e classroom setting systems and

¢ individual student systems.

When applied at a school-wide level, the strategies reduce the need for
intensive, individualized supports. School-wide PBS systems provide a founda-
tion for promoting positive behaviour for all students, creating a supportive con-
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text to effectively integrate students with behavioural challenges [Hieneman et
al., 2005].

There is a range of strategies school staff and parents can use to address
a student's challenging behaviour. It is much easier to decide which one to em-
ploy if we know why the student misbehaves. Challenging behaviours often
occur when a student lacks prosocial skills. These challenging behaviours are
likely to reoccur, unless the underlying causes are addressed. To develop pro-
active strategies aiming at addressing those behaviours, stakeholders need to
know the functional causes of the student's challenging behaviour. This is when
FBA becomes vital.
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AUDIO-VISAUL MEANS IN FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING:
THE USE OF VIDEO

In the course of the whole life, a person interacts with the environment,
laking information about it and from it with the help of his five senses. Accord-
ing to M.Maklyuena, one of the most popular social scientists of the XX cen-
tury, a person perceives reality not as it is, but as it is "fed” by means of com-
munication. Today's world is a visually oriented world, a virtual world of oppor-
tunities and information technology. Therefore, television and video began to
attract an audience not only as entertainment, but also actively used with cogni-
tive goal in all spheres of human activity, including education. . Keeping all this
in mind, the purpose of this article was to provide the required information for
foreign language teachers so that they can make use of all modern audio-visual
means in foreign language teaching.

Key words: audio-visual means, foreign language teaching, communicative.

The rapid development of media has changed student audience: general
intellectual level of students has increased. Today's students are the generation,
fully educated under the influence of information technology. Under these conditions
any forward-looking education system cannot rely only on the teacher — as on the
sole source of educational information. Today, the teacher’s role is, first of all, in the
organization of learning process, the overall development of the students. Modern
development trends dictate the need to expand the forms, methods and means of
education through the extensive use of modem electronic information and
communication approaches — TV, video, multimedia.

The combination of video and sound effects provides a simultaneous im-
pact on two major human senses - sight and hearing, which significantly in-
creases the information value of the training process and the effectiveness of
its perception. Impacting on sense organs by complex of colors, sounds, verbal
inflections, audio-visual teaching aids cause various sensations, which are ana-
lyzed, compared with existing ideas and concepts [Hockosa 2004:23].
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It is experimentally established that during the oral presentation of the ma-
terial the trainees per minute perceives and is able to process up to one thou-
sand conventional units of information and when connecting the organs of vi-
sion up to 100 thousand of such units. As during simultaneous exposure to
multiple stimuli temporary connection between the analyzers are formed, as-
sociation of sensations occurs which leads to increasing of emotional tone and
level of working capacity.

Therefore it is obvious high efficiency of usage the audiovisual aids based
on visual and auditory perception in learning.

One of the most appreciated materials applied to language learning and
teaching is, of course, video. The students like learning language through the
use of video, which is often used to mean quite different things in language
teaching. For some, it means no more than replaying television programmes on
a video recorder for viewing in class or private study. For others, it implies the
use of a video camera in class to record and play back to learners their activi-
ties and achievements in a foreign language teaching. But our concern here is
to present the use of video in language teaching most effectively as a visual aid
presenting the target language naturally. It is a fact that most students who
have taken English courses formally remain insufficient in the ability to use the
language and to understand its use, in normal communication, whether in the
spoken or the written mode. The problem arises not from the methodology itself
but from the misuse or incomplete use of it. That is to say, teachers still evalu-
ate student performance according to the sentence structure and situational
settings. In addition, teachers have to take into consideration their perform-
ances in terms of communicative acts. But this doesn’t mean that teachers
should pay full attention to only communicative acts in the preparation and
presentation of language teaching materials.

In recent years, the use of video in English classes has grown rapidly as
a result of the increasing emphasis on communicative techniques. Being a rich
and valuable resource, video is well-liked by both students and teachers [He-
mei, 1997:45]. Students like it because video presentations are interesting,
challenging, and stimulating to watch. Video shows them how people behave in
the culture whose language they are learning by bringing into the classroom a
wide range of communicative situations. Another important factor for teachers
that makes it more interesting and enjoyable is that it helps to promote compre-
hension. We know that deficiencies in vocabulary can make even a simple task
very difficult for our students. Video makes meaning clearer by illustrating rela-
tionships in a way that is not possible with words, which proves a well-known
saying that a picture is worth thousand words. Two minutes of video can pro-
vide an hour of classroom work, or it can be used to introduce a range of activ-
ity for five minutes. A ten-minute programme can be useful for more advanced
students. Less advanced students may wish something much shorter because
their limited command of the language also limits their attention span.

It is obvious that non-native speakers of a language rely more heavily on
visual clues to support their understanding and there is no doubt that video is
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an obvious medium for helping learners to interpret the visual clues effectively.
According to a research, language teachers like video because it motivates
learners, brings the real world into the classroom, contextualizes language
naturally and enables learners to experience authentic language in a controlled
environment. Moreover, in this issue Arthur (1999) claims that video can give
students realistic models to imitate for role-play; can increase awareness of
other cultures by teaching appropriateness and suitability.

Languages are not fixed but constantly changing, so is the media; televi-
sion, radio and newspaper which are an extraordinarily rich source of language
in use. In order to expose foreign language learners to the target language the
use of technology need to be exploited in the classroom as much as possible.
For that reason a great tendency towards the use of technology and its integra-
tion into the curriculum developed by the foreign language teachers has gained
a great importance. Particularly the use of video has received increasing atten-
tion in recent studies on technology integration into teacher education curricula.
It is an undeniable fact that video is one of the best materials that enables stu-
dents to practice what they have learned through various techniques. As Can-
ning-Wilson (2000) describes video, at the most basic level of instruction, is a
form of communication and it can be achieved without the help of language,
since we often interact by gesture, eye contact and facial expression to convey
meaning. Thus it is clearly true such kind of materials present complete com-
municative situations by means of the dynamic, immediate and accessible
combination of sound and vision. The students contextualize the language they
have learnt. In other words, they can see and hear the speakers in dialogues;
their ages, their sex, perhaps their relationship one to another, their way of
dressing, social status, what they are doing and perhaps their feelings. More-
over, as previously slightly mentioned, paralinguistic features such as facial
expressions or hand gestures provide aural clues of intonation. The learners
can also see the setting of the communication on the screen, so they can clar-
ify whether the situation is formal or informal.

It can be concluded that the use of technology is nowadays inevitable in
the classroom. When used appropriately, video is quite beneficial for learners
and teachers as long as they are considered only as mere entertainment, but
carefully chosen films can be a useful and extremely motivational teaching tool
for both practicing listening skills and stimulating speaking and writing.
