MOMENTOUS MATTERS OF JOURNALISM

In accordance with a British poet and cultural critic Matthew Arnold (1822-1888) "Journalism is
literature in a hurry". Henry Anatole Grunwald, an Austrian journalist and diplomat (1922-2005) once
expressed his view like that, " Journalism can never be silent: that is its greatest virtue and its greatest fault"
{1}. As for a French writer and film director Marguerite Duras (1914-1996) , who told that "Journalism
without a moral position is impossible. Every journalist is a moralist. It’s absolutely unavoidable. A
journalist is someone who looks at the world and the way it works, someone who takes a close look at things
every day and reports what she sees, someone who represents the world, the event, for others. She cannot do
her work without judging what she sees".

Amenably to the definition given in the encyclopedia of Britannica Company, journalism is the activity
or job of collecting, writing, and editing news stories for newspapers, magazines, television, or radio{l}./
Journalism can be divided into several categories like analytic, backpack, comedic, comics, community,
computational, data-driven, data, database, enterprise, freelance, Gonzo, immersive, mobile, non-profit,
pack, Philanthro journalism, scientific, society, tabloid journalism. As any science journalism has also its
main tasks, aims and functions. Chicf journalism functions:
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1. Communicative function. In the process of life contact with nature and connection with animate
beings are implemented. Communication with the help of speech is called verbal conversation, without its
help is named non-verbal correspondence. Information is conveyed from one person to another by means of
direct communication both in verbal and non-verbal forms. The aim of intercourse is outspread of this or that
information in the society.

Journalism is an ideological instrument and allows maintaining a peculiar type
of conduct, behavior and activity in the community’s awareness, Fulfilling the function of ideological traits,
Jjournalism creates distinctive stereotype and behavior style in a man’s consciousness, thereby, programming
a human-being for concrete deeds, Journalism is able to impact on and actualize public opinion and influence
on massive sense. Thanks to instantiation of clairvoyant function in Journalism, appears aptitude to mould
either this or that collective opinion, which effects on communal choice and collective conduct.

3. Cultural enlightening duty. Journalism positively reverberates on a man’s cultural development and
permits him to master and upgrade new information. It presents an opportunity to analyze information
independently and draw a conclusion, advance intellection and theoretical basis.

4. Methodological purpose. There is informative earful, advertisement on any inquiry in mass media,
which assists a man to evolve and flourish informatively, methodically refine and brighten, disport.
5. Organizational objective. Journalism contributes in formation of collective thinking and is able to organize
people in cohesive collectivity.

As any science journalism has its vital and actual problems. All-around matters are those obstacles,
solutions of which can be reached only by agreed cfforts of all world community. These are military peril,
ecological threat, global economical, demographic and cultural-technological problems. Journalism
accomplishes 2 preeminent functions: information, reflections and formation of socictal notion. Global

developed and developing countries 4) demographic problems 5) ccological problems (atmosphere
cleanliness, resource presence, conservation of natural balance). Humanistic handling: problems of health
service, education, social values might be addressed to universal matters. Roman club is colossal and
gargantuan scale increasing of a man activity. Imbalance of long-term and momentary interests.

There is polemic around the conception as «global worldy, «globalization», «globalisticsy, «planetary
issues of humanity», «authentic quandary of humankindy» amidst scholar-journalists. The scientific centers,
which learn contemporary actual problems appeared on the planet. Planetary crisis in the sphere of ecology,

Leading thinkers of the planet put forward conception of global world as a necessity of efforts union for
civilization preservation. Journalists must grasp real circumstances and their role in the scarching of adequate
responses for time challenge. In connection with these overriding directions are brought to focus:

1. To introduce mass media with global studies and monitoring data for development of planetary crisis,
taken in scientific-research centers;

2. To get together mass audience with the activity of scientific-rescarch centers, which study
neutralization of destructive processes opportunity on the Earth;

3. To open up mass audience with amalgamation ideas - tendency of futurology, which works out "safe
parameters" of world civilization evolution:

4. To organize dispute and discussions, dedicated to comprehension of global studics and amalgamation
ideas;

5. To herald mass media with scientific claborations, directed to the solutions of inner problems
adjusted for the requirements of world civilization's safe augmentation:

There is a necessity in participation of printing and electronic press in the monitoring of planetary crisis
in all its manifestations, as well as in the management of it, the following moments are supposed: - deep
problematic-analytical reflections of having planetary meaning of crisis situations; - research of possible
clarification ways in such situations attracting serious experts; spread discussion of the most well-grounded
recommendations as self-determination act of public opinion; - attraction of policy institutes attention to
social opinion on either this or that problem as a vector during decision making. Besides there is exigency in
