AN INVESTIGATION INTO EYEWITNESS ACCURACY:
AN INDIAN EXPERIENCE

Eyewitness decision making plays a crucial role in eyewitness accuracy
(O’Toole & Shay, 2006). The eyewitness employs two decision making strategies
while choosing the perpetrator namely; relative and absolute decision making
strategies. Eyewitness identification decision is dependent on composition of
lineup (target absent and target present) and presentation of lineup (simultaneous

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and sequential) (Wells & Olson, 2003). The eyewitness recall of crime scene
affects recognition identification (Schooler & Engstler-Schooler, 1990). This
paper investigated the effect of decision making strategies, composition of lineup
and presentation of lineup on recognition accuracy. An experiment was conducted
on 80 subjects from an engineering institute. A 2 (recall: free v/s cued) x 2
(decision making strategy: absolute v/s relative) x 2 (composition of lineup: target
present v/s target absent) x 2 (presentation of lineup: simultaneous v/s sequential)
between subjects design was employed. Hierarchical log linear analysis was used
to analyze the data. There was significant interaction between decision making
strategy, presentation of lineup and recognition task. Further analysis revealed
significant interaction between relative decision making strategy, simultaneous
lineup, target absent lineup, recall and recognition. Similarly absolute decision
making strategy significantly interacted with composition of lineup. Sequential -
target present lineup resulted in fewer false alarms and simultaneous — target
absent resulted in fewer hits. The results imply that sequential — target present
lineup would yield higher eyewitness accuracy.

Eyewitness testimony has been a central part of the judicial system. Decades
of research studies (Loftus, 1979; Wells et al, 1979; Cutler et al, 1988; Cutler et al,
1990; Leippe, Manion, Romanczyk, 1992; Penrod & Cutler, 1995; Kebell &
Milne, 1998; Brewer & Burke, 2002; Benton et al, 2006) have demonstrated that
eyewitness testimony and eyewitness confidence is more convincing for the
justice system than physical evidence. Eyewitness decision enables the police to
nab and punish the suspect. Eyewitness identification of suspect largely depends
upon the eyewitness decision making strategy (Steblay et al 2001; Clark, 2003). In
real life, before the case goes for trial eyewitness identifies the suspects. During
identification, decision making skills of eyewitness play a crucial role (O’Toole &
Shay, 2006). Eyewitness identification decision is dependent upon various factors
such as the type of lineup, composition of lineup and method of presentation of
lineup to the eyewitness (Wells & Olson, 2003).

The lineup composition is of two types; namely target absent (a lineup
where all members in the foil are known to be innocent) and target present (a
lineup where the suspect photo is embedded among innocent/ fillers) (Wells &
Olson, 2003; Tredoux et al 2004). Wells (1993) demonstrated that participant’s
identification accuracy rate for target present lineup was higher than target absent
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lineup. However the participant’s identification accuracy rate was dependent on
the fillers chosen in the lineup. Luus & Wells (1991) demonstrated that inaccurate
fillers reduce identification accuracy for target-present lineup.

The lineup presentation is classified as presentation mode (video, showup
and photographs) and presentation method (simultaneous and sequential). The
photograph lineup presentation gives more accurate identification response than
showup (Wells, 1993). The photographs are presented either simultaneously (all
the photographs are shown to the eyewitness at one time. The photographs are
arranged in two rows, three photographs in each row which permit the eyewitness
to have a closer look at all photographs and decide who the suspect it) or
sequentially (one photograph is shown at one time and the eyewitness has to make
decision of correct identification, rejection or not sure after seeing each
photograph) (Wells & Olson, 2003). The presentation of lineup and decision
making strategy is related (Steblay et al, 2001).

The decision making strategy employed by eyewitness who views
sequential lineup as against the simultaneous lineup is significantly different. In
sequential lineup, the eyewitness cannot compare one photograph to the other and
then decide who the suspect is. The eyewitness is unaware as to when the lineup
will stop and how many people will be shown in the lineup. Therefore
eyewitnesses tend to set higher criteria for making a positive identification
because they cannot be sure that they have seen all of the lineup members.
However research evidence (Steblay et al 2001) has suggested that there are
conditions under which the sequential procedure might not be superior to the
simultaneous procedure. Superiority of the simultaneous lineup in target present
lineup reflected the use of relative judgment hypothesis. Wells (1984) stated that
eyewitness identification decision is relative judgment process. The relative
judgment decision process states that “eyewitness tends to select a person from the
lineup who closely resembles the eyewitness memory of the culprit relative to the
other lineup members” (Wells, 1984). The witness who was presented with
simultaneous target present lineup was best able to choose the closest match to his/
her memory.

In sequential lineup, the dependence on relative judgments reduced and the
force to use absolute judgment increased. In absolute judgment strategy, the
witness compares each individual photograph to the memory trace of the target. If
the trace failed to match the threshold of recognition, then the witness does not
select the lineup member. There will always be a level of uncertainty with the
eyewitness when presented with sequential lineup because the witness is not aware
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of how many lineup members will be presented individually and it is easier to
reject all of the lineup members. The lower overall choosing rate produces a lower
correct identification rate in target-present sequential-lineup conditions. This is
because the target is more likely to fail to meet the absolute threshold of match to
the memory trace than the relative criterion of lineup member most similar to the
memory trace (Steblay et al, 2001).

Hence it can be stated that there is a likelihood of higher accurate
eyewitness identification with absolute decision making strategy in sequential
lineup, however there is uncertainty about lower false alarms with relative
decision making strategy in simultaneous lineup. Therefore the question that
emerges is “Which combination of lineup will give the maximum eyewitness
identification accuracy?”

Decision making strategy and lineup determines eyewitness accuracy
similarly recall too plays an important role in eyewitness accuracy. Studies
(Schooler & Engstler-Schooler, 1990; Ryan & Schooler, 1998; Messiner et al
2001; Memon & Bartlett, 2002; Kitagami, Sato & Yoshikawa, 2002) have
reported the detrimental effect of verbal description on recognition of perpetrator.
However, an area of free and cued recall also needs to be examined. Cued recall
has been associated with misinformation studies (Loftus, 1979) of eyewitness;
however cued recall can be aimed at increasing the accuracy of recall.

The following hypotheses were tested in this experiment:

H1: The type of decision making strategy chosen will determine the
accuracy of eyewitness testimony.

H2: Decision making strategy will be significantly related to the
composition of lineup (target present v/s target absent).

H3: Decision making strategy will be significantly related to the
presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s sequential).

H4: Composition (target present v/s target absent) of lineup will determine
the accuracy of eyewitness testimony.

H6: Recall will significantly affect accuracy of eyewitness testimony.

H7: The combined effect of decision making strategy, recall, composition of
lineup and presentation of lineup significantly affect the accuracy of eyewitness
testimony.

Method:

Subjects: 80 students (43 males and 37 females) of an engineering institute
participated voluntarily in this study. The mean age was 26.37 years (males =
26.63 years and females = 26.08 years) and SD was 4.21 years (males = 4.82 years
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and females = 3.41 years). The participants were informed through a series of
emails sent through the students’ cultural groups and various activity groups.
Those who were interested in participation contacted the experimenter
individually and were recruited for the experiment.

Design:

A 2 (Recall: Cued v/s Free) x 2 (Presentation of Lineup type: simultaneous
v/s sequential) x 2 (Composition of Lineup condition: target present v/s target
absent) x 2(decision making: absolute strategy v/s relative strategy) between
subjects design was employed.

Variables:

Independent variables were recall, decision making strategy, presentation of
lineup, composition of lineup.

Dependent variables were accuracy for recognition and recall.

easures:

Video Clip: a male student from the dramatics group of Indian Institute of
Technology Bombay participated voluntarily for shooting of the video clip. The
video clip was shot in the campus of Indian Institute of Technology Bombay. The
video clip depicted the boy stealing a white car parked in the parking lot of guest
house located near a lake in the campus. The video clip lasted for duration of one
minute and the front view of the boy was seen by the participant for fifteen
seconds. The boy was in his early twenties. He was clean shaven and wore no
spectacles or sun glasses during the shoot.

Photo spread: on the same day as the shoot, a still photograph was clicked
of the boy. A lineup was prepared later on the basis of the boy’s photograph. The
participants were shown the target present line up or target absent line up. In target
present line up along with the suspect there were five filler (innocent individuals)
photographs. In the target absent line up the participants were presented with six
filler photographs, the suspect was not a part of the lineup. Each photograph was
presented on the computer screen either one by one (sequential) or all six
photographs were shown together (simultaneous) for thirty seconds. The inter
stimulus interval for photographs shown sequentially was thirty seconds. The
photo array shown to the subjects was either sequential — target absent lineup,
sequential — target present lineup, simultaneous — target absent lineup or
simultaneous — target present lineup.

Decision making questionnaire (Smith et al 2004): tapped the participants
decision making strategy used during identification task. The questionnaire used
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by Smith et al (2004) was used in this study as well to understand the decision
making strategy used by participants.

Recall sheet: a plain sheet of A/4 size paper was provided to the
participants to write whatever they had seen in the video clip. In case of cued
recall, nine questions were given to the participants regarding the video. The
questions were closed and open ended.

Procedure: Participants were tested individually in the psychophysiology
lab. They were informed that the study was going to measure their memory skills
and choice behavior. A brief overview of the task to be performed was given. The
participants were informed that the data would be used for academic purpose and
their identity will not be revealed. However the exact nature of the task was not
revealed to the participants. The instruction for each task was given just before
they were asked to do the task. The first task they had to do among the series of
task was to give their demographic details. After completion of this task, the
participants were shown the non-violent video clip. The video depicted theft of car
by boy for duration of one minute. The frontal view of the face was visible for 15
seconds. Since cognitive load was not being measured in this experiment,
participants did not engage in any other activity while viewing the video. They
were also informed that the video would be played only once.

Post video either free written recall or the cued written recall sheet was
administered to the participants. The participants in the free written recall group
were instructed, “Please write in as much detail as possible the contents of the
video that you have seen. Attempt to describe the video in sufficient detail”
whereas participants in cued written recall group were instructed, “On this sheet of
paper, please try to answer all the following questions. There is no right or wrong
answer/s. There is no time limit for you to write down the answers. Please try to
concentrate and answer all the questions”.

Without further delay, either simultaneous-target present lineup,
simultaneous-target absent lineup, sequential-target present lineup and sequential-
target absent lineup was presented. The participants were not informed, whether
the suspect would be present or absent in the lineup. The participants who were
administered the simultaneous lineup were instructed, “kindly identify the boy
whom you saw in the video from the photographs. You have to make your decision
after you see the photographs. The boy whom you saw in the video may or may not
be present. After you have seen the photographs, please indicate (1) against the
photograph number that you feel resembles the boy” whereas those presented with
sequential were instructed, “Kindly identify the boy whom you saw in the video
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from the photographs. | do not know how many photographs are there. You have
to make your decision after you see EACH photograph. The boy whom you saw in
the video may or may not be present. Please put a tick mark in the Yes or No
column once you have made decision. Also write the photograph number in the
space provided under photograph number”.

Post identification task the participants were requested to fill the decision
making questionnaire and were thanked for their cooperation and valuable time
spent and debriefed about the experiment.

Results:

The experiment followed a 2x2x2x2 between factorial design. There were
two levels each for recall (free v/s cued), presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s
sequential), composition of lineup (target present v/s target absent) and decision
making strategy (absolute v/s relative).

The aim of the experiment was to study the effect of decision making
strategy and recall for different type of lineups (presentation of lineup:
simultaneous v/s sequential, composition of lineup: target present v/s target
absent) after viewing a non-violent crime scene.

To examine the effect of two levels of recall (free v/s cued), two levels of
presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s sequential), two levels of composition of
lineup (target present v/s target absent) and two levels of decision making
(absolute v/s relative) on identification accuracy (hit, false alarm and no response)
hierarchical log linear analysis (HILOG) was conducted. HILOG is analogous in
design to that of factorial analysis of variance (ANOVA), however HILOG is
more appropriate when both the independent and dependent variables are
categorical in nature. The results indicated a significant interaction between
decision making x presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s sequential) X
recognition task (x” (2) = 24.096, p < 0.01).

Decision making strategy and Presentation of lineup (Simultaneous v/s
Sequential): The results have further shown significant interaction between
relative decision making x simultaneous lineup x recall x recognition (% (2) =
7.57, p < 0.05). In the current study interaction effect for presentation of lineup
(simultaneous v/s sequential) and decision making strategy was significant at
(1) = 5.06, p < 0.05 thus indicating that presentation of lineup administered to the
eyewitness will influence the decision that eyewitness would make. Fig.1 depicts
recognition accuracy for decision making x recall x presentation of lineup.

Decision making strategy and composition of lineup (target present v/s
target absent): From the previous literature it has been noted that nature of lineup
plays a vital role in decision as does types of lineup. The results of the current
experiment have found significant interaction between relative decision making x
target absent x recall x recognition (y* (1) = 5.61, p < 0.05) and absolute decision
making strategy x composition of lineup (x* (1) = 6.63, p < 0.01).

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Presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s sequential) and Composition of
lineup (target present v/s target absent): significant interaction effects between

recognition accuracy X target absent x presentation of lineup (x* (1) = 6.67, p <
0.01) and recognition accuracy x simultaneous x composition of lineup (x* (2) =
6.93, p < 0.05) were reported in the current study as shown in Fig.3.

Recall accuracy was analyzed for the correct number of details that
participants had recollected in the written and verbal recall group. The recall was
split as core details and peripheral details. The details pertaining to the perpetrator
such as his facial features, clothing, and color of the car were included in the core
details whereas the details not pertaining to the crime scene such as the
surroundings were coded as peripheral details. No significant results were
obtained. The description accuracy did not affect identification of the suspect.

Discussion

Decision making plays a vital role in identification of the suspect. The
eyewitness identification decision is significantly related to the presentation and
composition of lineup (Wells & Olson, 2003).

The hypothesis “type of decision making strategy chosen will determine the
accuracy of eyewitness testimony” was confirmed by the results of the study. The
results indicated that absolute decision making strategy led to higher accurate
identifications, indicating that participants found it easier to compare individual
photograph to the memory trace of target image. The participants who employed
relative decision making strategy made fewer correct identification.
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The participants who were presented with target-present lineup made less
inaccurate identifications. Further the results have supported the hypothesis that
decision making strategy will be significantly related to the composition of lineup
(target present v/s target absent). Significant interaction was reported between
absolute decision making strategy and composition of lineup. However, the earlier
studies have indicated that absolute decision making strategy, due to its higher
threshold levels have lowered the identification accuracy (Steblay et al, 2001).
Thus, indicating that comparing individual target photograph to memory trace in
target-present lineup increases accuracy.

Steblay et al (2001) reported that simultaneous lineup led participants to
choose the closet match stored in memory. The results of current indicated that
sequential lineup led participants to accurately identify the target, refuting the
proposition of Steblay et al (2001). The results indicated a significant interaction
between presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s sequential) and decision making
strategy thus accepting the hypothesis that decision making strategy will be
significantly related to the presentation of lineup (simultaneous v/s sequential).

The results have indicated that absolute decision making strategy and
sequential target-present lineup led to fewer false alarms, indicating that absolute
decision making enhances correct identification of the suspect in sequential lineup.
These results have disapproved the proposition that lower choosing rate produces
a lower correct identification rate in sequential target present lineup conditions
(Steblay et al, 2001), indicating that eyewitness setup higher criteria for making
accurate identification under uncertainty conditions of sequential lineup. Further
the results support and demonstrate the superiority of sequential lineup procedure
over simultaneous lineup procedure.

There was no significant effects of recall, indicating that free or cued recall
did not affect decision making or identification of perpetrator hence the hypothesis
that recall would significantly affect accuracy of eyewitness testimony stands
rejected.

The results could aid to construct more efficient lineup in real life to lower
the rate of eyewitness misidentification. The current study employed written recall
(free and cued), however the study can be further extended to verbal recall (free
and cued) to see how it will affect eyewitness accuracy. The effect of retention
interval can be further tested to understand if there is any relationship between
retention interval and decision making strategy and whether decision making
strategy changes over time period.

GENE-BRAIN-ENVIRONMENT INTERPLAY IN HUMAN
INDIVIDUAL VIOLENT BEHAVIOUR

Abstract: Research data from various fields (such as genetics and cognitive
and affective neurosciences, static and functional neuroimaging) suggest that the
predisposition for pathological aggression and criminal violent behaviour is
influenced by both genetic and environmental factors. Epigenetic mechanisms
underlying long- lasting environmentally-induced modifications in gene
expression have recently been implicated in the pathogeny of various psychiatric
and non-psychiatric diseases and social behaviour disturbances. In our contri-
bution, we provide an overview of the main neurobiological underpinnings of the
human individual pathological aggression and violent criminal behaviour, such as
genetic predispositions, neural correlates (neuroanatomical and neurofunctioning
changes) and neurotransmitters and neuroendocrinological abnormalities (such as
hypothalamo-pituitary adrenal axis abnormalities, prosocial neuropeptides chan-
ges). The roles and advantages of using static and functional brain imaging
methods in the study of pathological aggression and criminal violent behaviour
will also be reviewed.

Introduction

Violence is unfortunately a ubiquitous phenomenon, which has been part of
the experience of human beings since their creation and with which we are daily
confronted in the media and everyday life. According to the WHO approximately
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1.6 million people worldwide died in 2000 as the result of violence and this is
likely just an underestimation (WHO, 2003). Among them, almost one third were
victims of homicide, nearly half committed suicide and about one fifth were
victims of war. There are several definitions of violence. WHO defines violence as
being “the intentional use of physical force or power, threatened or actual, against
oneself, another person, or against a group or community that either results in or
has a high likelihood of resulting in injury, death, psychological harm, mal-
development or deprivation”. Violence and can be classified in several ways,
according to the target of violence (self-directed violence — suicidal behaviour and
self harm, interpersonal violence — which is further subdivided in family and
intimate partner violence and community violence or collective violence — social,
political, economic) or mode of violence (physical, sexual, psychological or
involving deprivation or neglect). Our focus here is on the individual violent
behavior towards others.

The prediction, prevention and treatment of individual violent behaviour are
still posing numerous challenges, which are partly due to the multiple, but
incompletely described underpinnings of human pathological aggression and
violent behaviour. As interdisciplinary research reveals, violence is a complex
phenomenon that could be approached from different perspectives, such as social,
economic, political, religious, biological, and genetic. Historical tracing of the
nature-nurture debate surrounding the causality of individual violent and criminal
behaviour points to back and forth gear changing from a biological to an
environmental determinism. At one pole of the dialectics, some authors argued
incisively for an incorrigible biological determinism, at the other pole, dogmatic
adherents to a naive environmental causality were found (Heide & Solomon,
2006; Caspi, Hariri, Holmes, Uher, & Moffitt, 2010). In the recent years,
significant neurobiological underpinnings of violent behaviours and tendencies
have been reported by a wealth of scientific publications from the field of
neuroscience and genetics. The big strides made by neuroscience, neuroimaging
and the field of epigenetic, which is concerned with studying the environmentally-
steered changes in gene expression have provided a new scaffolding for the
nature-nurture controversy surrounding the causality of individual violent
behavior — a controversy that has permeated not only scientific writings, but also
portrayals of violence in movies and belletristic. In particular the neuro-scientific
progress has fostered a reframing of the nature—nurture debate, by showing that
the two (nature, such as genes, and nurture, such as environment) are far from
being severable or discrete, but rather they interplay in a complex, often
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synergistic fashion. In this light, individual violent behaviour is viewed nowadays
as complex behaviour that arises from a dynamic and likely time-sensitive
interplay between genes and environment (including personal and cultural
environment).

The brain correlates of violence and antisocial behaviour

The initial search for neural correlates of aggressive behaviour targeted
antisocial forms of aggression in individuals who suffered brain damage or
individuals without known history of overt brain trauma who perpetrated severe
violent acts. More recently the area of this research has been enlarged, aiming to
additionally unravel the neural underpinnings of so -called normative,
developmental physical aggression. Developmental aggression -in the form of
hitting, biting- is a common occurrence in childhood, which starts around age one
year and peaks around 3.5 years of age (Tremblay, 2008). It decreases afterwards,
in the context of the emergence of social skills and language abilities, being partly
channelled to other forms aggression, such as verbal aggression and being
modulated by both child’s genetic predispositions and environmental (parental)
variables (Jaffee, Moffitt, Caspi, & Taylor, 2003)

Since the first descriptions of Phineas Gage more than 160 years ago
(Harlow, 1848), the idea came up that certain forms up brain damage — particu-
larly of the ventral prefrontal or orbitofrontal cortex — may lead to less
conscientious, less thoughtful and reflected and more impulsive and uncontrolled
forms of behaviour. Working in railway construction, Phineas Gage had had an
accident whereby a crowbar longer than one meter entered and exited his forehead
after a dynamite explosion. Gage survived, but — though this is nowadays
controversially discussed — lost his foresight and planning abilities. Later, other
researchers confirmed the view that the prefrontal cortex might be essential for
proper inhibition and character formation (Welt, 1888). And still later,
psychosurgery had its rise with the assumption that all kind of deviant mental
states might be cured by cutting connections between frontal and posterior
portions of the cerebral cortex (Valenstein, 1980, 1990). The growing usage and
sophistication of structural and functional neuroimaging techniques began to
enable a refined analysis of structure—function relations and recent results in this
area cumulated, for instance, in an Editorial on the first page of the American
Journal of Psychiatry from 2010, entitled “Born to be criminal? What to make of
early biological risk factors for criminal behavior” (Sterzer, 2010). The same
author, together with Christina Stadler, also summarized in 2009 results from
“Neuroimaging of aggressive and violent behaviour in children and adolescents”.
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Neuroimaging was used, for example, in a spectacular case report describing a
family father who suddenly started to behave pedophilic against his own children
(Burns & Swedlow, 2003). During his imprisonment it was found that he had a
growing tumor in the right orbitofrontal cortex. Its final removal resulted in a
complete loss of his pedophilic tendencies.

Aside from the frontal lobes in particular the amygdala has been in the
center of debate with the proposal that amygdalar malfunctioning might lead to
antisocial behaviour and other forms of social behaviour or cognition
abnormalities. The finding of patients with genetically-based bilateral
calcifications of the amygdalae enforced the view that this nuclear mass is critical
for a proper social-emotional behaviour (Markowitsch et al., 1994). It has also
been proposed from the results of patients with bilateral amygdala damage that
identifying anxiety or threat in the faces of others is dependent on a proper
function of the amygdala which may be impaired in psychopaths. The old
literature on patients with Kliiver-Bucy syndrome (Kliiver, 1958) — a complex
symptomatology after anterior and medial temporal lobe damage (and
consequently damage of the amygdala) — reinforces this view (Fig. 1).

One of the most widely used dichotomies of aggression and violence is into
impulsive-reactive and instrumental-proactive-planned. The use of this dichotomy
Is supported by some authors, but discouraged by others. Support for the
employment of this dichotomy comes from studies that show that people with true
psychopathy, who are reported to mainly engage in the instrumental forms of
violent behaviour, have different brain neural correlates (Blair, 2008) in
comparison to people who engage in impulsive acts of violence and have perhaps
a higher rate of genetic predisposition to violence. The authors who argue against
the use of this dichotomy, emphasize that two forms of violence could co-exist
and /or are not so easily distinguishable from each other. Indeed certain violent
acts which seem to have been well-planned over a long time are often “executed
impulsively in a brief period of high emotional arousal” (Freedman et al, 2007).

Impulsive forms of violent behaviour seem to be associated with a
functional hyperactivity of the limbic system (amygdala) (Siever, 2008), while
psychopathy and instrumental forms of violence seem to be related to lower
functional activity of the amygdala (e.g., Marsh et al., 2008). Support for such a
relationship comes also from the aggression-reducing outcome of stereotaxic
amygdala surgery in aggressive individuals (Mpakopoulou et al., 2008; Mark &
Ervin, 1970). Ramamurthi (1980) performed in India more than 400 amyg-
dalectomies to treat subjects with severely aggressive behaviour and reported a
rate of success between 70 and 76%. While all these results may at present be
regarded as preliminary (as they may have overlooked concomitant variables
allowing other interpretations), they nevertheless are statistically significant and
point into the same direction - no opposing results were published as far as we are
aware.

Gender, hormones, sexual brain dimorphism and violence

Violence has traditionally been associated with being male (Archer, 2009).
Men are reported to perpetrate violent acts 10 times more frequently than women
(Tardiff & Sweillam, 1980). In an attenuated form, gender differences in violence
persist among patients with psychiatric illnesses and have biological and socio-
cultural underpinnings (Stueve & Link, 1998). Variations in aggression levels

among sexes emerge early in development, indicating a role for hormonal and
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genetic factors (Striiber, Luck, & Roth, 2008). Several abnormalities of
neurotransmitters  (serotonin, but also dopamine, norepinephrine and
acetylcholine, glutamate, gamma amino butyric acid and nitric oxide),
neurohormones (such as arginine-vasopressin, oxytocin and melatonin) and
neuromodulators (opioids) have been linked to violence and aggression. A link
between XYY genotype and aggression is still debatable (Freyne & O'Connor,
1992), although a significantly higher prevalence of XYY genotype among the
sexually motivated homicide perpetrators than among other male offenders was
reported (Briken, Habermann, Berner, & Hill, 2006). An androgen receptor gene
variant was found to be associated with violent crimes in a group of Indian
convicted males (Rajender et al., 2008). Sex hormones (testosterone, progesterone,
dehydroepiandrosterone sulphate) play a role in aggression and violence and
cortisol seems to mediate the testosterone—aggression relationship (Popma et al.,
2007).

Sexual brain dimorphism resulting from differential prenatal exposure to
sex hormones (Pritzel & Markowitsch, 1997) may partly account for gender
differences in theory of mind functions, empathy and altruistic cooperativeness
and risk taking behaviour (Paus, Keshavan, & Giedd, 2008). Evidence indeed
points to biological underpinnings of sex differences in these capabilities, such as
increased recruitment of mirror system in women in comparison to men during
tasks tapping on empathy (Schulte-Riither et al., 2008), larger relative total gray
matter volume in women correlating with higher cooperativeness and altruistic
behaviour (Yamasue et al., 2009), different functional neural correlates during risk
taking tasks (Lee et al., 2009), gender differentiated effects of so called prosocial
peptides, such as oxytocin and arginin-vasopressin —AVP (Thompson, George,
Walton, Orr, & Benson, 2006; Heinrichs & Domes, 2008; Buchheim et al., 2009).
Affiliative facial motor patterns in response to viewing unfamiliar female faces
were elicited in women after a single dose of exogenously administered AVP,
while in men the same peptide administration led to opposite effects when men
viewed faces of unfamiliar men (Thompson et al., 2006). The earlier development
of communication skills and socialization in women and their higher capacities for
empathy and theory of mind may inhibit or delay the onset of delinquent
behaviours (Kjelsberg & Friestad, 2009). Psychiatric illnesses could disrupt
gender—differentiated biological mechanisms that confer protection against violent
behaviours in women and subsequently narrow the gender variance observed in
general population (Bradford, 2008). Women suffering from psychiatric illnesses
have higher rates of violence than women in general population. Targets of female
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violence are often family members, which may result in underreporting. In studies
of children and adolescents that use conduct disorders’ rates to make inferences
about the frequency of aggressive behaviour, an underestimation of the rates of
aggression among girls may occur due to gender-biased conduct disorder
diagnosis criteria (Kjelsberg & Friestad, 2009).

Gene-environment interplay and liability to individual violent
behaviour

The heritability of physical aggression was estimated to be around 50%
(Brendgen et al., 2005) (40-80%, depending on methods and subjects),
underscoring that complex behaviours result from gene-environment interplays
(Meyer-Lindenberger et al., 2006). Several gene variants have been proposed to
increase liability to violent behaviour (Craig & Halton, 2009). Except for a
minority (Brunner et al., 1993), these variants are common in general population
and are not solely implicated in the causal chain leading to violence, but together
with other genes and/or interacting environmental factors. Single gene mutations
could only explain a very small minority of instances of violent behaviour. This is
the case with a rare mutation of the X-chromosome located MAO-A (monoamine
oxidase A) gene (which metabolizes serotonin, involved in impulsive aggression
and violence) that causes a functional knockout of the gene in affected men,
leading to impulsive violent behaviours. Most of genes that have been found to
provide susceptibility to violence or psychiatric illnesses are however normal
allelic variations that are common and do not prevent vital functions. This means
that they are implicated in the causal processes leading to violence or psychiatric
ilinesses, but only along with other genes and/or certain environmental factors. A
particular combination of genetic vulnerabilities and environmental risk factors
might be more important for the expression of criminal behaviour than the
separate additive effects of genetic and environmental influences. For example,
the combination of a genetic predisposition to antisocial personality disorder and a
high (home) risk environment leads to greater pathology than would be expected
from each factor alone or their simple addition (Staniloiu & Markowitsch, in
press; Rutter, Moffitt, & Caspi, 2006).

The promoter polymorphism associated with low expression of the
monoamine-oxydase-A enzyme (MAOA) gene in vitro (low active allele-MAOA-
L) is common in population, but was found by a seminal study to predict higher
risk for impulsive violence in New Zealander white men of European heritage
only in association with a history of severe maltreatment in childhood (Caspi et
al., 2002). This suggests an epigenetic effect, which may be both hormonally and
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experience- mediated and may take place during a particular developmental
window of vulnerability. A protective effect against violence in women may be
provided by estrogens. Estrogens could affect MAOA gene transcription and an
inverse relationship between MAOA brain levels and estrogens blood levels
exists. With respect to experience-mediated epigenetic effects, both animal and
human data point nowadays to the role of early life experiences in modifying gene
expression via epigenetic mechanisms (McGowan et al., 2009). Several epigenetic
mechanisms might enable environmental factors (including maternal rearing
practices) to produce modifications of gene expression, which occur in the
absence of a change in the underlying DNA sequence and may a times be
transmitted to the next generations (Staniloiu and Markowitsch, in press). These
epigenetic mechanisms include DNA chemical covalent changes (methylation)
and post-translational modifications of the histone tails (via methylation and
acetylation) (Dolinoy, Weidman, & Jirtle, 2007). Cigarette smoking, which was
found to have epigenetic effects in cancer patients, has also been linked to the
development of conduct disorder in prenatally-exposed children. The development
of conduct disorder (DSM-IV-TR, 2000), a possible precursor of antisocial
personality disorder, may be linked to structural and functional brain changes that
are a result of cigarette smoking—induced MAO-A inhibition in the fetal brain,
particularly in those with a promoter polymorphism associated with a low
expression of the MAO-A gene ( Baler, Volkow, , Fowler, & Benveniste, 2008).
Animal studies show that variations in maternal care can lead to epigenetic
changes in gene expression in offspring with long-lasting effects. Adult rats who
are offspring of mothers with low rates of maternal licking and grooming have
altered stress response, altered synaptic functioning and reduced expression of the
glucocorticoid receptors within hippocampus compared to the offspring of
mothers with high rates of maternal behaviours. This reduced expression of
glucocorticoid receptors was found to be mediated by increased methylation of the
promoter of the glucocorticoid receptor gene (effectively repressing gene
expression) and was established in the first week of life (Weaver et al., 2004). In
humans, parenting style was identified as an environmental factor that was
associated with the development of antisocial behaviour, even after controlling for
the impact of evocative gene—environment correlations. An adoption study
identified maternal depression as an environmental factor not only for major
depressive disorder, but also for disruptive disorders in adolescents. Antenatal
maternal stress was associated with abnormal cortisol responses in adolescent
offspring and the intergenerational transmission of cortisol abnormalities from
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women with posttraumatic stress disorder (PTSD) to their children was proposed
to be epigenetically mediated (Yehuda, Blair, Labinsky, & Bierer, 2007).
Pharmacological inhibition of MAO-A during fetal development, but not during
adulthood led to aggressive behaviours in animal models. These findings advance
the idea that environmental factors can affect brain plasticity and the expression of
genetic vulnerabilities for violence in a manner that is time sensitive.

The mechanisms through which genetic polymorphisms result in subtle
molecular abnormalities and influence physiological processes and synaptic
plasticity and account for interindividual variability constitute the focus of
imaging genetics. Employing structural and functional magnetic resonance
imaging in normal subjects and a candidate-gene approach Meyer-Lindenberg et
al. (2006) showed for example that MAOA-L carrier status was associated with
gender-differentiated morphological and functional changes of brain regions
where sex hormones are expressed , such as structural changes of amygdala,
cingulate cortex, orbitofrontal cortex and hyperactivity of the amygdala during
emotional tasks and reduced regulation of the amygdala by orbito-frontal and
anterior cingulate cortex.

Conclusions

With the exception of rare circumstances where environmental hazardous
events can override genetic influences (such as in cases of massive brain injuries),
violent behaviours result from the complex interplay between genetic
predispositions and environmental factors. The capacity of certain environmental
factors for affecting gene expression and the existence of developmental-phase—
dependent effects of environmental experiences on brain structures and functions
open a pathway of hope for time-sensitive environmental manipulations (e.g.
psychotherapeutic interventions, life habit modifications, parental rearing practices
coaching). A crucial task for future research is describing valid environmentally
mediated factors that interact with biological factors to increase the risk for
individual violent behaviour. Equally important is to accurately describe windows
of vulnerability for environmental factors and windows of optimal timing for
environmental manipulations.

CRIMINOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF VIOLENT
OFFENDERS IN THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

Justice and Criminology of Yerevan State University

The paper discusses the social-demographic, criminological and legal,
moral-psychological and biophysiological charectristics of a person who
committed violent crime in the RA.

The paper reveals that more then 90% of those who committed violent
crimes are men. However, last year number of women commited with violence
behaviour increased in the Armenia. It is also reveald that most of criminals are
30-49 years old people (43.9%). More than 77% of those criminals are
unemployed.

About 20% of violent crimes in the RA are committed by the residivists.
Besides, most of these crimes are committed alone, and in the group — only 11.6%.
Hooliganism is the most frequent group crimes in RA.
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The paper also discusses some moral-psychological and biophysiological
peculiarities of violent offenders such as values, needs, motivations and different
psychological problems.

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ABSTRACT
ARZUMANYAN SERGEY AS A FOUNDER OF JURIDICAL
PSYCHOLOGY IN ARMENIA

The article presents biography and theory of famous Armenian psychologist
Sergey Arzumanyan, who was a founder of juridical psychology in Armenia. His
research interests covers wide range of aspects of juridical psychology, such as
Forensic psychology, Legal psychology, Psychology of Criminal Personality,
Penitentiary Psychology. He developed new fields of juridical psychology -
Psychology of Social Pathologies and Criminological Psychology.

Sergey Arzumanyan’s work 1is based upon his criminological and
psychological theory of offender's personality development. Theory describes
psychological determination of personality moral and legal consciousness
deformation, psychological mechanisms of criminological development of social
attitudes being the basis of deviant behavior.

Criminal forms of minors’ social behavior are based on criminalization of
their social attitudes. Criminalization of social attitudes is the process, which has 5
stages. The first stage is latent; it passes with undifferentiated emotional settings.
During this stage negative social influences provide negative emotional state,
which is the basis of the negative emotional attitudes, determining deviant
behavior. But first stage is the appearance of only pre-conditions for negative
emotional attitudes. The second stage of process has negative emotional attitudes
towards of adult’s certain behavior. During the third stage minors verbalize and
aware negative emotional attitudes. This stage is special, because emotional and
verbal aspects of negative attitudes come together. The fourth stage is
characterized with existence of deviant behavior, different non-criminal offenses
based on pre-criminal attitudes. During the fifth stage of process of social
attitudes’ criminalization, criminal attitudes occur. Verbalized criminal attitudes
become active and make the person to make offenses. Arzumanyan’s point of
view is illustrated with large empirical evidence.

Sergey Arzumanyan offers two ways of warning minor's social attitude’s
criminalization. First of all — early reviling and overcoming of attitude’s
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criminalization development, and for the second, we need complex procedures for
investigation and overcoming of conditions, which lead to forming of the
criminogenic attitudes.

The disciples and followers of S.J. Arzumayan continue to work out his
theory inside his scientific school, which has great influence on development of
psychology in Armenia.

ON SOME ASPECTS OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL BASIS OF
STATE CONTROL AND SUPERVISION IN ARMENIA

Presently, Armenian economy lacks investments; sometimes the outflow of
Armenian capital to neighboring countries has been observed. According to the
experts one of the obstacles on the way of being attractive for investors is bad
regulated legislation on Control and Supervision. The business society and
possible investors are afraid of uncertainty and frequent visits of inspectors;
sometimes those inspectors are not authorized by the law to conduct such
inspection. The Constitution prescribes and exclusively defines the Constitution
and Laws to authorize any state body and their officials to conduct any action.

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The contemporariness of the topic is substantiated by a number of aspects
including several listed below;

e Current socioeconomic situation of the country requires new approach
of State management and supervision

e The collapse of Soviet Union ensured new policies and approaches
which demands changes of administrative reforms and new type of governance in
the country.

e The “Planned Economy” was changed to fit the requirements of the
market, which assumes the crucial changes in controlling mechanisms.

e As State Bodies get their funds from the State budget and government is
authorized to follow up how those funds were spent, the special attention is
required on spending the public funds especially where corruption risk is the
highest.

e The formation of the State Control system in the line with the
development of the country cannot be a short time issue and the strategic,
fundamental and gradual long term planning is needed to set up the directions of
the policies of State Control.

e Presently the actual problem is to limit unjustified administrative
pressure on commercial structures and other organizations.

Having in mind the upcoming parliamentary (in 2012) and presidential (in
2013) elections this issue becomes more important and outcome results might be
offered and suggested to the election platforms of the candidates to MP, political
parties, and candidates for the presidency.

The Armenian Constitution proclaims the fundamental Human Rights and
Freedoms as an ultimate value and article 42.1 of the Constitution designates those
Rights and Freedoms applicable for Legal Entity’s as well. Thus the importance of
the topic is also observed from the point of protection of Human Rights and
Freedoms. Meanwhile, some Controlling Bodies are not prescribed by law at all,
and this directly violates norms of the Constitution.

Originally Armenia has inherited Soviet system's regulations for
government control, inspection and supervision since it regained its independence
from the Soviet Russia. In Soviet times there were several bodies that were
authorized to carry out the same activities of control such as “People’s Control”,
“State Control” “Soviet Property Protection”, etc. Thus, chapter on Human Rights
was placed only 7 in the Soviet Constitution. Gradually the system has been
changed to meet the new challenges of the time and face new ideological, social,
economic and political changes of the Country. Control occurs, when the holder of
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the power acts in an active mode by setting up legislation to be executed and than
follows whether those norms of legislation are being done properly.

The basis of State Control is defined by several articles of the Constitution.
Though some of foundational concepts are embedded in different Chapters of the
Constitution, they are interconnected and outlined in the unified system of
Constitutional norms which allows Government and State bodies and agencies to
exercise controlling authorities. This assures and balances separation of the
legislative, executive and judicial power among respective institutions of the
Country. Currently, In Armenia we can differentiate three main variants of State
Control; Presidential Control, Parliament's Control and Government Control.
Beside mentioned three variants, Constitution authorizes other State Bodies, such
Prosecutor's office, Central Bank and Control Chamber to conduct controlling
activities. The point here is that activities of latter are overseen by the President,
Parliament or Government. Thus, the highest power is exercised by those three
institutions and though all others have some supervision authorities they are under
supervision themselves. Without effective and adjusted mechanisms of control
there is no possibility for other State Institutions to normally implement their
functions. Subsequently the control function of the State is in a line with assuring
national security and defense.

One of the main challenges for the current legislation and Control system
itself is that there is no exact differentiation of terms "Control™ and "Supervision”.
This was not taken into the account while amending and adopting legislation after
the Soviet era. Thus, many inconsistencies occur in the current legislation, which
are reflecting on the society and correspondingly to the economy. This partly
occurred because while drafting legislation on these activities linguistic
peculiarities of Armenian language were not considered. The fact is that control
and supervision activities do not have international binding or compulsory
principles like in other legal fields, such as Human Rights, civic, criminal and
administrative ones. There is no any declaration, treaty or other type of
international agreement which is ratified by the National Parliament and is
mandatory for the Country. There are some international organizations such as
INTOSAI, EUROSAI, and ASOSAI, (on international and regional levels) which
try to develop the standards for national institutions, but yet they don’t have a
mandate to adopt binding documents, thus they have only advisory papers. Thus,
there is a need to develop and establish at least some general principles for State
Control Bodies, firstly on regional, secondly on International level.
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The key element of control should be identification and recognition of the
reasons, aims, methods, terms and conditions as well as the substantiations. While
acquiring the special literature on the topic I got the idea that the authors have not
a unity in their opinions about the term of Control, and it is interpreted in different
meanings and ways, which causes some misunderstanding and incorrect wording
in national legislation.

The level of uncertainty has gone deeper in Armenia. Thus, the Law “On
Organizing and Conducting Inspections,” posted on the official website of the
Armenian Parliament, had mistakenly embraced the word “Audit” instead of the
word “Inspection”. Although audit could also be an external and compulsory
procedure for assessment of activities of organization, it is performed in order to
evaluate validity and reliability of internal control and advise the management of
the company on how to improve its activities in certain directions, Audit itself
does not assume any financial and legal substances (Law of the Republic of
Armenia “On Auditing), even if it is compulsory audit, it is aimed to raise
accountability, productivity, effectiveness of financial management. Inspection or
Control should have subsequent legal, financial or criminal outcomes in case of
offenses in the activities of the company or organization. If in the past audit has
been done only for financial activities, recently an international experience shows
that audit can be also carried out in various directions or ways such as quality
audit, project management audit, energy audit, etc. Presently, several government
and state bodies™ carry out the inspection and control activities. The legislation on
those activities has been changed several times, some norms completely. As the
main income of the Armenia’s State budget comes from taxes and related
obligatory payments, it is obvious that government has to follow strict rules in
terms of taxation. In my point of view, some authorities are duplicated by several
government bodies or agencies as their regulations and rules are resembled. This
situation contradicts to both international experience and domestic legislation. The
Armenian Constitution adopted by referendum in 1995 and amended later in 2005,
defines several norms which are devoted to State control and supervision. Those
articles restrict certain state bodies in their authorization. Some sub-constitutional
legislation goes beyond the frames which were put by the Constitution.

The President in the capacity of a head of the State, holder of the relatively
highest power and guarantee of the implementation of the Constitution (RA
Constitution, Article 49), who shall ensure the normal functioning of all three

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branches of the power, should have had the controlling authority, and this power is
given to the President in various types. First of all, it is embodied in the practice of
suggesting to the Parliament the candidates for several posts, such as Members of
the Constitutional Court, General Prosecutor, Chairman of the Central Bank etc,
while some of the highest government posts are directly appointed by the
President with no involvement of the Parliament. Those appointments are
Ministers, Ambassadors, Top Military, Police and Security services officials. In
this way, by choosing proper candidates President controls and assures execution
of legislation by appropriate people. President is also responsible for the outcomes
and wrongdoings of persons appointed by him/her. Second is the legislative
function of the President as by the Constitution he/she is authorized to sign any
law adopted by the Parliament (RA Constitution, Article 55, Clause 2); thus,
he/she controls accordance of adopted laws to the Constitution. President can
suspend an effect of the governmental decree and send it to the Constitutional
Court for verification of its compliance to the Constitution. International
experience shows that the third way of the Presidential control is a control which
iIs done via structures of President's administration. And here we have
inconsistencies with current legislation. The fact is that Armenian Constitution has
two fundamental articles which directly define the rules for the state bodies.
President is the highest state official, which means the top representative of the
highest state body. Article 5 of the Constitution prescribes that State Bodies and
its officials shall only perform such actions for which they are authorized by
Constitution and laws. Unfortunately, the duties of the President in the Armenian
case do not meet the authorities given by the Constitution. It is obvious President
should have a right to define the authorities and government officials including
prime-minister’s jurisdiction. Current legislation allows President to do so by
means of law only, because this is stated in the article 5. On the contrary to the
above-mentioned Decree N 174-N of the RA President, President authorized
several State Officials to conduct control activities, as it was previously stated this
have to be done exclusively by the Law or Constitution11. Here, we observe an
example where the duties of the President do not meet his/her authorization given
by the Constitution.

Parliament Control has its unique role in the system of the State Control. It
comprises several types of activities 1) general legislative control; 2) political
control; 3) financial control; 4) administrative control (Tarasov, 2008). Though the
President is considered the head of the Country, Constitution defines some norms

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which allows parliament to control President's deeds and take over of them, as on
of the exclusive authorities of the Parliament is to approve a law "On State
Budget" and later evaluate its execution by the Government, the program of the
newly appointed government™ is to be approved by the Parliament. The orders
and decrees of the President shall abide the Laws adopted by the Parliament,
although in order to go in force they shall be signed by the President. This
example shows the interconnection, and interdependence of the control activities
of State Bodies and balancing function of the Constitution in authorizing the latter
to conduct such activities. By the Constitution, in Armenia, instead of the
Constitution of Nagorno-Karabakh Republic®®, the president has no authority to
propose a draft of a law to the Parliament, this authority is given exclusively to the
Members of Parliament and the Government, thus, the President™ has to propose a
draft via Government, this also states the exclusive right of the parliament on the
President's activities. The fact is that the Parliament has a special committee on
every issue of social, economical, political, international and other aspects of
socio-political relations. This gives to the Parliament a possibility to follow up
government activities and be aware of every activity carried out by the
government. Beside the Constitution one of the main guarantees of
implementation of the controlling function of the Parliament is the Law “On Rules
of Procedure of the National Assembly,” Article 7 of this law states, that “Deputy
may be present at the sittings of state and local self-government bodies, according
to the procedure defined by the legislation”. Article 73 of the Armenian
Constitution defines that NA shall have no more than twelve standing committees
but it could have unlimited number of ad hoc committees, in my perspective this is
the very unique definition of the power given to the Parliament by the
Constitution, which enables Parliament to conduct its control activities via its
temporary committees on any event which is drawn public attention. There are
many examples of the exclusive role of the Parliament in State Control which are
defined by the Constitution. Unfortunately there is some sub-constitutional
legislation which violates principles of the Constitution.

Some examples of contradiction are seen in the RA Law on “Control
Chamber.” Article 83.4 of the Constitution states that the program of the activities
of Control Chamber should be approved by the parliament but on the contrary of
this norm we observe violation which is done in the point “b” of the10-th part of

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the article 10 of the Law “On Control Chamber”. This article defines the
authorities of the Control Chamber’s Council. It states - that the Control Camber’s
Council is able to include any new entity to be controlled in its program of
activities (objects to be controlled). This clearly contradicts to the norm of the
Constitution, which gives to the Parliament unique authority to set up the program
of activities of the Control Chamber. In this case the Parliament is acting as a
supervisor on activities of Control Chamber in preventing it from carrying out
unauthorized activities. Obviously the Law violates the higher Legislation Act
(Constitution).

In recent years the quantity of State bodies authorized to conduct inspection
and supervision has risen significantly. In some cases they go above the power
they are given by the Constitution and Laws. This creates legal uncertainty that the
authorities of the inspecting and controlling bodies systematically overlap, and
which especially chills the business; in relationship with the state agents the
business representatives cannot reasonably regulate their own behavior with the
view of the abidance by all the regulatory legal norms existing in the area.

Government Control is one which can occur in every field of activities
conducted in the Country, as ministries and other government adjunct bodies are
the ones that have to develop the policy and follow up the implementation of those
policies in accordance with existing norms of legislation. Article 85 of the RA
Constitution stipulates that “All matters of state administration, which are not
reserved by law to other state or local self-government bodies, shall fall within the
competence of the Government”. The very meaning of this norm gives
Government an authority to handle any activity which was not properly designated
to other specific state or municipal body. In accordance with the articles 5 and
83.5 of the Constitution, the RA Law “On Organizing and Conducting Inspection
in the Republic of Armenia” in its 2 article lists those bodies which are authorize
to handle inspection activities. The 6 part of the first article of this law defines
those Control bodies which activities are not regulated to be conducted in
accordance to this Law, which means that those authorizations of those bodies
have to be defined by separate Laws. As most of the Controlling functions are
done through inspection the RA Law “On Organizing and Conducting Inspection
in the Republic of Armenia” has very important role in the whole State Control
System. Unfortunately in the Law we have no any mentioning of the Prime-
Minister’s Control Service, which is obliged by the Constitution. So a need to
reconsider current legislation and amending it to fit the Constitution norms is
obvious. Unauthorized and unjustified Control hides in it more risks than it is
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assumed to prevent. Every of the ministries and its adjunct bodies has its separated
jurisdiction in the sphere of its activities. Presently we can observe a situation
where diffident bodies conduct the same type of inspection, usually this occurs
while comparing the activities of Ministry of Finances and Control Chamber, as
both of them are engaged in overseeing the financial activities, and several
organizations were under control for the same topic by both (RA National
Assembly Decision N 175-N and RA Prime-Minister’s decree N 45-A).

Although during recent years the Armenian Government has put some
restrictions on performing control for some bodies, business society complains
that it is hard to keep sustainable development, while being treated by frequent
inspections and control activities from different bodies, some businesses are even
closed because of it. The uncertain regulation of the issue is quite challenging and
endangers the Country’s economical development. The weak point of this
situation is that population, mainly the business society, is not aware of their rights
in this field as well as the legislation and its main principles. It plays a significant
role on the development of relations with state bodies. In particular, the very
meaning of terms “supervision” and “control” is not clearly defined in domestic
legislation, which highly promotes the legal uncertainty mentioned above and
creates a lot of corruption risks, leaving an incredible room for discretion for the
state agents. As a result the meaning of supervision and control in several laws and
other legal acts is mixed and not definable with necessary preciseness. This
uncertainty affects the whole system of State Control. Recently the Armenian
government undertook some steps to ease the burden of small and middle
businesses, thus it has put a ban on the inspection of those companies which
budget does not exceed seventy million AMD. This issue was widely discussed in
Yerevan and people have been more or less aware about it, but in fact, in remote
areas inspectors are acting the same way as before. Beside above mentioned
loopholes, there is also uncertainty because legislation commonly fails to outline
the period of limitation for the control activities (except tax legislation), and
inspectors barely abide the Civic Code general requirement at three years, which
sometimes could be considered as the wish to avoid abiding to demands of
inspectors.

While defining the Constitutional basis of State Control it is unable to
bypass the role of Constitutional Court of the Republic of Armenia for this
institution has a unique and exclusive role and holds a mandate from Constitution.
This institution is not a part of any State body and its mandate is solely outlined by
the Constitution. It is considered to be the Supreme Body of Constitutional
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Control, having the idea of the responsibility of all state officials to follow up the
implementation of the Constitution and laws, the Constitutional Court is a body to
oversee all of the activities carried out by any rank. Particularly, Article 100 of the
RA Constitution enlists the mandate of the Constitutional Court (RA Constitution,
Chapter 6, Article 1). It has a mandate to determine the compliance of laws,
decisions of the National Assembly, decrees of the President of the Republic,
decisions of the Government, Prime Minister, and local self-government bodies
with the Constitution. Article 101 enumerates the list of those entities and bodies
which can appeal to the Constitutional Court. This seems that issues mentioned
above could be solved by the Constitutional Court, even the laws which are in the
collision to the Constitution could be outlawed by it, but the Constitutional Court
while being the supreme Constitutional justice body is restricted in its authorities.
Article 26 of the Law “On Constitutional Court” prescribes that the
“Constitutional Court reviews the case only if a relevant application exists.” This
means that the Constitutional Court is unable to start procedure of revising any
legal acts unless it is appealed to do that. The common procedure of appealing for
legal entities may take a while, as they have to undergo whole three judicial
instances according to the 6 part of the article 101 of the Constitution®.

Article 83.5 of the Constitution prescribes that “the issues related to the
restrictions on the rights and freedoms of natural persons and legal entities, their
obligations, as well as forms, extent and procedure for liability thereof, means of
compulsion and the procedure for such types, amounts and procedures for the
payment of taxes, duties and other binding fees paid by natural persons and legal
entities shall be set forth exclusively by the laws of the Republic of Armenia”. In
the cases mentioned above the inconsistency among the Constitution, legal and
administrative practice is obvious.

Summarizing the above-mentioned aspects, it is worth mentioning that State
Control plays an essential role in the State Governance System in a line with
National Security and Defense. The execution of Control activities in accordance
with the Constitution and laws is a guarantee of protection of Human Fundamental
Rights and Freedoms which are applicable to legal entities as well. The vagueness
of the definitions of Control and Supervision decreases the effectiveness of
activities aimed at raising an accountability and rule of law. Some legal acts are in
a collision with the RA Constitution and Laws. The Constitutional Court’s
mandate does not meet its functions.
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All the aforementioned collisions might be solved through respective
legislation changes, which will normalize the functioning of the State Governance
System in particular Control and Supervision activities.

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The paper looks at the normative appeal of criminal subcultures. Following
Edwin Sutherland, criminal behaviour is learnt socially and individuals are
socialised into law-breaking in delinquent subcultures. In the Soviet Union, a
particularly strong subculture developed which in the post-Soviet period many
academics believed presented a serious problem for the creation of law-governed
states. This was known as the thieves’ world or vorovskoi mir led by criminals
known as thieves-in-law or vory v zakone. Despite the supposed strength of this
subculture, particularly in the Caucasus, the Georgian government launched a
relative successful campaign against the vory, this paper assesses this policy and
asks whether the degree to which people normatively assessed the thieves’ world
was overstated.

Introduction

Edwin Sutherland’s (1947) classic statement of the theory of differential
association, argues that criminal behaviour is learned from others. More
specifically, in interaction with delinquent others ‘a person becomes delinquent
because of an excess of definitions favourable to violation of law over definitions
unfavourable to violation of law.” (Sutherland 1947: 5) This famous statement has
been used to understand the interaction of the individual and his or her immediate
normative environment including the construction and impact of delinquent
subcultures. Theoretically, Sutherland supposes that where there is frequent,
durable, and intense exposure to definitions favourable to law-breaking from
others that an individual sees as significant, criminal behaviour becomes more
likely.

This paper seeks to apply these classic ideas of criminology to the post-
Soviet space and in particular the so-called vorovskoi mir or thieves’ world — a
highly developed delinquent subculture that existed across the entire Soviet and
now post-Soviet territory. The most visible aspect of the thieves’ world is the

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existence of career criminals known as vory-v-zakone — a criminal elite maintained
as an elite by a ritualized status boundary.

Specifically, the paper looks at the republic of Georgia, an area where the
vory became particularly prevalent. According to some sources, by the post-Soviet
period around one third of all vory came from Georgia though this small South
Caucasian republic contained only 2% of the Soviet population. In 2005, riding a
wave of popularity since the 2003 peaceful turnover of power known as the Rose
Revolution, the Georgian government headed by Mikheil Saakashvili introduced
unique anti-organised crime legislation. This included the outlawing of the
possession of the status of vor-v-zakone and membership of the so-called thieves’
world. Interestingly, all the evidence suggests that this reform has been highly
successful.

This presents a puzzle: as the paper will show, most accounts of the thieves’
world in Georgia and the post-Soviet region generally suggest that it was highly
developed, well-organised, and a threat to the creation of a law-governed state.
Yet, in Georgia the thievish subculture appeared to disappear relatively quickly as
soon as the government mounted a challenge to it.

Certainly, one answer to this puzzle is simply to argue that the anti-
organised crime legislation was well-thought out and implemented. Drawing on
reforms in Italy and the US, it attacked organised crime from three angles:
policing (reform of law enforcement and prisons), legal (introduction of new
legislation), and normative (education reforms promoting law). The collapse of the
thieves’ world in Georgia however, cannot solely be attributed to good policy.
Instead, the stability and normative strength of the thieves’ world as an alternative
juris-generator appears to have been in general decline since the collapse of the
Soviet Union for reasons connected to social and economic transformation.

This paper serves then to challenge the usual claims about the depth and
extent of the thieves’ world in creating an alternative normative order and the
more general claims about ‘legal nihilism’ in the post-Soviet space. While it may
be true that people ascribe more importance to social norms than to the law in
terms of practicality for getting on with life in often dysfunctional political and
economic circumstances, the degree to which criminal subcultures dominate over
state law and other normative referents should not be exaggerated.

The Thieves’ World as an Alternative Moral Order

All accounts of the vory discuss their history. This is not something | want
to go over here in detail as it is covered in the literature elsewhere. It is now well
known that the thieves’ world most likely really became distinct in the 1930s
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possibly with the help of the prison authorities in the Gulag at the time when a
criminal element was needed in the camps to help control the political prisoners.
In any case, the vory had an original code of honour which was ascetic, almost
monastic, in emphasis. The code banned material wealth, collusion with the state,
working, family ties and dishonesty with others in the brotherhood on top of many
other rules, rituals and rites that governed behaviour for those who professed the
code.

The view of the vory not just as a criminal grouping but as a separate source
of morality and norms within the Soviet Union grew during the 1950s when,
during destalinization, hundreds of thousands of people were released from the
camps. Many ex-prisoners brought back to their home communities and places of
resettlement the values, slang and visual culture of the camps (Dobson 2009). It is
possible to say that in the 1950s the thieves’ world turned from a subculture into a
counterculture against the official Soviet ideology. Moreover, as has been well
recorded, despite attempts to crackdown on the criminal underworld, the vory by
the 1970s and 1980s had started to live outside the prisons, and continued to act
according to one of the key tenets of their code: to attract young people to
continue the thievish traditions.

According to many sources (Gurov 1995; Godson et al. 2003; Glonti &
Lobjanidze 2004; Nordin & Glonti 2006) with this history, the vory maintained an
almost mythical status and managed to attract whole generations and sections of
society towards the criminal life. Some (Chalidze 1977; Gurov 1995; Dolgova
2003; Oleinik 2003) argue that the degree to which Soviet and post-Soviet
organised crime is based on a normative community of criminals is the key
distinguishing element from the mafias of other parts of the world.

The argument in these works follows the subcultural theory implied by
Sutherland’s work on differential association, suggesting that normative
orientations were a key element in belonging to the thieves’ world, both for vory
and those aspiring to be vory. Furthermore, the work of March and Olsen (2004)
in political science also makes an interesting distinction that appears applicable in
this case. They argue that support for an institution can follow either a logic
instrumentality — seeking rewards and avoiding punishment — or a logic of
appropriateness, where support is bred through conformity to deeply held
convictions, norms and values. Most accounts seem to support the idea that
support for the vory followed the logic of appropriateness and that this created a
separate normative world which encouraged law-breaking and created a serious
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obstacle to the creation of a law-governed society once the Soviet Union
collapsed.

Examples of support for this idea are plentiful in the literature on post-
Soviet crime. For example, Anton Oleinik (2003) argues that the logic of
appropriateness towards organised crime has become a socio-psychological fact in
post-Soviet countries. He attempts to establish the fact of the embeddedness of
positive normative orientations towards deviance, and specifically organised crime
within the context of the thieves’ world.

Oleinik suggests that the congruence of the prison with society works
through subjects’ learned but unconscious dispositions (habitus) structured by the
harsh environment of transitional society that leads to the adoption of behaviour
mirroring prison society. He writes: ‘in order to explain the significant scope of
the penal subculture in a soviet-type society, we do not need to suppose that the
habits produced in the penal setting must be expanded. It is the perception of
authority on a daily level that produces a normative structure that is comparable to
the penal setting.”*® Ultimately, Oleinik would like to measure a ‘permeability
coefficient’ to indicate just how congruent prison and post-soviet societies are.

Along these lines, Humphreys (2002: 112-125) argues that supporting these
career criminals was not simply about power and influence or fear but ‘that they
[thieves-in-law] are the kind of people who have law...the whole notion of
themselves as the kind of people who are disciplined, orderly, and subject to law
[appealed] (original italics).” The thieves’ law can have instrumental value for
those that produce it and those that follow it, and it can also be valued as somehow
socially appropriate, that is, an ethical stance worked into the fabric of culture.
Volkov (2002) similarly writes of St. Petersburg in 1992: ‘A new jargon corrupted
everyday language, radio stations played popular songs filled with prison
jargon...It seemed that through the spoken word, gestures, and images some new
powerful subculture was beginning to dictate its values, perceptions and
attitudes.”"’

The good name of the vory in Georgia is frequently referred to along with
the tendency to respect and mythologise these criminal characters: ‘in Georgian
culture, criminal figures have often been characterised as servants of the public
good, embodying notions of honour, justice or even democracy’ (Godson et al.
2003 p. 9). Serio & Razinkin (1994 p. 1) cite a 1993 survey of schoolchildren in
Georgia that showed that 25% of respondents stated that they wanted to be a qurdi

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when they grew up. Tevzadze (n.d) mentions that a Thbilisi newspaper had
received letters asking for career advice on how to become a qurdi. Godson et al.
(2003) report that the children of one school opted to elect their own
representative to the criminal world. Thus, Georgian scholars Glonti & Lobjanidze
conclude that in Georgia (2004 p. 115): ‘it is possible to observe the widespread
propaganda of the “thieves’ movement,” agitation for the “zakonniki” as “business
people,” so to say, “thieves with a human face” and the romanticisation of these
leaders in the eyes of the population and especially the youth.’

This point was maybe overstated in a Georgian article of 2006:
‘Georgians...automatically resist law in any and all forms...It could also be said
that the society of Thieves has given the country of Georgia the only uncorrupted
and enforceable judicial system Georgia has ever known’ (Nordin & Glonti,
2006). Thus, one news article on the Georgian fight against organised crime noted
(Ablotiya 2006): ‘the main battle — still ahead — is the battle for minds...today, a
large part of the young still think razborki, obshchak, malyava...are absolute
norms of life.’

Many scholarly accounts then draw specific attention to the normative
dimension of the thieves’ world as a defining characteristic. This is all deeply
reminiscent of Sutherland: sectors of Soviet society, and particularly those many
people who had passed through the prison camps, had constructed an alternative
normative world that provided extra-legal rules — an alternative ‘juris-generator’.
Definitions favourable to the violation of law dominated in this subculture. And,
going further than this, according to Oleinik, the norms and values of the
subculture began to dominate mainstream culture. Georgia was no exception to
this — in fact, it might be seen as one of the best examples of this process.

Attitudes to the Thieves’ World in Georgia Post-2005

The vory then were a strong normative force in Georgia, and this only
increased in the post-Soviet period according to academic commentators.
Moreover, the vory influenced parliament and politics and ‘there are cases when
so-called vory-v-zakone review the results of certain elections. Some political
leaders during their election campaigns visit them in their various corners of
Georgia for support.”*® To this extent then the rationale of Shevardnadze’s rule
followed the advice he gave to Mikheil Saakashvili as incoming Justice Minister:
‘don’t touch the Mafia bosses — it’s a dangerous task.’**

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This was not advice Saakashvili took on. In December 2005, following
successful police reforms, anti-organised crime legislation was passed. By June
2006, according to the Interior Ministry there was not one Georgian vor left in
freedom.? By March of 2007, in his state of the nation address, Saakashvili had
already declared: ‘the backbone of the system of crime bosses has been
broken....some of the people who sat in this room said that the parliament of a
little independent Georgia would hardly be able to do something that Stalin
himself was unable to do. I would like to report to you today that...dozens of
crime bosses have faced trial and have been isolated from the public.’*

Polls in Georgian society support Saakashvili’s assertion. Surveys (GORBI
2010) show that 70% of respondents in Georgia thought the authority of the
thieves’ world had ‘significantly decreased’, 10% that it had ‘slightly decreased’
and 6% that it had been ‘eliminated’. Normatively also, it seems that the thieves’
world was not and is no longer acceptable as a provider of rules and norms for
living. In an EU Values survey (CRRC 2009) 78% of respondents said that it was
‘never acceptable’ to use a vor or criminal authority for dispute resolution.
Interviews with headmasters and workers at the Ministry of Education and Science
suggest that any remnant of the ‘street mentality’ quickly evaporated once the
reforms were introduced. Generally crime has dropped significantly since the
1990s and victimization surveys show it to be lower than most European states in
2010 (GORBI 2010).

The puzzle lies in trying to explain such a turnaround and what it says about
the depth and extent of crime-producing subcultures and the degree of ‘legal
nihilism’ in the post-Soviet space. | will argue that this is due to a combination of
factors: firstly, a policy-based explanation, suggesting that the anti-mafia policy
was highly effective as it was borrowed from international best practice. Secondly,
I will also argue that the thieves’ world’s authority has in fact been greatly
exaggerated and was instead quite weak by 2005 due to problems connected to the
quick economic and political transformations following the collapse of the Soviet
Union.

The Georgian Anti-Mafia Policy

One simple answer to the puzzle, and the one preferred by the Georgian
authorities, is to focus on the state and the success of government policy. The anti-
mafia policy of 2005 is unique in the post-Soviet space and borrowed a great deal

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from the experience of Sicily and seasoned anti-mafia campaigners like the former
Palermo Mayor Leoluca Orlando who had personal ties with Georgia going back
to the 1980s. Orlando’s main argument was that the mafia could only be fought by
battling with it on a range of fronts simultaneously, most specifically in the police,
through the law, and at a grassroots level. The Georgians took on much of what
Orlando said. Below I present a summary of the main reforms that contributed to
success in fighting organised crime:

- mass turnover of police personnel in 2004. This well known reform in
the region removed corrupt officers that had previously insulated organised crime
groups from state attack through patronage ties. The new police have very high
ratings in terms of public trust (Slade 2011).

- turnover of prison staff and isolation of ‘authorities’ and vory in special
facilities. This was based on the Italian experience and changes to the penal code.

- legal changes. These attacked the vory by name and criminalized
association with them, punishing the offences with harsh prison terms. The state
also passed legislation regarding confiscation of property and plea-bargaining in
2004.

- Grassroots and education program. Safe Schools program. Starting with
a legal socialization program run by American NGOs, courses were run teaching
children about civic responsibility, the law and the harms of organised crime. In
2010, this turned into a policy of having School Resource Officers in school — a
controversial move. The media also aired documentaries critical of the thieves’
world.

While these changes were quick and efficient, it is still not clear how this
affected normative orientations towards crime commission and organised crime.
As most commentators note, the law struggles to penetrate society in the post-
Soviet space and it seems unlikely that normative changes could have happened so
quickly. A further explanation is needed. | suggest below this can be found by
questioning the actual level and depth of respect for the vory.

Criminal Status in a Period of Change

The 1990s saw a huge surge in crime, mafia-activity, inequality and
impoverishment. It was a period of uncertainty and turmoil that affected most
levels of society in most parts of the post-Soviet space. Georgia was no exception
to this. The arrival of a capitalist economy unregulated by strong laws and legal
institutions affected organised crime and the vory just as it affected everyone else.
For one thing, the opportunities to establish patron-client relations in the state
increased. For another, the number of private businesses and general level of
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transaction among private individuals increased dramatically allowing
opportunities for extortion.

In principle these elements of the transition were good for organised crime,
and as was mentioned above appeared to unleash the old Soviet criminal
subculture throughout society, providing an alternative source or norms, as well as
protection and dispute resolution where the state had weakened drastically.

On the other hand, increased competition and uncertainty in the
environment make things uncomfortable for established criminals like the vory.
Many accounts (see e.g. Volkov 2002) establish the fact that new bandits of
differing stripes such as Afghan war veterans, sports club members and street
gangs threatened the old traditional criminals. Small arms flooded the black
market, violence increased and the old criminal norms eroded. Competition meant
the vory started to accept under-socialised recruits, often young, and sometimes
for money. Many had no prison experience, a barrier to entry that had formerly
operated to establish trust. The criminal institution began to become demoralised.
This was particularly true in Georgia where the proliferation of violence due to the
wars with South Ossetia and Abkhazia, the overthrow of first president
Gamsakhurdia in December 1991 and the low-intensity civil war in western
Georgia in 1993. High levels of competition meant high attrition rates of organised
criminals and the recruitment of new, young men regardless of whether they
followed the thieves’ traditions.

Moreover, in a new economy with big opportunities for enrichment, there
was little desire to invest in keeping the criminal community and its norms strong.
Punishing other vory for breaking the code is costly and time consuming in an
environment where money is easy to come by. Again, many Georgian vory ended
up in Russia, especially those fleeing Abkhazia and other conflicts, those that had
ended up in Russia due to a policy of sending vory out of Georgia in the 1980s and
those who simply saw better business opportunities in Moscow than in Georgia’s
collapsed economy in the 1990s.

Wealth, riches and family were all against the original code and there
accumulation which had probably begun in the 1980s at least further weakened
any normative claims of the thieves’ world. The number of people who claimed to
evaluate the thieves’ world as ‘favourable’ in a survey in 2004 even before the
anti-mafia campaign was only 7% (IRl 2004). The moral authority of the thieves’
world was then most likely in decline before the government attacked it. This
suggests that claims as to the depth and pervasiveness of this criminal world was
over-stated in the 1990s. It is worth thinking why this might be, I now turn to this.
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The Mafia and Advertising

On the argument above, the policy of the Georgian state came up against a
criminal subculture in decline. This argument suggests that the claims of and all-
pervasive, all-powerful underworld have been at times exaggerated. This helps to
explain the ease with which the thieves’ world was attacked in Georgia, and the
seeming quick changes in attitudes. Moreover, it helps to explain why, contrary to
the experience of Italy, when the state clamped down on the vory the criminal
world not properly resist in any sort of coordinated manner.

Why though, did and to some degree does the myth of the all-powerful
criminal world as a separate normative world persist in the post-Soviet space and
even in Georgia today. One way to explain this is to suggest as Gambetta (1993)
does that as organised crime and the mafia is in a business in which it needs
clients to buy its protection and dispute resolution services, it must also advertise
itself well. Examples from around the world of mafia advertising are famous and
include the throwing of feast days for village locals in Sicily or among Italian-
Americans in New York, investments in the movies by the Yakuza in Japan, and
in Georgia there was a clear connection made between the vory and the church.
Some churches in Georgia were built with thieves” money including one in prison.
Advertising and romanticization are an important part of supporting the organised
crime industry, hence the nostalgic memories of those who believe that the vory
were in fact Robin Hood figures and not ‘mafia’. In fact, those days probably
never existed and tell us more about cultural memory and nostalgia for a Soviet
past when even the criminals were honest.

Summary: Back to Sutherland

In summary then, the idea of an all-encompassing separate normative world
that can increase definitions favourable to violations of the law, should not be
treated as an insurmountable obstacle to creating law-governed societies.
Certainly, the myth might have proved attractive, and the presence of such a
subculture might have increased crime levels in the past, but often it seems,
people, in Georgia at least had begun to approach the thieves’ world through a
logic of instrumentality not appropriateness. This means that following the vory
could make you rich, but that taking on anti-social and legally nihilistic values was
not a pre-requisite anymore, if indeed it ever had been.

This conclusion does not suggest that the law is the main source of rules
now in Georgia or completely regulates life there. Clearly informal social norms
are still very powerful there. It is useful to draw the distinction however between
law, social norms and pathological social norms (Galligan 2003). The latter go
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against the fundamental values and mores of a society and often include criminal
activity. They might be widespread but are utilised and developed out of necessity
and practicality in dysfunctional states. In Georgia, the pathological social norms
of the thieves’ world have now been excluded as a possible strategy for grounding
social practice. However, other social norms based on tradition and culture may
still be prevalent and an obstacle to law. The pathological social norms of the
thieves’ world that, far from providing a decent, alternative normative basis for the
organisation of society, were instead parasitic on the values of society appear to
have been eliminated, not simply because the state rejected them but because
society did too.

Now no one state is guaranteed against corruption. Even the countries with
the developed market economy and the settled democratic institutes, are not
released from a problem of corruption, inspite of the fact that a degree of its
prevalence considerably low here. Any state has the functions which represent the
primary goals and directions of its activity. Such functions, for example, are the
functions of defense, the national safety, the maintenance (protection) of a public
order. Therefore Constitutions of many countries contain the program installations
which define the necessity of the restraint of corruption as the phenomenon
incompatible with the nature of the lawful state. The development of anti-
corruption policy is necessary for realization of the specified function.

The anticorruption policy is the development and constant realization of the
versatile and consecutive measures of the state and the society within the limits of
the bases accepted by the given state constitutional building with the purpose of
elimination (minimization) of the reasons and the conditions generating and
feeding corruption in different spheres of a life.

So it is necessary to study the experience of the foreign countries for
fighting against the corruption. It allows mobilizing the countries in the fighting
against corruption. It also allows both Republic of Armenia, and Russian
Federation to make more effective the anticorruption policy of the countries.
There are many international documents, laws, contracts and conventions of
anticorruption policy in the legal systems of RA and RF.

Deviant behavior of adolocents is studied by many disciplines, such as law,
psychology and psychiatry.

From the legal point of view behavioral problems are delinquent or criminal
acts which are penalised by law.

In psychology externalized behavior in form of hyperactive, impulsive and
aggressive manifestations are considered as behavioral problems. Externalized
behavior has 2 interconnected, but independent subcriteria — delinquent behavior
and aggressive behavior. There are three main theories of aggression:
Psychoanalitical theory where aggression is regarded as inborn, instinctive
behavior, Frustration-aggression theory where it is regarded as a reaction to
frustration and Social learning theory where aggression is regarded as a result of
imitation and modeling.

The article discusses differnet types of aggression. It states that as
aggression is common for some psychiatric disorders psychologists distinguish
pathological and non pathological aggression.
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In psychiatry behavioral problems are considered disorders based on
symptoms described in DSM-IV-TR or ICD-10. These are Disruptive Behavior
Disorders and include Oppositional-Defiant Disorder and Conduct Disorder
according DSM-IV-TR and Hyperkinetic disorder and Conduct disorder (ODD as
subtype) according 1CD-10.

Thus, the article emphsises the fact that there are many approaches to the
phenomenon of deviant behavior and each case requires proper psychological and
psychiatric diagnosis.

ABSTRACT
SOCIAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ANALYSIS
OF TRAFFICKING

Trafficking is frequently characterized as modern slavery, trade of human
beings. The main purpose of trafficking is sexual exploitation. According to the
author, the main reasons of trafficking are social and economic difficulties. High
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unemployment level, gender inequality in Armenia force women to look for jobs
abroad. The participants of the study are the victims of trafficking who returned
home. They are women who have undergone sexual exploitation. In Armenia,
trafficking is not considered as slavery, therefore it is frequently confused with
prostitution. However, the author also highlights several personal psychological
characteristics which are specific for the victims of trafficking.

Based on the specific psychological peculiarities of each type of victims, the
author distinguishes a special type of exploiter with his/her individual
psychological traits. Hence, each type of victims has his/her own type of
exploiters. They are interconnected and act in specific victimological situations
which also have their types and features.

The results of the study indicate that the victims have a specific
psychological mechanism which was formed in childhood and was influenced by
parents. This mechanism develops in families where the domestic violence often
occurs. Ann Freud calls that phenomenon ‘identification with the aggressor’. Our
victims have psychological dependence on the aggressor-exploiter. According to
the results of the study, each person who exploits was a victim in his/her
childhood. There is an obvious identification with an aggressor and it makes
difficult to prevent trafficking.

These kind of children always have a lack of maternal love — the mother
directly rejects her child’s needs and desires. The psychology of the future victim
of trafficking is usually formed based on that experience. Therefore, it’s crucial to
take preventive measures at this stage.

NEUTRALIZATION TECHNIQUES USED BY NON-
CRIMINALS: AN INTRODUCTION OF NEUTRALIZATION
TECHNIQUES RESEARCH DESIGN

This paper is focused on introduction of research design and particular
results of study occupied by neutralization techniques used by non-criminals. An
understanding of the neutralization process of guilt or shame following
conventional norms violating behaviour by non-criminal population has both
theoretical and practical implications for society. Such as, preventive programs
within the framework of the social security, psychological counselling, personnel
selection, psychotherapy. The neutralization process of guilt or shame used by

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non-criminals has been, to some degree, already studied, for example, by victims
of crime (Ahmed) students (Haines et al., 1986, Zito and McQuilan, 2010),
politicians (Cohen, 2001), and police officers (Champion, 2001). However, this
has not been studied more globally in wider range of acts and in conjunction with
the study of actor’s personality, intellect commitment to conventional norms and
self-concept.

Neutralization techniques

In 1957 in their neutralization theory, Sykes and Matza introduced five
basic neutralization techniques used by juvenile delinquents (denial of
responsibility, denial of injury, denial of the victim, condemnation of the
condemners and appeal to higher loyalties) to protect from self-blame and self-
image damage. Sykes and Matza believed that everyone retains some commitment
to the dominant cultural system. Copes and Williams (2005) suggested that the
assertion that all people are committed to the dominant culture is overstated.
Matza (1964) agreed that a small proportion of people become highly committed
to delinquent values and relatively unattached to mainstream values, as there may
be nothing for them to neutralize (Copes and Williams, 2005).

However, not only criminals (with some commitment to the dominant
cultural system) use the neutralization techniques. Maruna and Copes (2005)
suggested that the idea that ‘good people’ do not make excuses is simply
unsubstantiated. The neutralization theory has ‘universal applicability’ and it can
be applied to any situation where there are inconsistencies between one’s actions
and one’s beliefs (Maruna and Copes, 2005).

On other hand, several researchers show that the absence or low level of
neutralization should be associated with people who are hypercommitted to
dominant moral values. Their neutralization is simply ineffective. It suggests that
there is a curvilinear relationship between use of neutralization and commitment to
conventional norms (Copes & Williams, 2007).

The neutralizations occur after the act as a part of attribution style, a motive
attributed to behaviour in response to questions about why it happened (Hamlin,
1988), before committing the act as a part of decision-making while contemplating
it (Agnew, 1994) or before contemplating the act as a part of readiness releasing
the actor to be morally free to choose the act (Matza, 1964).

In the past, many researchers used inventories to study the neutralizations.
The respondents were asked if they agree with statements such as ‘it’s right to get
around the law if you can get away with it” or ‘to get ahead, you have to do some
things which are not right.” The respondents who agreed more with those
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statements were more likely to report having violated the law. However, according
to Hirchi’s suggestion, it could simply mean that those respondents were less
committed to conventional norms (Sampson, 1999). It is clear, that it is necessary
to study the neutralization techniques in conjunction with study of respondent’s
commitment to conventional norms, as these two concepts should not be seen as
the same.

Basic information about the research project

Grant Project of the Specific Research 2011 ‘Neutralization Techniques
used by non-criminals in context of personality and intellect’ is realized by
research team of Department of Psychology, Faculty of Art, Masaryk University,
Czech Republic.

The research is focused on neutralization techniques (in terms of type and
frequency) associated with actor’s conventional norms violating behaviour in
context of his commitment to the conventional norms, self-concept, personality
and intellect. In addition to neutralization techniques, other concepts such as,
Moral disengagement (Bandura, 1990) and Cognitive distortions (Barriga and
Gibbs, 1996) are taken in account in this research.

Particular questions include: Which neutralization techniques (NTs) are
common in our population? Do some ‘typical’ NTs for certain situation’s exist?
How the use of NTs (in terms of type and frequency) relates to other
psychological aspects such as personality, intellect, age, education, gender? Are
there any relations between the frequency of NTs, commitment to conventional
norms and one’s own self-concept?

The methodological framework combines the qualitative and quantitative
approach. Combination of qualitative and quantitative methods enables us to use
the advantages of both methods and to gain complex information with regards to
the studied topic.

The test battery includes questionnaire in order to gain data with regards to
basic information and demographic data (age, gender, education, employment,
etc.), Neutralization test created for this research in the form of semi-structured
questionnaire which offers to the participants’ space for spontaneous answers and
supports variability of the answers. Verbalized frameworks of situations, visual
(comics) and video situations are developed for the neutralizations searching. The
neutralization test includes situation frameworks such as lying, verbal aggressive
behaviour, physical harm, partner cheating, cheating at school, theft or property
damaging. Other psychological aspects will be finding through standardized or
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modified tests and questionnaires (Cloninger Temperament and Character
Inventory, 1Q test).

The research includes gathering data through a web application, from adults
from the Czech Republic. Subjects participate in the research voluntarily and they
earn their partial results immediately after questionnaires completion. On-line
design of data collection supports participant’s openness to questions and provides
the possibility to collect more data during a short time period than face to face
interview. More valid information can be expected. The face to face interviews are
problematic because of the situational demands of the interview situation.
Sometimes the respondents may believe that they are forced into a position where
they must defend themselves. Thus, the neutralizations they offer may be
artificially created for the interviewer (Maruna and Copes, 2004). The developed
software is also applicable for future international study (the neutralization
techniques are culturally conditioned). Further the possibility of comparison of
two groups of non-criminals (police officers, civilians) will also enable the
researchers to gain insight into the psychological process of neutralization.

Methods — Neutralization Test

Verbalized frameworks of situations

The main part of the neutralization test proposes to participant 10 verbalized
frameworks of situations which offers a space to find concrete situation he/she
experienced in his/her life, the concrete situation of his/her act. The participant is
asked to describe this situation, to explain why it happened, to describe his/her
(positive or/and negative) emotions during or/and immediately after the act and
the current emotions related to this action, to evaluate this behaviour and to
describe circumstances which allow or defend him/her to act this way in the
future.

During the research design and methods development we were looking for
the 10 situational frameworks. It was necessary to find which acting occurs in our
everyday life. We asked 36 respondents (27 women and 9 men) about situations
they experienced guilt or shame or they violated some norms or rules and level of
experienced guilt.

As we can see in table 1, the most frequently occur in the answers traffic
violation and driving offences (72 % of all the respondents). However, the
respondents reported only low level of experienced guilt. They felt more guilty
after their expressed verbal aggression (47 % of the respondents, m=3,320,
sd=1,085) or after lying (36 %, m=3,333, sd=1,168). Those results provided to us
an inspiration to choose the situational frameworks which relate to the everyday
life of Czech population.

The situational frameworks are focused on the intentional and conscious
acts (he/she decided to behave this way, for example “he/she was lying to
somebody or concealing some important information” but not “said the false
information which is believed to be true”) and on active (he/she was doing what
he/she shouldn’t) as well as on passive acts (he/she wasn’t doing what he/she
should). The situation frameworks are related to various interpersonal
relationships (for example to the family members, partners, colleagues, strangers,
etc.). The most of the selected frameworks ask for situations where we can expect
a high rate of occurrence of such behaviour. We included also several frameworks
which can be probably related to situations experienced by only a small number of
respondents.

In this part of neutralization test, frameworks of situations are included,
such as: theft of thing or money, keep lost property or money, lying or
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concealment of important information, fail to provide a help to close friend/close
relative, cheating in exam or test, partner cheating, etc.

Comics and video situations

In another part of the neutralization test are presented five hypothetical
situations (stories) presented in the form of comics (each comics includes 4 — 5
pictures). We assume lower level of occurrence of the illustrated behaviour in the
studied population or higher degree of denial. These situations include the acts

such as physical attack, sexual harassment, corruption, theft, dealing with racial
context.

Picture 1: First comics of physical attack

In the pilot phase of the research were the story illustrated a physical attack
in bar presented to 46 respondents. We asked them to evaluate the behaviour of

the man in the middle (dark-haired man) and try to report why he could act in this
way.

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Table 2 shows that the illustrated behaviour of the attacker was most
frequently justified by the denial of the injured and denial or minimizing of
aggressor’s responsibility. The denial of the injured is related to blaming of the
victim (injured man) who is seen as expressed verbal aggression (including verbal
attack against lady, 23 respondents) or other undesirable behaviour (attempt to
flirt with the lady, 13 respondents). Thus, the attacker is seen as defended the lady
or his territory. The denial of responsibility is related to justification by external
circumstances (alcohol/drunkenness, 9 respondents) or bad luck (mistake or
accident, statements such as ,,he pushed him by mistake*; ,,he got scared and fell
down®, ,he ran and fell down®, ,,he just pushed him aside®, 7 respondents).

The particularly interesting is the finding that none of the women
condemned the behaviour of attacker without justification (condemnation + no
justification). The contrary, 24 % men reported this combination (see in table 3).

It is also evident that men condemned the behaviour of the attacker (in
combination with justification or separately) more frequently (71 %) than women
(24 %), All of the women justified it, 76 % of them justified it without any
condemnation.

However, the differences between men and women indicate a probable
important role of a woman in the presented story. Women more often than men
reported justification related to the role of this woman in the pictures or to the
relationship between her and the attacker. Although the gender effect seems to be
important, we decided to replace the woman with an man. There is the gender
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aspect included in other presented story. For the further research were also more
professional pictures created (see picture 2).

Picture 2: Developed comics of physical attack

The last part of the neutralization test includes three videos from police
environment. The stories illustrate misconducts of police officers during their
duty. Findings of differences between police officers and civilians related to their
justifications are expected.

Commitment to Conventional Norms Inventory

Although we do not understand the commitment to conventional norms as
part of neutrallization techniques, and therefore we do not see this inventory as
part of the neutralization test, we understand the commitment to the conventional
norms as an important and inseparable aspect of neutralization process. As we
mentioned above it is necessary to study the neutralization techniques in
conjunction with the study of the respondent’s commitment to the conventional
norms.

For the measurement was the inventory developed during the pilot phase of
our study. The respondents were asked to agree or disagree with statements using
5-point Likert scale. Commitment to norms inventory includes 29 items (Cronbach
alpha = 0,842). We found 3 dimensions through factor analysis. In the first
dimension acceptance of external conventional norms respondents achieving high
score accept the norms with opinion that the existence of such standards and rules
iIs meaningful and it is important to respect them. Respondents achieving low
score disregard the norms and sometimes they might violate the norms just for
fun. Dimension tendency to (not) violate the conventional norms to achieve own
targets can be seen as showing a level of acceptance of ‘instrumental norms
violating’. Respondents achieving high score do not tend to violate the norms to
achieve their own targets and they do not accept instrumental norms violating.
Respondents achieving low score tend to (or they might be ready to) violate the
norms, cheat, lie and ‘play unfair’ to get ahead. In dimension tendency to take
responsibility vs. displace or minimize it respondents achieving high score report
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lower tendency to displace or minimize the responsibility for their conventional
norms violating behaviour. Respondents achieving low score tend to lack
responsibility for their norms violating behaviour. They rather externalize locus of
control and misattribute blame to outside sources. Thus, this dimension can be
seen as showing a level of acceptance of submitted neutralization statements and
level of readiness to neutralize.

Conclusion

Findings of the pilot study provided us partial outcomes for creating and
development of the research design and methods usable for the neutralization
techniques research. Results of such research can be wide applicable. First, a
psychodiagnostics method for police officers selection will be created. This
neutralization test would provide basic information for deeper diagnostics
interview. The findings about the neutralization techniques can be also usable
during psychological care and development such as education, coaching,
consulting, counselling, and psychotherapy.

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Job security and mental health intertwine together while it is impossible to
separate them. These concepts are related directly and undeniable. Because of the
weakness and ambiguity of the labor law, wrong and illegal employer’s
performance, lack of job and the high number of job seekers, uncontrolled growth
of temporary contracts, weakness of the social security and asthenia of the trade
unions, the level of job security in Iran is low. Therefore, it led to mental health in
Iran be lower than international standards. This study wants to identify the legal
weaknesses of the Labor Law of Iran in job security with examining the
relationship between job security and mental health and provide appropriate legal
solutions. Thereby it will increase the mental health workers in Iran automatically.
To solve this problem should reforms in Labor Law of Iran and provide cultural
and social infrastructure to promote job security and mental health accordingly.

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Introduction

Today’s mental health becomes hot debates in the worlds. The main goal of
the each society is providing condition without stress and any problems for people.
However new lifestyles led to appearing several mental problems. Before the
Industrial Revolution, people were engaged in agriculture and animal husbandry,
while after the Industrial Revolution, farmers and villagers were employed in
industrial factories (Phyllis, 2000). Gradually poor working conditions led
many countries to adopt protective acts for workers’ benefit.

Nowadays, having an appropriate job for earning money is one of
fundamental requirements of human. All people try to collect good job and then
keep it, with this way led to survival themselves and their families. According to
Abbasi A. “most people must work for surviving and people must be able to keep
their works to protect themselves from existing risks in each society”. Therefore,
the theory of workers protection causes to perform the new criteria, rules and
rights for weak class people.

According to Mathias Riss “The Labor Law is one of the most important
rules that involve three aspects of economics, social and political. Labor rights are
important, but the interests they protect do not appear many people as compelling
as, for instance liberty, security, and subsistence.” Therefore, all above element
are effective in mental health. Ideally, the theory should justify the existence and
weight of such typical rules and principles of labor law as minimum wages, safety
regulations, and maximum hours of work, the outlawing of discrimination against
particular groups, and the recognition of a trade union which are impress on
mental health of people.( Hugh Collins,2006) Having these factors leads to job
security and consequently increasing the mental health.

Job security

According to economist website “Job security is one part of quality of
life factors to determine a nation's score” and “lack of job security is an adverse
excitement that led to disorder the body and mind.”(Shakerinia,1993) The main
goal of the employment process is establishing correlation of workers and employ-
yers to construct and enhance the society .In fact the job security are essential to
manufacture ideal society. Therefore, Society tries to ensure social justice for
workers by establishing labor standards. Generally, we can say that the job
security 1s weak in Iran and “the process of job security index shows that the
Labor Law of Iran ranked 35 among 37 countries that surveyed.”
(Shakerinia,1993) Thus, it automatically decreases mental health accordingly.
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In the international literature, Article 23 of the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights and Article 6 of UN Covenant of Economic, Social and Cultural
Rights have been considered workers protection legislation against dismissal and
unemployment. Also several documents of the International Labor Organization
emphasis on prohibition of unjustified expulsion, payment of unemployment
damage, unemployment insurance that are granted the job security. Yet we should
notice that the universal human rights count as a foundation for labor law makes
one important presupposition. (Charles R Beitz,2004)

Unfair dismissal is a broad topic and one which is almost guaranteed to
appear in any employment law examinations in one guise or another.( Andrew
C.Bell,2006) Unfair dismissal happens easily in Iran and “dismissal criteria are not
clear in contemporary labor law and just Disputes Resolution Commission
distinguishes it.( Ezzatollah Araghi,2010) It means that expulsion relies on the
Disputes Resolution Commission ideas not the criteria or rules. Likewise, “over
70% of claims’ cases of dismissal in Disputes Resolution Commission led to
affirm the dismissal in Iran”.( Mahjoub,2002) While in other countries labor laws
do not act like this. For instance “one of the importance protection regulations of
Britain’s Labor law is that preventing unfair dismissal and in case of any dispute
which led to contract termination and worker expulsion by the employer, the
employer must prove the legal reasons”( Lewis Porter Featherstone,1982).
Therefore, he cannot fire the workers easily and that’s a way to protect the right of
job security for employee.

In addition, in ILO Convention N0.158 survey to fundamental principle of
worker’s expulsion and justify dismissal with these two reasons: behavior or
ability of the workers and vicissitude in manufactory handling.( Tangestani et
al,2010) It means that the dismissal reasons are limit. Likewise, the main aims of
dismissal legislation is to provide job security; not by giving absolute protection,
but protection against arbitrary managerial decision making.( Alison Bone &
Marnah Suff,1999) Also, in ILO Recommendation N0.166 that adopted after ILO
Convention No.158 “it present some unfair dismissal reasons and it provide the
rights for workers to informed about the reason of firing before dismissal.”(
Araghi,2010) In fact, ILO emphasis on reason for expulsion and provide the
limitation for wrongful and unfair dismissal indirectly. These restrictions cause to
enhance the job security in society. But unfortunately in Iran acts against the ILO
and the main criterion are the employer and Disputes Resolution Commission
ideas.

Mental health
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In fact defining the mental health problem is really difficult and there are
several definitions about it. According to Medilexicon's medical dictionary, mental
health is "emotional, behavioral, and social maturity or normality; the absence of a
mental or behavioral disorder; a state of psychological well-being in which one
has achieved a satisfactory integration of one's instinctual drives acceptable to
both oneself and one's social milieu; an appropriate balance of love, work, and
leisure pursuits™. Based on this definition, job security can be one of efficient root
of mental health. WHO (World Health Organization) indicate that mental health
Is "a state of well-being in which the individual realizes his or her own abilities,
can cope with the normal stresses of life, can work productively and fruitfully, and
Is able to make a contribution to his or her community". WHO stresses that mental
health "is not just the absence of mental disorder". As it mention there are several
dimensions for mental health illnesses such as stress, lack of security, lack of job,
lack of money and etc which can cover by job security. It means that lack of job
security cause to destructive effects on body and mind which increase the stress of
the people. Therefore low income and financial problem lead to increase stress of
people and sometimes mental problem accordingly. The main aim of job security
Is providing suitable condition for workers that led to protect them against mental
health disorder.

Lack of job security in iran

Labor Law of Iran has not clearly defined the concept of job security.
Admitting, Job security is the probability that an individual will keep his or her
job; a job with a high level of job security is such that a person with the job would
have a small chance of becoming unemployed. Because of unbalanced economic
relationship between the workers and the employers, and also the vulnerable
position of workers, it must consider arrangement and protection for the job
security of the workers.

Instability of employment, rapid change of demands and intensification of
work pressure are widely prevalent consequences of economic globalization and
technological change.( Landsbergis,2003) Thus, there are different reasons of lack
of job security in Iran which the most important of them are lack of independent
unions and increasing the temporary contract.

1. Increasing temporary contract:

Approximately 80% of Iran's labor contracts are temporary contracts while
Labor Law that adopted in 1990 does not consider the specific arrangements and
protections for them. Also it doesn’t define the concept of job security in Iran
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accurately. Therefore, employers are being exploited from these legal gaps, and
workers face many damages in job security issue.

In addition, another important issue is about converting of temporary
contracts into permanent contracts that the labor law of Iran does not clearly
express it. Despite this legal gap, employers frequently extend the contract with
the interim period. Therefore, it causes workers to work such as permanent
employers without profit of the permanent contracts. Admittedly it is not
adoptable with ILO and led to spoil the workers right.

In some provisions of Labor Law of Iran, it can interpret differently because
of the ambiguity and led to abuse of employer’s (Bahman abadi, 2009). It
indicates the big gap in Labor Law of Iran. “Basically, replacement of temporary
contracts instead of permanent contracts disaffirms Labor Law because of the
expiration possibility of the temporary contract make employer’s jobbery. For
instance, according to Article 25 of Iran's Labor Law, however prohibit to
unilateral cancellation of contract in temporary contract, but termination of the
contract recognized as a valid and legal reason for accepting the worker’s
dismissal. Administrative Justice Tribunal of Iran, in precedent of 23/10/1996
confirms it and increases the employer’s abuse.

Totally, it results in providing the way for employers to escape from
protectionist regulations of workers and this method has substantial differences
with performance of the many countries’ labor law, such as Great Britain and
international context specially ILO standards.( Mojtahedi, 2006) It provides easily
expulsion of the workers.”(Mahjoub, 2004) All in all, it causes the decrease in the
worker’s job security. Therefore, it accomplishes many problems and stress of job
and life for workers which led to many mental problems.

To sum up, it provides difficult condition for workers and has consequences
such as failure to achieve jobs’ benefits, insurance, social security, lower wages
than legal stipend and illegal expulsions. And it predisposes mental disorder for
workers who are the main part of society.

2. Lack of independent unions

Forming of trade unions in Iran is an incomplete copy of the industrialized
countries’ unions. They establish them without necessary foundation and the
current unions in Iran don’t act actually. So, workers can’t achieve to job security
and they aren’t able to promote their social and economic conditions.

Briefly with study and analysis research of union’s rights and existence
literature we can say that there are some problems in trade union of Iran:

e Scattering and lack of coherent regulations:
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In labor law that enacted in 1990 present 3 different guild’s institute while it
doesn’t adopted coherent regulations. So, it led to wrong interpretations for union
performance. It has been leading to decrease job security in Iran.

e Lack of properly explain of the legal status of organizations:

In Labor Law of Iran, labor organization described ambiguously.
According to Chapter VI of the Iran’s Labor Law workers’ collective actions
limited to the Guild Association ,Labors’ Islamic Council of and employers'
representatives. It only permits to form one of them in the workshop while each of
these institutions has their own characteristics and different concept.

e The Labors’ Islamic Council is not union :

According to Article 1 Formation of Labor’s Islamic Councils Act, the goals
of the Council are providing Islamic justice, corporate the program preparing and
creating coordinate to improve. On the other hand, it shows that the goals of Labor
Islamic Council are different with real aims of unions.

e Indirect coercion to workers to join the Labor’s Islamic Councils:

Note of Article 1 Formation of Labor’s Islamic Councils Act consider the
general meeting of the Council consisting of all employees except management.
Thus, automatically all workers are members of the council; Also Article 17 of
this Law mention that the criterion of council members depends on the total
number of employees and workers. Totally, all workers of are considered as
components of Labor’s Islamic Councils indirectly.

However, Article 178 of the Labor Law shows that everyone is free to
joining or being the member of trade union and the freedom for joining of unions
is a fundamental principle of the union’s goals.

e Attend of Supreme Leader representative in unions:

According to Article 138 of Labor law, the Supreme Leader can have a
representative in any of these organizations and unions. This act shows that none
of the labor organizations in Iran can’t be considered as independent labor
organizations because the law provide the present of non-workers in these
organizations. So it’s enormous asthenia that led to increase the job security in
Iran.

Conclusion and recommendation

Nowadays mental disorder is one of the common illnesses in society. As it
mentioned there are different dimension on reasons of mental illnesses. Hence,
lack of job security in society is one of direct reason of mental illnesses. Likewise,
providing job security is the main goals of the each labor system in world. But
there are some barriers that prevent to applying the job security in Iran accurately.
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Increasing the temporary contract, lack of independent unions, abusing employers
and weaknesses of the unions in Iran led to decreasing the factor of job security in
Iran. This research tries to identify the reasons of it and presents some
recommendation to increase the job security and mental health accordingly. Below
the researchers indicate some recommendations:

1. To pass the coherent provisions which provide the main position of the
unions accurately under ILO standards and it defines job security clearly for
increasing labor’s mental health.

2. To adopt new protection rules for workers to decrease the temporary
contract.

3. Workers to be able to form the trade unions freely and optionally and
they could to join or leave the unions without any material and intangible damage
while there isn’t any direct and indirect compulsion.

4. Preventing to join the non workers in union can also help the power of the
Trade Unions and led to have independence unions, because real unions are also
independent from government or other institutions.

5. To pass new rules about mental health and considering the condition of
the people under international standards.

In conclusion, job security has a direct role in preventing the mental
disorders in society in any country, especially Iran. It means that, promoting this
concept and applying it accurately led to increase the stress of people and
consequently providing mental health for society. Strong and independence unions
and increasing permanent contract will promote job security certainly. Nowadays
in Iran due to poor performance of job security because the lack of independent
unions, government intervention in unions, the destructive performance of
Ministry of Labor on unions, weak and fragmented provisions, economic
problems, lack of jobs, increasing the temporary contract and outward and inward
employer’s pressure on workers in Iran lead to weakness of labor system and
decreasing job security accordingly. Thus, these reasons led to decrease mental
health in Iran.

THE COMMUNITY REHABILITATION CENTER
AS AN ALTERNATIVE MODEL OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
JUVENILE JUSTICE SYSTEM

Since 2005 with the initiative of the police of the Republic of Armenia and
support of PH International our organization has been actively involved in
prevention of juvenile delinquency, development and implementation of the
juvenile justice model in Armenia which is stated in the national program of
children’s rights ( 2004-2015) and state program of crime prevention. The purpose
of our organization is to develop and implement the alternative system of legal
socialization in Armenia, to prevent juvenile delinquency and to integrate
offenders in the social life.

The novelty of the program is that both the offender and the victim have a
chance to get professional assistance, rehabilitate in special and social
organizations. The whole process is conducted in cooperation with the police,
offender, victim and community representatives (children rights organizations,
schools, local governments etc.).

The proposed program gives the solution of the following issues:

v" Protection of rights and interests of offenders and victims

v Revelation and elimination of the reasons and conditions that cause
violation of the law

v Prevention of delinquency

v’ The offender realizes that the violation of the law is the infringement of
not only the victim but also the community

v Acceptance of responsibility for the violation of the law

v Creation of conditions for cooperation between the offender and the
victim, which will alleviate and eliminate the negative consequences of the
delinquency.

The results show that the implemented project is very effective.

1. Out of 310 juvenile offenders only 5 did not continue the rehabilitation
activities due to various reasons (1.6%). The remaining 305 children completed
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the rehabilitation activities, which provided their harmonious integration in
the society. Thus, the efficiency of the rehabilitation activities is 98.4% .

2. In the recent years, oriented children’s ratio by police and community
representatives of the Legal Socialization Project- is 42% and 58% respectively.
Thus, the police as well as the community center understand the importance of the
center activities and actively participate in the juvenile offender asocial behavior
and prevention of violation.

3. In recent years, the crime rate committed by juveniles has been
decreasing, which is also the result of the Legal Socialization Project , but minor
violations are still a concern for us.

4. The responses and suggestions made by the police, children, parents,
teachers and community representatives about the above-mentioned activities are
positive and full of expectations for the project to continue.

In the last decade juvenile crime has been growing steadily in Armenia. In
addition to male juvenile offenders, the number of female juvenile criminals and
juvenile gang crime has increased in the recent years. The factors influencing
juveniles’ criminal behavior are discussed in the article. Some of the factors are:
socioeconomic conditions of families, ineffective methods of upbringing in
families and schools, lack of interest in education, conflicts with neighbors, lack
of proper control, lack of effective outdoor activities, negative influence of media
and ineffective prevention of juvenile criminal behavior by law enforcement
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officers. Based on the research, several recommendations are made to increase the
effectiveness of juvenile crime prevention.

The article is dedicated to the issues of the imposition of imprisonment on
minors.

Principle of individualization of responsibility requires courts to consider
the gravity of crime and circumsnatces of commuting the crime and the
personality of the criminal.

The analysis of the legal norms regulating the imposition of imprisonment
on minors, leads to conclusion that these norms do not ensure the full application
of principle of individualization.

In the final part of the article the author suggests recommendations on
legislative amendments related to the imposition of imprisonment on minors. In
the opinion of author these amendments will ensure the full realization of the
discussed principles in Juvenile Justice system.

The international practice shows that social workers can effectively work
with juveniles who are in conflict with the law.
