The article refers to various interpretations of the Qur’an as an important source for preparing
academic translations of the Book into any foreign language. Special attention is drawn to previous
experience related to historical and, especially, ideological issues as well as certain linguistic features
of the Qur’anic text itself. The last but not the least is the phenomena of lexical and grammatical errors
occurring in foreign interpretations; while the Qur’an being translated into different languages, they
should be seriously taken in account, should not be ignored but treated
